With strong fundamental 
market signals supporting fu­
tures prices and a steadily in­
creasing Adjusted World Price, 
producers seem to have a com­
pounding number of market­
ing and production decisions 
facing them as they enter the 
middle innings of the 2003 
growing season.

AWP Increase Adds
Costs To Loan Cotton
One of the trends many 

growers have been watching 
has been the steady increase 
in the Adjusted World Price for 
cotton.

The AWP effective for the 
week of July 10-17 has been 
announced at 50.37 cents per 
pound. That means the Loan 
Deficiency Payment rate for 
the July 10-17 time period is 
1.63 cents per pound.

To a producer the increase 
in the AWP is evidence that 
cotton prices are moving up 
through a combination of 
tightening cotton stocks, in­
creased demand and uncer­
tainty of how much production 
there will be in 2003.

A downside of the AWP in­
crease does exist, however, for 
producers who still have 2002- 
crop cotton in the loan. Should 
the AWP equal or surpass the 
52-cent Upland cotton base' 
loan rate growers become li­
able for paying specific 
charges tied to the cotton.

When the AWP is below the 
upland cotton base loan rate 
of 52 cents per pound, accrued 
storage charges and interest 
are forgiven when the cotton 
is redeemed and the loan is 
settled. The producer would 
only be responsible for paying 
storage charges accrued prior 
to the date the cotton entered 
the CCC loan.

If the AWP rises above the 
base loan rate then the grower 
is responsible for repaying all 
storage and interest charges

when the cotton is sold and the 
loan is settled.

The net effect could add up 
to $12-15 per bale in charges 
growers would have to pay if 
they wait until after the AWP 
passes the Loan rate to sell 
their crop, or if they decide to 
forfeit the crop to the CCC to 
settle the loan.

With prudent planning 
growers should be able to 
avoid these costs. The quick­
est route is to go ahead and 
sell their 2002 cotton before 
the AWP rises above 52 cents, 
or redeem the cotton them­
selves and avoid paying stor­
age and interest charges.

This strategy would prove 
beneficial to the producer by 
protecting the full amount of 
the loan price through the 
combination of the cash sale 
price and the remaining mar­
keting loan gain they realize 
by redeeming at a lower price 
per pound.

Time to Think About 
Hedging 2003 CC 

Payments
Another trend many grow­

ers have already noticed is the 
general strengthening of fu­
tures prices across 2003 crop 
New York futures contracts.

One of the issues associated 
with increasing prices is that 
as new crop prices improve, 
2003 counter cyclical pay­
ments (CC), authorized in the 
2002 Farm Bill, will begin to 
shrink if the average price re­
ceived by growers for the 2003 
marketing year rises above 
the 52 base loan rate.

This situation would affect 
everyone, but will be most dis­
ruptive to growers who have 
lost their 2003 crop or who 
face significantly lower yield 
potential and have less cotton 
to sell at the higher market 
price. Farmers with cotton in
