Post-season honors continue to 
pile high for two members of the 
Silverton Owls basketball team 
and their coach, Ryan Dykes.

Red Ivory won second team All- 
Regional honors from the Texas 
Association of Basketball 
Coaches. He was named to the 
1 -A Golden Spread All-Star team 
by the Amarillo Globe-News.

In addition, the 5-11 senior 
guard was named boys Player of 
the Year by the Lubbock Ava­
lanche-Journal, who wrote: “Silky- 
smooth senior keyed the Owls’ 
District 4-A championship run by 
averaging 21 points, four re­
bounds, four assists and four steals 
per game. With Ivory leading the 
charge, Silverton rolled to the dis-

trict crown without a loss and went 
all the way to the regional tourna­
ment before falling to eventual 
state champion Nazareth.”

Ivory was the District 4-A Most 
Valuable Player.

Darin Martin, 6-4 senior center 
for the Owls, received Division II 
Honorable Mention by the Lub­
bock Avalanche-Journal.

Coach Ryan Dykes was named

Cotton Growers, Inc. membership 
allowed growers the opportunity to 
hear the latest news from Washing­
ton, D. C. and get a better under­
standing of world trade issues and 
how they could affect producers in 
the future.
