City Calls Special Election To Deal
With Two Sales Tax Propositions

Voters in Texas have the option
of imposing local sales tax. This tax
helps finance communities’ eco-
nomic development efforts. Voters
can only approve a sales tax rate
up to 2%. Texas allows a maximum
of 8.25% sales tax. Only 2% of this
tax is allowed to go back to the
community in which the sale oc-
curred. Currently, Silverton has a
sales tax of 7.25% of which 1%
comes back to the community. This

1% brings approximately $20,000
per year in revenue to Silverton.
The Silverton City Council
passed two ordinances allowing
two propositions for the Novem-
ber 8, 2005 election. These ordi-
nances authorize the total imposi-
tion of three-quarters of one per-
cent sales tax increase for the com-
munity. A three-quarters percent
increase of sales tax could gener-
ate an additional $15,000 per year
