Lower prices for gas and diesel
By GasBuddy

Average gasoline prices in Texas fell 2.3 cents last
week, averaging $2.70, according to GasBuddy’s sur-
vey of 13,114 stations in Texas. According to GasBud-
dy price reports, the cheapest station in Texas was
$2.15 while the most expensive was $3.59 per gallon.

The national average price of gasoline fell 3.3 cents
last week, averaging $3.13 per gallon. The national
average price of diesel declined 1.3 cents in the last
week and stands at $3.56 per gallon.

“The median U.S. price for gasoline just slipped
below the $3 per gallon mark for the first time since
early 2024, while the national average price of gaso-
line declined as oil prices have begun to cool off after
Iran’s attack on Israel, due in part to sources saying
Israel has agreed not to attack Iran’s oil infrastruc-
ture,” said Patrick De Haan, head of petroleum analy-
sis at GasBuddy.

GasBuddy data is compiled from more than 11 mil-
lion weekly price reports covering over 150,000 gas
stations across the country.

rank, grade point aver-
age, and test scores.

“Direct Admissions
has the potential to re-
duce time, boost con-
fidence, and increase
transparency, encour-
aging Texans who might
not otherwise consider
college to take the next
step,” Interim Commis-
sioner of Higher Educa-
tion Sarah Keyton said
in a press release.

A total of 31 public
universities in the state
are using the new tool.

Meanwhile, the Tex-
as Higher Education
Coordinating Board
is extending the state

financial aid applica-
tion priority deadline a
month to Feb. 15 for the
2025-2026 application
cycle because of contin-
ued delays with the Free
Application for Federal
Student Aid (FAFSA),
which slowed applica-
tions last school year.
The state’s priority
deadline is intended to
encourage students to
complete their applica-
tion promptly in order
to raise the likelihood of
receiving state funding.

Early vaccinations
urged as flu season ar-
rives

The Texas Department
of State Health Services
is urging Texans to get
vaccinated against flu
as soon as possible, as
cases traditionally be-
gin to rise this time of
year. It takes about two
weeks for the body to
make flu antibodies af-
ter getting the shot.

“We recommend ev-
eryone ages six months
and older get a flu shot
as soon as possible,
said DSHS Commis-
sioner Jennifer Shuford.

People with the flu
are most contagious in
the first three days of
illness, with the virus

being spread through
droplets. Vaccines for
other respiratory ill-
nesses, such as VOCI-19
and RSV, are also avail-
able and can be taken
at the same time as a flu
shot, depending on ad-
vice from one’s health-
care provider.

The state’s estimated
population as of Jan. 1,
2024 was 30,749,519,
according to the Texas
Demographic Center.
That is an increase of
1.6 million since the
2020 census count - or
5.5%.

The two fastest-grow-
ing counties in terms
of percentage increase
are Kaufman, up 26.7%
since 2020, and Rock-
wall, up 25% for the
same time period.

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WT Leading Plan to Modernize Panhandle-Plains
Historical Museum and Pioneer Amphitheatre

A visionary plan to
bring Panhandle-Plains
Historical Museum and
Pioneer = Amphitheatre
into the 21st century is
underway, thanks to
West Texas A&M Univer-
sity and state leaders.

Under an initial de-
sign commissioned by
WT President Walter V.
Wendler and others, the
museum’s historically
significant Pioneer Hall
would remain intact and
new construction would
bring to life the story of
the Texas Panhandle in
innovative ways.

A feasibility study al-
ready has been conduct-
ed, with support of The
Texas A&M University
System Chancellor John
Sharp, to address critical
issues with the museum'’s
existing facilities.

The timing is right,
Wendler said, because
the price tag for de-
ferred maintenance
costs and projected up-
grades for the existing
facilities is approaching
$100 million.

The study, conducted
by DLR Group and Galla-
gher & Associates, found
improvements that could
be made in fire and life
safety, exhibition and
programming space, and
the visitor experience.

DLR and G&A’s plan —
which can be read at on-
line.flippingbook.com/
view/760628752 — is just
a starting point and may
not reflect the final de-
sign.

The full project would
require a budget of sev-
eral hundred million dol-
lars to fully transform the
museum into a lasting
testament to the Panhan-
dle and the state of Texas.

“Panhandle-Plains
Historical Museum, for
around 90years, hasbeen
dedicated to preserving
and interpreting millions
of artifacts unique to Tex-
as, and it serves as a cul-
tural center serving the
educational needs of ev-
ery Texas school district
in a 25,000 square-mile
radius,” Wendler said.
“We want to ensure the
museum continues to
provide upcoming gen-
erations, though interac-
tive educational experi-
ences, the opportunity
to connect the past with
their present and future.”

The Panhandle-Plains
Historical Society was
founded in 1921 in an
effort to preserve this
region’s human, cultur-
al and natural history.
Construction on Pioneer
Hall began in 1932, and
Panhandle-Plains  His-
torical Museum, now the
largest history museum
in the state, opened its
doors the following year
on WT’s campus.

Since 2021, the mu-
seum has operated un-
der the umbrella of WT’s
Cultural Foundation of
the Texas Panhandle,
which also manages the
Texas Panhandle Heri-
tage Foundation, which

produces the outdoor
drama “Texas” in Palo
Duro Canyon State Park.
WT owns the muse-
um'’s physical building,
and its staff members are
WT employees. The Pan-
handle-Plains Historical
Society owns the muse-
um’s collection and op-
erates the exhibits, pro-
grams and public events.
Both WT and PPHS work
closely together to ensure
the museum’s success.
“While the current
PPHM building has
served generations of
people in unforgettable
ways, the prospect of
having a reimagined mu-
seum is a very positive
one,’ said Dr. Andrew
Hay, CFTP executive di-
rector. “PPHM is daily
dedicated to impact-
ing a variety of visitors,
students and research-
ers with the rich history
and memories of this re-
gion—from prehistoric

to present day. I'm very
enthusiastic about the
priority that WT is plac-
ing on having a museum
building that matches
the unparalleled impor-
tance of the collection.”

Wendler and CFTP
have worked extensively
with local leaders, elect-
ed officials, the Texas
Historical Commission
and The Texas A&M Uni-
versity System to put the
plan into motion, but it
will require significant
public and private fund-
ing to make the dream a
reality.

“This is nothing more
than avision at this point,
but we all agree that it is
vital to address the state
of the current museum
facilities and to make this
gem of the Panhandle
shine as brightly as pos-
sible,” Wendler said. “The
museum houses what is
arguably the state’s and
the nation’s most im-

portant historical collec-
tions of the history of the
American West, and it
is our duty to preserve it
and make it available to
future generations.”

The plan from DLR
Group and G&A would
maintain the original
museum building, Pio-
neer Hall, which is a reg-
istered landmark with the
Texas Historical Com-
mission, as the focus of
a new museum facility,
“like a jewel box in front
of the larger institution.”
New construction would
mimic the hall’s Art Deco
style.

Behind Pioneer Hall
and a new entrance area,
two new major buildings
would be constructed—
a North Museum and
a South Museum, con-
nected by a glass bridge.

“The reimagined
PPHM will tell vibrant
stories that bring to life
the region’s histories—

natural, cultural and in-
dustrial—while empha-
sizing their relevance in
contemporary visitors’
lives,” the DLR Group and
G&A plan says. “The in-
terpretive approach will
focus on encouraging
visitors to find personal
connections within the
collections and narra-
tives of the PPHM while
highlighting the global
connections between the
region, the state and the
broader world.”

To the west of the mu-
seum, adjacent to 23rd
Street, a new, state-of-
the-art collections build-
ing would be constructed
to house and conserve
artifacts not currently on
display. An outdoor art-
ist plaza is proposed, as
well, featuring terraced
seating, a tree-lined
promenade, and a mu-
seum café.

DLR Group and G&A’s

for extensive renovations
to Pioneer Amphithe-
atre, where the outdoor
drama “Texas” is staged
annually in Palo Duro
Canyon State Park.

“Palo Duro Canyon
and the play, combined
with PPHM, represent in
concrete ways the histo-
ry, heritage, and culture
of the region, state and
nation,” Wendler said.
“Therefore, the amphi-
theater deserves to be
part of our vision for re-
newing the spaces which
house and represent who
we are.”

The amphitheater
would be significantly
enhanced, with new
seating, new stage wings,
improved lighting and
sound systems, and new
support buildings, in-
cluding dressing rooms,
restrooms, costume and
scenic storage, and a
green room. A new en-
trance plaza would in-
clude all-new structures
for ticketing, a gift shop,
concessions, public rest-
rooms and an art gallery
that would host tempo-
rary exhibits and artifacts
from the PPHS collec-
tion.

Focusing on the needs,
history and future of the
Texas Panhandle are key
components of the Uni-
versity’s long-range plan,
WT 125: From the Pan-
handle to the World.

That plan is fueled by
the historic One West
comprehensive  fund-
raising campaign, which
reached its initial $125
million goal 18 months
after publicly launching
in September 2021. The
campaign’s new goal is
to reach $175 million by
2025; currently, it has
raised nearly $160 mil-
lion.
