“Camp near Camden, 8, C. Feb,
26, 1865, —My Dear Wife: I have
no time for particulars, We have
had a glorious time in this State.
Unrestricted license to burn and
plunder was the order of the day.
The chivalry have been stripped of
most of cheir valuables; Gold wat-
ches, silver pitchers, cups, spoons,
forks, ete., are as common in the
camp as blackberries. The terms of
plunder are as follows; Each com-
pany is requred to exhibit the re-
sults of 1ts operations at snd given
place.

Upon Inmate.

ENTER PLACE WITH ROPE.

George Cook, Murderer of a Ferryman,
Thinking He Is Wanted, Cuts a Man
With a Razor, and In Turn He Is
Shot to Death.

Kingston, Tenn., Oct. 30.—A mob of
about thirty men attacked the Roane
county jail and Kkilled George Cook,
held therein as a prisoner on the
charge of murdering John King, a fer-
ryman at Southwest Point, a few
weeks ago. Of the members of the
mob all save two were masked and
these unmasked are strangers to the
sheriff. The identity of none of the
mob was known,

As the mob had a rope it was
thought it was intepded to hang Cook.
When Cook's cell was reached he of-
fered resistance and produced a razor
and cut one man in the mob. This
enraged the invaders, aad Cook was
shot to death,

The sheriff's ‘deputies are scouring
the country in quest of evidence as
to the members of the mob.

WILL ORGANIZE.

This Action Decided on at Dal-

las Meeting.

Dallas, Oct, 31.—A mass meeting of
those favoring prohibtion was held at
the city hall, composed of persons
from various sections of the state.

After a stirring by Hon.
Cone Johnson of Tyler this resolution,
introduced by Judge R. F. Spearman
of Greenville, was unanimously adopt-
ed:

“eB it resolved by the members of
the Democratic executive committee
and the friends of prohibition and sub-
mission, assembled in convention in
Dallas, that we authorize Sterling P.
Strong to organize the forces of pro-
hibition in the state of Texas into a
solid militant, non-partisan organiza-
tion at once.”

Mr. Johnson said there was but one
thing to do, organize, and the way to
do it was to ‘act,

Hon. Sterling P. Strong called the
meeting to order and Judge Eugene
Williams of Waco was elected chair-
man.

Immediately upon Mr. Williams tak-
ing the chair a resolution was present-
ed to the effect that the submission
committee should be merged with a
general organization throughout the
state to carry on the werk. This pro-
posed resolution led to complications.
Counter resolutions, amendments,
points of personal privilege, points of
order and all the intricacies of parlia-
mentary tactics came in rapid succes-
sion.

Some thought to make the organiza-
tion Democratie, or partisan, would be
its downfall; others thought to the
contrary, and therein lay the whole
inability to reach a conclusion.

Neill Plan Approved.

Dallas, Oct. 20.—An agreement has
been made between Presfdent Neill of
the Texas Farmers' union and the rail-
roads wherchy the former secures bet-
ter track facilities for the union's
warehouses, General Managers' asso-
ecfation met Mr. Neill and approved
the arrangements, but is to be left to
each railgoad as to the details. “In
other words,” said a general manager
after the meeting, “each warehouse
proposition must stand on its own
merits. The roads will be glad to ex-
tend tracks to the properties provid-
ed the distance is. not too far, the ex-
pense too great, or an unreasonable
hazard is not incurred. The working
out of the proposed agreement with
the Farmers’ union is left to each in-
dividual line.
