Applying Spray Paint

To Wicker

Editor's Note: This is the
final article In & four-part
serfes on restoring wicker
fumiture.

Applying spray paint to a
wicker surface will likely re
quire some practice

Get the ‘feel” by practicing
a few strokes on cardboard
boxes or newspapers before
applying the finish to the
wicker

Aerosol-spray Painting

Distance from the
nozzle to the work

\p' ay
surface

should be about 12 to 1S
inches. i the nozzle is held
closer to the surface, too

much paint will be applied,
causing runs and sags

Holding the nozzle farther
away will result in particles of
paint drying out before they
reach the surface. The result
ing finish will be gritty and
rough

Always move the can in a
straight uniform manner at
right angle and parallel to the
surface, the resulting finish
will be poorly distributed

Too heavy a coat will be
applied in the center and a
very thin coat at the ends of
the stroke. Be sure that each
stroke overlaps the preceding
stroke by one-half. This will
assure a streak-free finish

Keep a small clean paint
brush nearby to dab up any
lobs of paint that collect in
the wicher crevices. These
practices apply also to apph
cation with a spray gun

When using aerodol paint
finishes, be sure to read the
manufacturer's  instructions
before applying the finish

A professional  looking
paint finish on large Wicker
pieces can best - and most
economically - be obtained by
using a spray gun

It is vital that the finishing
material - whether polyure-
thane. latex or oil base
enamel - be thinned to spray
ing consistency with the pro
per thinning medium

Consult the direction on the
paint can. Some enamels
require dilution with naphtha
rather than turpentine. Poly
urethane can usually be
thinned with mineral spirits

Spray guns may be rented
from paint stores or rental
outlets. Some vacuum clean
ers are equipped with special
attachments that may also be

used.
As with aecrosol sprays,
cxperiment to be sure you

have a smooth, even spray
and practice the kind of

If the paint is too thick, 1
will clog the spray gun and
build up between the reed

If 1t 1s mixed oo thin, it will
require several coats to cover
Usually if thinned to the
consistency of coffee cream
good coverage can be ob

tained. One coat may be

adequate where new paint is
the same color as that already
on the pece

Inprove Tractor Efficiency To
Conserve Diesel Fuel
Increasing fuel prices call
for a closer look at better
tractor efficiency. For exam
ple. one gallon of diesel fuel
can provide up to 13 drawbar

horsepower for an hour, but
few tractors obtain this
amount

One big step to improve
tractor performance is to pro
perly match tractors to imple
ment loads during tullage
Many large rfractors have
more power than required for
mosi operations, so excess
diesel fuel is burned for the
extra unneeded power

If a 150 horsepower (hp)
tractor is doing only a 100 hp
job throttle it back.
