Copley said ten sandhill cranes have 
already arrived at the refuge, but more 
are expected any day. She hopes they

arrive during National Wildlife Ref­
uge Week.

The refuge's visitor center, 20 miles 
south of Muleshoe on State Highway 
214, is normally open from 8 a.m. to

4:30 p.m. on weekdays.
But refuge personnel are ce l­

ebrating the refuge week by keep­
ing the center open from 1 to 4:30 
p.m. Oct. 8 and 14.

Armyworms march 
through cotton fields

AUSTIN — The cotton 
crops in several agricultural 
regions of Texas have experi­
enced extensive and costly 
damage from a pest known as 
the "beat armyworm."

The losses vary, ranging 
from severe devastation in the 
Rio Grande Valley to some 
significant yield reductions in 
the San Angelo/Concho Val­
ley region to minor damage in 
the Corpus Christi and Winter 
Garden/Uvalde areas.

"Texas farmers stand to lose 
at least $209 million from what 
was otherwise projected as a 
bumper crop this year," state 
comptroller John Sharp said.

"These losses result from 
crop yields being reduced—or 
in many cases destroyed en­
tirely— as well as the additional 
expenses associated with pur­
chasing and applying chemi­
cals to fend off a pest that

never before has significantly 
affected the Texas cotton crop."

The army worm—normally 
a pest to Texas vegetable 
grower— this year invaded 
cotton patches.

In the Rio Grande Valley, 
Sharp estimated the losses at 
$143 million. In the Concho 
Valley area, the losses arc pro­
jected at $38 million.

Though their production 
will be less affected, cotton 
farmers in the Coastal Bend, 
W inter Garden and South 
Plains regions of Texas will 
have to spend nearly $30 mil­
lion for chemicals to protect 
their crops from the pest that 
virtually wiped out the cotton 
crop in the Rio Grande Valley
and Concho.

Sharp's report also noted that 
cotton farmers in northern 
Mexico did not experience the

Producers will not be re­
quired to pay any additional 
fee for extended grazing if ap­
proved for the original period. 
Acreage that has been hayed 
cannot now be grazed.

CRP participants who re­
quest grazing for the first time 
must meet all the provisions 
required for those who re­
quested grazing for the origi­
nal period, except that they 
must prepay eight percent of 
the CRP-1 annual per acre 
rental rate times the acres to be 
grazed.

Producers must certify acres 
grazed and the number of cattle 
that grazed on these acres by 
Dec. 15,1995.

•PresidentTheodore Roose­
velt established the first Na­
tional Wildlife Refuge in 1903 
at Pelican Island, Fla., to pro­
tect egrets and other nesting 
birds from market hunters.

• He established 50 more 
refuges during his presidency 
to protect species threatened 
with extinction, such as the 
buffalo.

• Most of the 500 refuges in 
the United States and its terri­
tories provide habitat for mi­
gratory birds, whose fall mi­
gration will be in full swing 
this month.

The Muleshoe refuge hosts 
one of the largest concentra­
tions of sandhill cranes in North 
America (during the six-month 
period the cranes are away from 
their Alaskan and Canadian 
breeding grounds).

But due to decreased water- 
fowl populations and lower 
lake levels, the refuge has 
evolved as a wintering area for 
a species known as "lesser san­
dhill cranes."

Muleshoe's refuge consists 
of 5,809 acres— including

short-grass rangeland, scat­
tered mesquite and three play a 
lakes.

When the lakes are full, 600 
acres of water are available for 
wildlife. Upper and Lower 
Pauls Lake, Goose Lake and 
White Lake often held water 
when the Ogalalla Aquifer was 
higher, refuge manager Don 
Clapp said.

But when the water table is 
low, there is no way for the 
water to purify itself—no out­
let. Because of caliche and de­
posits of lime and alkali in the 
soil, the dry lake beds and 
shores appear white.

The refuge manager says 
sandhill cranes seem to like the 
periodically dry condition of 
the Muleshoe refuge, with its 
shallow wet areas to stand in 
and its exposed lake shores that 
allow the cranes to watch for 
predators.

Migrating cranes begin to
arrive in early October, and 
numbers increase into the 
thousands.

• About 100,000 of the 
cranes winter at the Muleshoe

refuge in a normal year— with 
an all-time peak of 250,000 
counted in February, 1981.

Many spend the entire win­
ter in the area, roosting nightly 
on the shallow, saline lakes

and flying at sunrise to sur­
rounding agricultural land in 
search of waste grain, inverte­
brates, grass or wheat.

"Sometimes the lake is half- 
covered with them. They come 
from the Texas coast to spend 
the night. If the lake is dry, 
they go on," Clapp said.

• Early fall migrating wa­
terfowl such as shorebirds, 
blue-winged teal and early ar­
riving sandhill cranes are just 
some of the 281 species of 
wildlife that may be seen on 
the Muleshoe refuge.

• In addition to birds, many 
mammals common to the area 
are abundant at the refuge, in­
cluding the prairie dog, prairie 
rattlesnake, coyote, bobcat, 
badger, skunk, co ttontail, 
jackrabbit and porcupine.

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The annual meeting of the 
Muleshoe Heritage Foundation 
was held Sept. 25.

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Congressmen tell their side of Farm Bill policy battle
By U.S. Reps. B ill 

Emerson (R-M O), Larry 
Combest (R-TX), Richard 
Baker (R-LA), and Saxby 
Chambless (R-GA)

There has been much con­
fusion and false implications 
in the national media regard­
ing farm policy reform ema­
nating from the House Agri­
culture Committee.

In virtually every case, a 
quote from former President 
Harry Truman about the im­
petuous difficult nature of one 
of his Cabinet Secretaries 
comes to mind.

When asked why he found 
it difficult to deal with his own 
Secretary of Commerce, Henry 
Wallace, President Truman 
state, "He is a man so firmly in 
possession of the truth that the 
facts just don't matter very 
much."

We do need to consider the 
facts to get as close to reality as 
mortal effort permits.

As the four Republicans on

the Ag Committee who voted 
against the Freedom to Farm 
Act (introduced by Chairman 
Pat Roberts) and supported a 
substitute measure known as 
the Agricultural Competitive­
ness Act of 1995, we wanted to 
take this opportunity to set the 
record straight.

First and foremost, the Ag­
ricultural Competitiveness Act 
meets the budget guidelines of 
reducing the cost of federal 
farm programs by $13.4 bil­
lion over seven years.

Meeting our balanced bud­
get obligations was never a 
question—was not and is not. 
We, and most agriculturally- 
involved folks in rural areas, 
have always believed that the 
farm sector should do its share 
in this effort.

So, there is no dispute be­
tween Freedom to Farm and 
the Agricultural Competitive­
ness Act on meeting budget 
guidelines. Our reforms reduce 
payments to farmers, increase 
flexibility, and yes, meet the

budget.
What these reforms do not 

do is allow farmers to collect 
checks from Uncle Sam (i.e., 
the American taxpayer) when 
those same producers have re­
ceived good prices in the 
marketplace.

Many reports, editorials, 
and publications have implied 
that to not support the so-called 
Freedom to Farm proposal per­
petuates "welfare for farmers." 
Nothing, we repeat nothing, 
could be further from the truth.

For instance, under Free­
dom to Farm, a producer with 
a good harvest and excellent 
prices could still get a $50,000 
government check.

U nder the A gricultural 
Competitiveness Act, how­
ever, that same farmer would 
collect nothing -  zilch — from 
our Federal Treasury.

Under our proposal, the 
safety net would be there when 
prices and market conditions 
are distorted for a variety of 
reasons.

In fact, in 1995, the very 
crop year in which we are de­
bating this legislation, the mar­
ket for cotton, wheat, and com 
— all program crops— has been 
good, not great, but at a level 
that will preclude or reduce 
greatly payments to farmers 
under existing law.

U nder the A gricultural 
C om petitiveness A ct, the 
Congressional Budget Office 
estimates that no checks would 
be written, while under Free­
dom to Farm's provisions, 
w indfall checks of up to 
$50,000would be sent to farm­
ers who have already received 
a profit in the marketplace.

The H ouse A griculture 
Committee has the responsi­
bility to keep American agri­
culture competitive so that our 
farmers are not left at the mercy 
of foreign governm ents— 
particularly those that buy 
products from their farmers and 
proceed to dump these prod­
ucts on the markets below the

cost of production. principle.

out, the healthy leaves stayed 
green and the non-hcalthy 
leaves suffered photoinhi­
bition, causing them to degrade 
and senesce (decay) to vary­
ing degrees.

We were lucky because the 
fields that needed to mature 
bolls had the youngest, 
healthiest leaves and are now 
able to mature bolls further.

I am beginning to receive 
data on harvest-aid treatments 
across the high plains and their

effectiveness this year.

C ontinued from  page 1
same problems as their Texas 
counterparts.

"Crops north of the Rio 
Grande experienced uniform 
damage, while crops south of 
the River, as close as two miles 
to Texas crops in some areas, 
had excellent yields," Sharp 
said. "The Mexican crops sur­
vived the same heat and the 
weather conditions and in many 
cases, with less water."

The key difference, accord­
ing to officials of the State 
Department of Agriculture and

many Rio Grande Valley pro-* 
ducers, is that the Mexican 
growers did not initiate a com-; 
prehensive boll weevil eradi­
cation program and, therefore, 
did not kill the beneficial in­
sects that traditionally kept the 
beat armyworm in check.

"Beneficial insects are more 
important in combating beat 
armyworm than with other 
pests," said Dr. Jim Leser, an 
entomologist with the Texas 
A&M Agriculture Extension 
office in Lubbock.
