The Baird High School boys varsity
basketball team became District 8-AA
Champions Tuesday night by defeating
Hawley 00-00.

With Tuesday’'s win over Hawley, the
Bears' record increases to 22-5 while
their district record advances to 13-1.

As the first quarter got underway,
Baird came on strong, scoring 12 points.

When the second quarter began,
Rory Burks netted 2 points as did Wayne
Fox. Scott Norman slammed in 6 points,
bringing the score up to 23 points.

As the third quarter got underway,

after a half-time break, Baird’s team
was really playing to "win”. Ronnie
Casey netted another 6 points, while
Rory Burks, Sid Grant, Wayne Fox
and Scott Norman each added another
2 points. These scores brought Baird
up to 37 points.

The clock ticked off and the fourth
and final quarter began. Baird’s drive
had not weakened. Ronnie Casey drove
in for 4 more, while Rory Burks, Wayne
Fox, Scott Norman and Alan Tatum
each got 2 points.

The buzzer sounded and Baird was on
top 53 to 47. Baird had become Dist-
rict 8-AA Champions for the first time
since 1977-78.

With this win, the Bears advance to
bi-district, where they will next play
against Munday.

Three County Towns Record
Increase In Sales Tax Rebates

The city sales tax rebates for the
period ending February 7 has been
released by the state comptrollers office.
A record $106.4 million was returned
to 954 Texas cities who levy the one-
percent local tax.

DPS To Conduct Three Training Schools In 1982

The Texas Department
of Public Safety will con-
duct an additional re-
cruit training school next
year to help fill state troop-
er vacancies, according to
DPS Director Jim Adams.

"The department usually
schedules two of these
schools at the academy
in Austin each year,"
Adams said. "Three sch-
ools will be necessary in
1982 to bring the DPS
up to its authorized stre-
ngth.”

The DPS director said
the agency hopes to re-
cruit 268 new troopers
during 1982.

"We are intensifying our
statewide effort to attract
qualified men and women
who would like to serve
in one of the finest law
enforecment organizations
in the country,” Adams
said. "DPS troopers are
held in high esteem by
their counterparts in other
states.”

Adams pointed out that
the 67th State Legisla-

ture allocated the DPS a
total of 20 additional High-
way Patrol positions, 10
more License and Weight
troopers and 20 additional
narcotics investigators over
the next two years.

"We offer recruits the
finest training available
today,” Adams said. "Pre-
paring a person to con-
fidently face the many
law enforcement responsi-
bilities requires a lot of
effort, time, support and
money."

In addition to the basic
traffic safety responsibi-
lities, DPS troopers re-
gulary provide assistance
in criminal investigations
and disaster-emergency sit-
uations.

Trainees live and eat
in the academy during the
18-week course.

Recruits earn a start-
ing monthly salary of
$1,233. Upon graduation
the officers are paid $1,347
monthly plus allowances
for uniforms and equip-
ment.

WTU Explains New Rate Increase

A settlement agreement
allowing West Texas Ut-
ilittes Company to in-
crease its rates to retail
customers has been ap-
proved by the Texas Pu-
blic Utility Commission of
Texas.

The new rates, which
will average about 8.3%
above the old rates, were
placed in effect on Fri-
day, February 12. This
action is in accordance with

a stipulated agreement
with all intervenors, in-
cluding cities represented
by the Texas Municipal
League, WTU and the
PUC staff.

The increase is designed
to increase the Company'’s
annual retail revenues by
$11.8 million. A whole-
sale rate increase of $5.5
million, also settled by
agreement and expected to
be approved by the Federal

Energy Regulatory Com-
mission in Washington,

would bring WTU's total

annual revenue increase to
$17.3 million. The Com-
pany had applied for a total
increase of $32.2 million.
The effect on a res-
idential bill for 600 kilo-
watt-hours of electricity
per month would be slight-
ly over 10%. This would
include the fuel cost ad-
justment. For 600 kilo-

watts at a residence, the
bill would be $37.89 under

the new rates and $34.39
under the old rates. '
