Senator Jack Hightower Casts Vote 
With Senate Majority In Approval 
of 55 Million Teacher Pay Raise

AUSTIN—Senator Jack High­
tower cast his vote with the Sen­
ate majority last week in approv­
ing a $55 million teacher pay 
raise.

The proposed raise was incor­
porated in a 2 4 billion, one year 
spending bill to finance slate 
governmental machinery for lt*68 
The budget was sent to the House.

Although the Senate spending 
bill is $12 7 over appropriated in­
come from taxes and other re­
venue, Senate leaders were confi­
dent there would he a revised 
budget estimate which would al­
low certification of the bill.

PECAN PESTS

Perhaps the cool weather has 
delayed the development of the 
pecan nut caxebearir This pest
may be expected anytime with 
in the next few day*.

As soon as the pupa begin to

hatch the trees should be sprayed
A mixture of malathion and Se­

ven is recommended for the ca.ve- 
bearer contro’ . If rosette is a pro­
blem. i  nc sulfate may also be 
used in the mixture. Some pecan 
aphids are a problem on some 
trees Pecan trees dripping honey- 
dew is likely a symptom of aphids

DiSyton is cleared for ground

treatment for aphid control Di­
Syton used at about two pounds 
put in the ground in holes under 
the outer tips of the limbs will 
treat a large tree The roots will 
pick up and translocato to all 
parts of the tree Watering the 
tree after treatment aids in speed 
Ing up the conrol.
