The Origin of Veter-

ans Day

(Printed and distrib-
uted by the Veterans of
Foreign Wars and its
Ladies Auxiliary)

In 1921, an unknown
World War I American
soldier was buried in Ar-
lington National Ceme-
tery. This site, on a hill-
side overlooking the Po-
tomac River and the city
of Washington, became
the focal point of rever-
ence for America’s veter-
ans. .

Similar ceremonies oc-
curred earlier in England
and France, where an
unknown soldier was
buried in each nation’s

highest place of honor (in-

England, Westminister
Abbey;in France, the Arc
de Triomphe). These
memorial gestures all
took place on November
11, giving universal rec-
ognition to the celebrated
‘“ ending of World War I
fighting at 11 a.m., No-
vember 11,1918 (the 11th

hour of the 11th day of the
11th month). The day
became known as Arm]-
stice Day.”

Armistice Day ofﬁcmlly
received its name in
America in 1926 through
a Congressional resolu-
tion. It became a national
holiday 12 years later by
similar Congressional
action. If the idealistic
hope had been realized
that World WarI was “the
War to end all Wars,”
November 11 might still
be called Armistice Day.
But only a few years after
the holiday was pro-
claimed, war broke out in
Europe. Sixteen and one-
half million Americans
took part. Four hundred
seven thousand of them
died in service, more than
292,000 in battle.

Armistice Day
Changed To

Honor All Veterans
Realizing that peace
was equally preserved by
veterans of WW II and
Korea, Congress was re-
quested to make this day
an occasion to honor those
who have served America
in all wars. In 1954 Presi-
dent Eisenhower signed a
bill proclaiming Novem-

ber 11 as Veterans Day.
On Memorial Day 1958,
two more unidentified
American war dead were
brought from overseas
and interred in the plaza
beside the unknown sol-
dier of World War I. One

was killed in World War |

II, the other in the Ko-
rean War. In 1973, a law

passed providing inter-
ment of an unknown
American from the Viet-
nam War, but none was
found for several years.
In 1984, an unknown serv-

iceman from that conflict
was placed alongside the
others. To honor these
men, symbolic of all
Americans who gave their
lives in all wars, an Army
honor guard, The 3d U.S.
Infantry (The Old Guard),

keeps day and night vigil.

A law passed in 1968
changed the national
commemoration of Veter-
ans Day to the fourth
Monday in October. It
soon became apparent,
however, that November
11 was a date of historic
significance to many
Americans. Therefore, in
1978 Congress returned
the observance to its tra-
ditional date.

National Ceremo-
nies Held at Arlington

The focal point for offi-
cial, national ceremonies
for Veterans Day contin-
ues to be the memorial
amphitheater built
around the Tomb of the
Unknowns. At 11 a.m. on
-November 11, a combined
.color guard representing
all military services exe-
cutes “Present Arms” at
the tomb. The nation’s
tribute to its war dead is
symbolized by the laying
of a presidential wreath.
The bugler plays “taps.”
The rest of the ceremony
takes place in the amphi-
theater.

Every year the Presi-
dent of the United States
urges All Americans to
honor the commitment of
our Veterans through
appropriate public cere-
monies,

True or False: Women need to save more for their

The answer is "true." Even though the rules gov-
erning Social Security and private retirement bene+
fits are officially gender-neutral, generally women
statistically accrue lower benefits than men. Thus,
women generally need to havea larger pool of retire-

Who do women receive lower retirement bene-
fits? Social Security and many other pension benefits
are tied to a worker'searnings, and full-time working
women earn on average only 73% of their male
counterparts. In addition, women are more likely
both to work part-time and to leave the work force
entirely to raise children, further diminishing the
accrual of private pension and Social Security bene-
fits - the first two "legs" of a secure retirement.

Can women rely on their husbands' retirement
savings? Women who rely on their husbands for
economic security would appear to be in relatively
good shape financially. In the event a husband dies,
private pension plans are generally required to pro-
vide benefits for the surviving spouse, and the same
rule applies to Social Security. In the event of a
divorce, the court may award the wifea portionofthe
husband's pension benefit. Social Security benefits
also would be paid to a divorced wife, based on the
husband's earnings, if the marriage lasted at least ten
years. Butit's also a sad fact thatabout25% of elderly,
single women live in poverty, compared to 5% of
elderly women who are married. It appears that
divorce and the death of a husband do take a finan-

AUSTIN — Gov. George W.
Bush isn’t jumping at suggestions
to cut school property taxes by
replacing them with a new mix of
business and sales taxes, but he is
working on the problem.

Last week, Bush said he thinks
there's a way to reduce those taxes
by $1 billion over the next two
years. He proposed using state
budgetary savings and economic
growth to yield a billion dollars in
property tax relief.

“By holding the line on spending
and insisting on leaner and more
efficient government, we can raise
the state's share of funding our
schools while lowering taxes for
Texans,” Bush said.

“I view this as a down payment
toward what I hope will be
even more substantial property tax
relief during the mext legislative
session.”

School property taxes are ex-
pected to total about $20 billion
during the 1998-99 budget period.

Lt. Gov. Bob Bullock, who
presides over the Senate, said he
had given Bush a rough draft of his
own property tax plan, but released
no details.

On Aug. 31, the midway point
in its two-year budget, the state
government had a cash balance of
$1.4 billion above projections, the
Houston Chronicle reported.

But the cash balance “doesn’t
really count,” said Ross Ramsey,
a spokesman for state Comptroller
John Sharp. He said Sharp will pro-
pose at least $1 billion in savings
when he issues his performance au-
dit of state agencies later this year.

New social studies textbooks
were approved 12-3 by the State
Board of Education after a Hispanic
board member called critics of the
book racist.

The books, published by Har-
court Brace School Publishers,
were attacked by some who said
they dwelled too much on minori-
ties and non-Christian religions and
complained that the books por-
trayed whites and Europeans as
cruel.

Reacting to those who attacked
the books and not addressing her
remarks to any specific board
member, board member Mary
Helen Berlanga of Corpus Christi
said, “It is obvious from the
protests that racism is alive and
well. :

“When I read time after time that
protesters wanted more about great
Americans and less on minorities,
and I read time after time again
that there was an overemphasis
on minorities, I realized that the
protesters wanted that minorities be
excluded. In other words, we're
not considered Americans by the
protesters.”

Richard Watson of Gorman, who
voted not to approve the books,
asked that those who voted no not
be categorized as racist. Watson,
Donna Ballard of The Woodlands
and Randy Stevenson of Tyler,
who also voted no, focused their
criticism on factual errors in the
books
