Senate to Rewrite Revenue Bill—Lindberghs Still Hope

Despite Double-Crossing—April Market Crash
Cost Six Billion Dollars.

HE senate will rewrite the billion-

dollar tax bill passed by the house,
Chairman Reed Smoot of the senate
finance committee announced. After a
Jong delay in getting down to busl-
Dess on the budget balancing measure,
action at last appears in sight.

Many of the soak-the-rich provisions
of the tax bill may be eliminated In
the upper house's revision,

Smoot's announcement followed a
bitter partisan debate in the finance
committee,

For pearly two hours, Secretary of
the Treasury Mills and Senator Harrl-
son, Mississippl Democrat, sparred for
political advantage over the revenue
weasure,

Harrison sought to have Milis sub-
mit a tax program which could be
labeled an administration bill. Mills
declared that the treasury sticks to
its original recommendations presented
to the house ways and means com-
mittee, and rejected.

Millls promised to submit to the
committee two new proposals, minor
modifications in the treasury's first pro-
gram. These, he Indicated, would be
for lower taxes on home consumption
of gas and electricity, and for a tax
on wort and malit.

He also told Harrison he would
point out specific flaws In the house
tax bill and suggest corrections. This
action, he warned, could not be con-
sidered as offering a treasury pro-
gram, because the treasury s bitterly
opposed to the house bill

The general manufacturers’ sales
tax as carried in the bill reported by
the ways and means committee Is ac-
ceptable to the treasury, Mills re
terated. He suggested that the treas.
ury would like to have the committee
accept a 1% per eent manufacturers’
mle tax, estimated to yleld $350.
000,000,

Mills was optimistic over the federal
economy drive, saying a minimum ap-
propriations slash of $200.000000 1s
“definitely in sight” after conferences
between the President and the house
economy commiitee,

change, that stock and bond values
had depreciated at
least six billion dol
lars during the April
collapse In security
values.

Mr. Whitney's estimates were made
at the conclusion of the second day
of the committee’s attempt to pin re
sponsibllity for recent stock market
lesses upon the activities of Wall
street bears engaged In short selling
operations, At the conclusion of the
day's hearing the investigation was
adjourned until Monday, when Mr.
Whitney Is expected to place be
fore the committee a complete record
of the short sales during the last
week together with a list of the prom-
Inent bears whe have been on the
short side of the market,

Each of these
opinions is that of the court and not
merely of the judge who wrote it, ex-
cept where contrary views are expres-
sed. | have indicated disagreement
in 12 of the cases. The ratio of 12
to 457 suggests no more than a whole-
some independency of thought. In
244 of these cases our decision has
been accepted as final: in 5, pending
motions for rehearing, we have certi-
fied questions to the Supreme Court,
not yet answered; in 20, applications
for writ of error are still pending, and
in 23 the time to file applications has
not expired: in 165 cases, applications
have been acted upon by the Supreme
Court, resulting as follows: Dismissed
56; refused, 58; granted, 51. Of the
51 granted, 20 are still pending. Of
the other 31 cases decided by the Su-
preme Court, 20 cases (with modifi-
cation in 5) have been affirmed, and
11 cases rave been reversed. In other
words, 389 cases of the 457 cases have
up to now, been finally disposed of,
with the result that our decision has
stood up in over 95 per cent of them.
