First Aim Is to Cut Down Whole-Milk
Period—Results of Tests at North
Dakota Station.

In feeding the dairy calf, the aim is
to ceut down the period of whole-milk
feeding, At the North Dakota experi-
ment station, two lots of four calves
each were fed as follows: Whole milk |
first three weeks, both lots. From
then on lot A was fed one-half whoie '
milk and one-half skim milk till six
months old. Lot B, after three weeks
old, fed skim milk with fluxseed: just
