The State Drouth Relief Com­
mittee appointed by Govcnor 
Moody nr t at Wichita Falls last 
Friday, to discuss and formulate 
plans for drouth relit f in Texas.

Callahan County was represen­
ted at this meeting by County 
Agent, A. M. Cooper, County Judge 
Clyde White and T. E. Powell, 
Cashier of the First State Bark 
of Baird.

The plan which had been rec- 
coinniendod by the National Com­
mittee in Washington, was held to 
be unsatisfactory due to the fact 
that this called for the organiza­
tion of a Local Agricultural Fi­
nance Committee to act in Co-oper­
ation with the Intermediate Credit 
Bonks. This was unsatisfactory 
due to the fact that to obtain re­
lief under this plan collateral must 
be had which would take care of 
the loan in the event it was not 
paid and the local organization had 
to have a paid in capital stock be. 
fore it could borrow money.

The committee acted and recom­
mended that the U. S. Government 
appropiate $15,000 000 to be loaned 
to the farmers of West Texas on 
easy terms such as they could pro­
vide.

An executive committee was ap­
pointed to carry on the work of 
the committee.

Resolutions taking up and de­
scribing the conditions as existed 
and which took up the matter of 
financial relief, seed, feed State 
Tax remission, Red Cross work, 
reduced freight rates, loans on 
lands by government angencies, 
work and several other matters. 
“ Not Mendicants Rut

Highest Type”
These people are not mendicants’ 

hut are the hone and sinew o f the 
country. They ore of the highest 
type of citizenship. They are 
hardy resolute and determinod.

This is the picture of Texas 
drouth sufferers going forward to 
Herbert Hoover, President o f the 
United States in the form of a 
memorial for aid. adopted at Wich­
ita Falls yesterday by Govenor 
Moody’s drouth relief committee 
of 45. It is the preamble to the 
formal resolutions put forward by 
the committee headed by W. B. 
Lee. of Spur.

The preamble was written by 
Alex H. Britain, lawer of Wichita 
Falls. It presents this further pic­
ture:

"They survived two years of 
drouth without a murmer, hoping 
and expecting that the next year 
would be a fruitful one, and that 
thereby they might be relieved.
For two years the banks, loyal to 
the interests of their counties, have 
loaned these people to the limit 
and have carried them as far as 
such banks can do so.

“ In many instances they now 
have no collateral to put up to the 
banks. These people—  men wo­
men and children -are in need of 
immediate relief. They need food, 
clothing money and many of them 
medicines.

“ They should be aided to remain 
in their homes, and secure seeds 
for their farms and other neces­
sities to carry them through an­
other season. They need relief at 
this time in which to pay their tax- 
*8. They need loans to relieve 
them for their neceeeities and 
without collateral, or on such co­
lateral as they may have to give.

“ In this connection it is pointed 
out that in 1918 some of these 
counties were in a similar condi-; 
tion and aid was extended to them 
practically without any colateral, 
and to their credit be it said that 
practically every county repaid 
every dollar that was extended to 
them.

“ In other sections of the country! 
relief has been extended where 
drouth for only one year existed. 
In this section three years of 
drouth has ensued. No aid has 
betn requested until the three 
year* Qf drouth has sapped the!

TWO: That some means be pro-1 
vided for the extension of matured 
and manuring amortization pay­
ments on farm loans through gov­
ernment agencies.

THREE: We commend Judge W. 
R. Ely and the other members of 
the Texas highway commission for) 
their efforts in making possible the 
employment of local labor on the 
state and federal highways of Tex­
as.

FOUR: It is the sense of this 
body that the conditions in the 
drouth ereas of Texas warrent the 
same consideration in reduced 
freight rates as shown to the other 
sections of the United States. 
Therefore, we request that the full 
reduction of 50 per cent of the 
regular freight rates on feed into 
and live stock out of the drouth 
erca be granted. We farther re­
quest that the same rates apply on 
the live stock returned as applied 
on that shipped nut. We also rec- 
commond that the rates be made! 
to apply to all feed yards and o- 
ther destinations Where the move-, 
merit is necessary in order for the I 
live stock to be moved to feed. We 
further recommend that the em­
ergency rates be made to apply to 
fuel and other commodities neces-1 
sary to relieve the si tuati on ! 
brought about by the drouth. In ! 
order to assist the purchaser of j 
small quantities of feed, fuel and 
provisions, we recommend that the! 
reduced rates be extender! to in -; 
dud e approved dealers in these; 
commodities.

FIVE: That we request the gov­
ernor of Texas to wire the presi­
dent o f the Republic of Mexico, 
and the Secretario de la Relaciones 
Exteriores, Mexico, D. F., asking 
the continuance of the Mexican 
consulate Lauro Izzagulrre, lo­
cated at Sweetwater Texas, as this 
office is serving the Mexicans of 
84 West Texas counties, and it is | 
very essential to helping with the, 
drouth relief work with the Mex-| 
ican families in this crea.

SIX: That we request the Amer­
ican Red Cross to assume charge 
of distributing foods or money in 
thearea of the drouth, and that the 
director for the Southwestern divi­
sion be requested to mawe a per-1 
sona) investigation of the needs of I 
the affected area, ami to set aside 
such amounts of money to the in­
dividual comunity as he deems nec­
essary, such relief to be immediate 
to assist the peoples of this erea \ 
to such time as governmental aid1 
of a permanent nature can be se-j 
cured.

SEVEN: Whereas, In years gone 
by the Texas legislature has remit­
ted all or part 6f the State Taxes 
on certain counties in Texas, four­
teen in all, because of catastrophes 
of nature si^h as floods, or storms 
ami in some instances such tax re­
mission has been for a period of 
40 years, and in a majority of cases 
for 26 years. And whereas, the 
present drouth condition is fully as 
serious a catastrophe of nature as 
other catastrophes which have oc- 
tutred in the past on uccount of 
which tax remission has bc‘*n 
granted; now, therefore, be it re. 
solved, that the next legislature 
be requested to extend tax remis­
sion for at least one year, to 
counties or parts of counties where 
dfetrtss is greatest, in order that 
these particular counties may ben­

Dictator Leguia of F?ru Is 
Ousted by a Military 

vi. devolution.

jpLKYKX year- *u di tat.irshlp by 
• "  August.. &  Lagtila a ia anongfi 
for Peru, or at least for it* army, 
so be bus been ousted from the of­
fice of president, together with hi* 
entire government.

The revolutionary movement 
started In the province of Arequipa, 
where tbe troopa, led by Lieut. Col. 
Sanchez Cerro, arrested some of 
their officers and took control of 
Arequlpa, third city of the repub­
lic. Tbe revolt spread rapidly to 
other provinces and wa* easily suc­
cessful everywhere. Meanwhile 
there was surface tranquillity in 
Lima, the capital, and President 
Leguia attended the races as usual. 
But this didn’t last long. A military 
Junta got busy in Lima, the cabinet 
waa forced to resign, and a few 
koara later Leguia himself gave up 
his office and took refuge on the 
cruiser Almirunte Grau. The vessel 
•teamed away, the intention being 
to land the deposed dictator at 
some foreign port; but the Junta 
sent a wireless threat to have the 
officers court-martialed If they did 
aot return within 18 hour*, and they 
yielded. At this writing the fate of 
Leguia ia uncertain. It was under­
stood he w ould be put on trial'for 
hia “misdeeds,” this course being 
Insisted upou by the students of 
Lima and also by Cerro.

It is 
an actual fact that washed eggs 
come out of even a brief stay in 
cold storage as much as 50 per­
cent inferior to unwashed eggs. 
That puts the owner of soiled eggs 
between "the devil and the deep 
blue sea” to be sure, but there is 
really no excuse for having dirty 

J [eggs in any great numbers.
I | The solution is a simple one and 
> really much easier of accomplish- 

ment than the washing of eggs. 
First of all, nests should be placed 
in a dark place so that hens will 
only go to them when they wish 
to lay, and they should be protec­
ted from above so that -they can­
not be befouled by droppings. 
Two-inch mesh wire netting should 
be tacked onto the lower side of the 
roosts to keep the hens o ff the 
droppings board which will pre­
vent soiling of the eggs with their 
dirty feet. Eggs should be gath­
ered once or twice each day and 
all dirty or soiled eggs should be 
used at home.

ui thermore1, the nests should b« 
thoroughly
and all soiled straw or whatever is 
used replaced with new materal 
that is fresh and clean. If  these 
t implc precautions are observed 
and hens are kept confined during 
muddy weather there will be lit­
tle neciesity either for washing 
eggs or f°r  accepting a lower price 
for dirty ones.
