Americans to invest money in the
postwar years” Will it be a good
frontier for adventurous young
Americans to enter as industrial pi-
oneers?

Both these gquestions have the |

same answer. China offers oppor-
tunity only if investments will be
safe there after the war. Less than
ten years ago when I lived there no-
body, except in a few favored spots,
dared own a paying business. If
local warlords didn't confiscate such
enterprises, bandits would plunder
them. Chiang Kai-shek will remedy
this, I trust, if he can enjoy united
cooperation from his present allies
Business Not Safe

In order nake profitable busi-
ness safe in China, it will be neces-
sary to have a strong, representa-
tive government Government
must be able to crush the rule of
countless local warlords at home
and command the respect and
recognition of other first-rate world
powers. Investment of capital there
depends upon the creation of a set
of conditions that do not now exist

Developments that might take
place in China in 25 years of private
enterprise are staggering to think
about. China’'s population is three
times ours. China hus one billion
dollars invested in industry, we have
130 billion. America's capital invest
ment is $600 per person; China's is
