new capital to rush into new enter-
prises, and thus provide employ-
ment. There is another reason, per-
haps less important, but neverthe-
less affecting a good many hun-
dreds of millions of possible in-

vestment funds, which has not
been mentioned either inside the
New Deal or, publicly at least, by

the critical forces outside.

Billions of dollars of securities,
just as sound on the average as
those which are listed on the New
York or other stock exchanges, are
virtually *‘sterilized’” by the regu-
lations of the securities and ex-
change commission. They are in
virtually the same situation as the
| sterilized gold which the govern-
| ment has withdrawn from the finan-
| eial structure and buried in the Ken-
tucky strong-box.

In the case of the sterilized gold,
| the government cannot count it in
any of its credit calculations. Notes
may not be issued against it. It
cannot even be counted on as a re-
serve fund, in the banking sense. It
is still the government's property, of
| course, but it is like an asset of no
intrinsic value in the possession of
| an applicant for a bank loan. The
banker simply passes over that
without letting it enter into his
calculations.

In the case of these sterilized bil-
| lions, there are securities which are
| not listed on the stock exchanges.
| In the days before the SEC, if a
| customer walked into a broker's of-
! fice and wanted to buy, say, a
1

hundred shares of steel, the broker
was able to exercise a good deal of
discretion as to what the customer
must put up. The rule of the stock
| exchange, of course, was ten points,
though this was often disregarded.
That would be $1,000 on a hundred
shares, with the understanding that
if the stock went down the customer
would have to keep putting up mar-
gin in order to maintain this ten-
point protection for the broker.

Leeway for Broker
But this ten points,

need not be put up in cash! It
could be put up in securities. That
is where the broker had plenty of
leeway. Determination rested on
his judgment. Shares in a little
local manufacturing company, or
department store, or dairy, or what-
not, were ‘‘just as good'' as cash

But then came the SEC, not only |

with high margin rulings, but with
the additional ruling that only list-
ed stocks, that is stocks traded on
in the approved stock exchanges,
can be counted as margin.

Now most people agree that mar-
gin trading is just a form of gam-
| bling and should be discouraged.
That is why there has been no pub-
lic outery against this *‘steriliza-
tion" for stock account purposes, of
unlisted stocks.

But unfortunately for some little
enterprises which badly need capi-
| tal and whose problem is actually
worrying the SEC, the thing goes
further than that. A, B, and C have
a moth-ball factory in X. They have
prospered, and would like to build
a big addition, which would put sev-
eral hundred men to work for many
months, and then increase their reg-
ular force permanently.

It is a corporation, but, although
prosperous, nobody is anxious to
buy stock in it, so, especially as they
have not buMt up a reserve—and
this would be increasingly true un-
der the tax on undistributed earn-
ings—they simply cannot raise the
capital

Why do not the speculators who
know about their enterprise want to
invest with A, B. and C? Because
their funds at once become frozen.
They cannot use them as the base
for any new venture that may turn
up. And, of course, banks have
come to dislike unlisted stocks for
collateral loans.

' Premature Perkins

So confident is Secretary of Labor
Frances Perkins that her depart-
| ment will have the administration
of the wages and hours regulation
| law when it is enacted, that she has
had several talks with her own can-
didate for administrator.

In faet the conversations occurred
several days prior to the action of
| the house labor committee in re-
porting out the bill. Which is so
interesting in that the house com-
mittee action was rather a surprise
to most members of the house.

Want Some Bill

Nothing will do any bill any good
until there is a majority of the
house willing to vote for it, or, at
least, preferring to vote for it rath.
er than against it

Definite progress has been made
on what might be termed the main
issue of the wage-hour bill. There
is far more will to pass it than

was the case when it was pigeon- |

holed before. Quite a number of
members of the house, who private-
ly wanted the bill killed and would
have used any available excuse
to help kill it, now have changed
their attitude. They want some
bill passed.

So the extreme possibility today
is that some wages and hours reg-
ulation measure will become law
before the present session adjourns,

| always remembering that the bill

has passed the senate, so that it
will not have to be thrown open to
debate in the greatest deliberative
body in the world, providing it can
be gotten through before the pres-
ent congress expires next January.

One little factor that contributed
to the change in sentiment on the
main issue was the Alabama pri-
mary. Various complications hurt
Tom Heflin—his illness, his past per-
formances, including his bolt of the
Democratic party in 1928, etc. But
the fact that Lister Hill made wage-
hour regulation one of his para-
mount issues, and defeated Heflin
two to one for the United States sen-
ate was impressive to most South-
erners who had thought their sec
tion against such control.

Radio and Newspapers

President Roosevelt is determined
to accomplish the divorce of news-
papers and newspaper-owned radio
stations. This is no new thought on
the part of the White House,
but there are indications that there

will be a new move in the near fu- |

ture. More than a year ago bills
were introduced in the house and
senate aimed at accomplishing this
The one in the senate was spon-
sored by Senator Burton K. Wheeler
of Montana

Soon thereafter, however, the
President made his proposal to
enlarge the Supreme court. Sena-

tor Wheeler almost immediately be- |

came the spearhead of the opposi-
tion, and lost interest in doing

things just because the President |

wanted them done.
tor Wheeler found himself for the
first time in his political life, in a
fight where most of the big newspa-
pers of the country—the so-called
capitalistic press—were on his
side.

So the Montana firebrand under-
went a slight change of heart about

the wickedness of the big newspa- !
In the nature of things, the |

pers.
radio stations had to divide their
time, and it seemed to many op-
ponents of the President that actual-
ly more time on the air was given
to those on the President's side than
the situation warranted.

The net result of that Supreme
court fight was to convince a good
many other members of the house
and senate that perhaps it would
be a good idea for at least some of
the radio stations to have more in-
dependence than a station not
owned by a newspaper, and there-
fore, entirely under the thumb, so to
speak, of a commission appointed
by the President. No one was excit-
ed enough about this phase-—so mi-
nor in comparison to the greater
issue—of the court fight. But the
impression was made and still per-
sists. It tied in rather neatly with
the thought so often expressed by
Senatu: Wheeler in the court bill de-
bate—that it was not just a ques-
tion of giving Mr. Roosevelt this
power he was asking for—that some
President of a reactionary stamp
might some day sit in the White
House, and the liberals of the coun-
try would be shocked at his use of
this added power.

Federal Control

Moreover, this came right on the
heels of a lot of ugly whispers
about the federal control of radio,
a situation which resulted in the
President taking Frank R. McNinch
off the federal power commission
and putting him in the federal com-
munications commission to clean
up.

There were various little epi-
sodes, like the hiring of adminis-
tration friends by radio stations
wanting certain privileges, which
have resulted in many of the legisé
lators on Capitol Hill doubting
whether the radio will continue to
be so much purer than the daily
newspapers as the President thinks.

Nor did it help much when Hugo
L. Black, on his return from Eu-
rope after the Ku Klux Klan expose,
announced that he would give his
explanation over the air, where it
would not be distorted! Senators
were still a little miffed at having
been caught off base on that situa-

tion.

Gardeners

Soils Flowers Prefer
ARDENERS will have better
success with their flowers if

care is taken to plant them in the
most suitable soils available, for
certain flowers have rather pe-
culiar soil preferences.

Even though you may have beds
of good, rich soil, there are some
flowers that will not do as well in
it as they might in poorer soil,
according to Gilbert Bentley,
flower expert.

The most satisfactory flowers
for soil that is generally poor are
nasturtium, love-lies-bleeding, Jo-
seph's coat, celosia, alyssum, Cal-
ifornia poppy, calendula, love-in-
a-mist and hollyhock.

Zinnia, petunia, portulaca, snap-
dragon, stock, heliotrope, mari-
gold and salvia do best in a rich
soil.

Soil that is heavy and contains
clay is good for sweet peas, pan-
sies, snapdragons, and most of
the popular perennials. In gen-
eral, a heavy soil retains more
moisture and is cooler than a light
soil. Plants that like a heavy soil
also like cool, moist weather.

“The Harbor Horror™

ELLO EVERYBODY:

Frank V. Hann of Hackensack, N. J., is with us to-,
day, to tell us the story of the shortest sea voyage he ever
made. It's a yarn that proves that all sea-going thrillers
don’t happen out on the ocean where the waves run high
and the wind screams through the rigging. For this par-
ticular trip ended in adventure—and terrible tragedy—
before the ship was out of the harbor.

It was at Halifax, on October 28, 1929, that the cruise started. Frank
was first mate of the steamer “Larking,” which was due to sail that
night. It was a dark, cloudy day, and the loading gang was working
at a fast pace to finish while it was still light.

There were only a few cases left to come aboard, when word came
from the company agent that the two carloads of iron pipe had to be
loaded. The holds were full, and the only available space for that pipe
was on the open deck, but orders were orders and the pipe had to come
aboard.

The pipe arrived and the gang started loading it on the after
deck. That pipe was to give Frank Hann the most terrible mo-
menis of his life.

It Was a Bad Night for Navigation.

The ship finally got under way, but darkness shut down just as
they cleared the dock. A drizzling rain had started to fall, and visibility
was poor. Traffic in the channel seemed to be unusually heavy that
night, and navigation on those dark, murky waters was dangerous. Whis-
tles of tugs and harbor craft were blowing on all sides. Lights were
hard to distinguish through the rain. But the “Larking' got along all
right until it was almost clear of the harbor limits.

Then, suddenly, the officer on watch spied a small light directly
ahead. He called Captain Williams' attention to it and the captain, after
studying it for several seconds, made out a dark mass on the water, de-
cided it was a tow boat. He gave an order to alter the ship's course

tlightly to port. The ship's whistles were blown to signal the tug. The
captain figured—and rightly—~that he would clear the tug by thus
altering his course, but a minute later—too late—the men on the bridge
saw a number of mud scows being towed along behind the tug, and the
ships headed straight for them!

The captain ordered, “full speed astern,” but that helped
mighty little. Before the momentum of the ship could be checked
they struck the hawser between the first and second scows.
The second scow swung around against the side of the ship, and
there was an ominous grinding, and a ripping of steel plates.

Big Hole Below the Water Line.

“For a moment,” Frank says, ‘‘'we were all stunned. Captain Wil.
liams shouted to me: ‘Get below, Mr. Hann, and see how badly we've
been hit and how much water we're taking.' I dashed down the ladder
and came back to report a big hole in the side below the water line, with
the water coming in like Niagara. Even as I was speaking the ship be-
gan to list. Captain Williams seized the tube and called down to the
engineer, ‘Have the men draw the fires and all report on deck at once!" "

Nothing in the world would save that ship. The boats were lowered
and the crew clambered in. Frank and the 9¢plain were just about to
get in themselves, when the captain remembered his papers and went
back to get them. The ship's after deck was almost level with the
water by that time. Her bow was already under. Anq then a terrible
thing happehed.

“The captain had just come out of the pilot house,” says
Frank, “and clambered down the ladder to the deck, when sud-
denly the ship gave a sickening lurch, and Williams was thrown
against the deck house. And then, as in a nightmare, I saw the
iron pipe which had been stowed on the after deck shift with the
movement of the ship.

Captain Williams’ Terrible Plight.

*1 saw Williams pinned to the deck house up to his knees by tons of
fron pipe. His legs must have been broken instantly, for his eyes al-
most started out of their sockets. His cries rent the air as the chief
engineer and I started toward him. The bow of the ship was under wa-
ter, and moments were precious now. In desperation, we tried to move
some of the heavy pieces of iron, but our efforts were pathetic.

““The sweat was pouring off our faces, and our lungs almost burst
under the strain, Our task was hopeless, and to make matters worse, the
water was already creeping up to our shoes. We knew we could never
move that pipe in time, so we abandoned this effort and made a hysterical
attempt to drag Williams—who weighed two hundred pounds—clear of
the pipe that was crushing his legs. We took hold of his arms and tried
to pull him loose by sheer force.”

Then followed a scene that Frank will never forget. Tears
were streaming down Captain Williams’ face, and his cries were
terrible to hear. “My God,” he moaned, “why did you have to
do this to me?” And then he began shricking over and over
again, “Get me loose—get me loose! 1 don’t want to die!™
Says Frank: “I had never witnessed such terror in my life. Me

was half out of his mind by this time. Suddenly he clutched each of us
by an arm, with all the fearful strength of a man bereft of his senses.
We were standing higher than he was, but his grip was terrific. I knew
he was doomed, and if we could not break away we were doomed with
him. Already the water had passed our knees and was working up to
our waistlines. Still we tried, with ebbing strength, to break away from
him. But it was no use.”

The water was up to their chests now. The ship would go under any
moment. The water began covering the Captain’s face. Still he hung
on. It seemed an interminable time before his grip relaxed. Then Frank
and the engineer, their strength almost gone, turned and swam to the
waiting lifeboat.

So, in the calm waters of the harbor a captain went down with his
ship and Frank Hann finished the shortest voyage he ever made.

Weight Tables
of Future

© Bell Syndicate.—WNU Service,
IN GIVING a health talk

some years ago to a group
of insurance officials I was
asked by a general manager
for my opinion of the weight
charts. He stated that over-
weight applicants were either
rejected or a lien put on their
insurance which was a pen-
alty for being overweight.
Naturally the overweight ap-
plicant—never sick a day in
his life—objected to this treat-
ment, but the insurance sta-
tistics showed that over-
weights didn't live as long as
those of normal weight and
the cost of insurance depend-
ed upon the risk taken.

While admitting all this I told the
| group that all overweights were not
alike any more than
were those of nor-
mal weight. There
was the build to be
considered because
an overweight with
a long body and
short legs would
weigh fifteen to
twenty pounds more
than one with a
short body and long-
er legs. And, gen-
erally speaking, he
| Dr.Barton . .14 be stronger
| Yecause he would have a longer small
| intestine to absorb food. Also,
many overweights, having come
from overweight families, carried
their overweight well, were active
on their feet, and alert mentally.
Their heart and bloodvessels were
as strong and elastic as those of
normal weight.

Thus, to my mind, every over-
weight should be treated on his or
her merits notwithstanding that
overweights as a class were admit-
tedly poorer life and health risks
than were those of normal weight.

Research to Bring Change.

However, there is likely to be &
change in the weight tables as re-
search workers investigate over-
weights not as a class but as types
or individuals. Thus Dr. Thomas
Cowling in Oral Health says:

“Up to the present, heavy persons
have suffered what appears to have
been an unfair penalty when apply-
ing for life insurance. No matter
how successfully the applicant may
have passed the various medical
tests he was doomed to disappoint-
ment when his weight was recorded.
In many instances no account was
taken of the influence of heredity in
the matter of weight., Even though
there was no evidence of flabbiness;
even though the apparent weight
was greatly below the actual weight
(due to firmness of muscles and
hardness of tissue)—the examiner,
exercising his ‘rights’ of office,
classified all heavy applicants as
unsatisfactory. There is evidence
that such hard and fast rules are
to be no more.”

In a recent issue of the Lancet,
a Minneapolis medical publication,
it is pointed out that a person's
ideal weight is governed by the in-
dividual body build, the skeletal
(bone) structure—not by the *‘cor-
rect weight chart” on the scale
placed on a street corner. These
correct weight charts *‘fail to con-
sider individual variations in weight
within a normal range or variations
which may be due to body strue-
ture.”” A child may be consid-
ered underweight according to the
“‘average’ standard and yet be per-
fectly healthy and appear thin sim-
ply because the child has inherite
ed a slender skeleton.

Gall Bladder.

It is now known that most of the
pain in the stomach and small
intestine from gas pressure is really
due to sluggishness of the liver and
gall bladder.

Pain from gas pressure in the
large intestine or colon is very oftea
due to eating too much starch food
or failing to chew the starch food
thoroughly before allowing it to go
down to the stomach. Thus it has
been found that the starch granules
often remain unbroken during the
digestion in the stomach and small
intestine and are not broken up un-
til they reach the large intestine,
when the organisms present there
break up the starch granule and al-
low the gas to escape.

However, when there is consider-
able gas coming up from the stom-
ach after eating, slight pain in the
region of the liver and gall bladder,
little traces of jaundice in the skin
from time to time, it is cunsidered
evidence of a sluggish liver ana
gall bladder or the presence of gall ,
stones. The dye and X-ray test will
usually show the presence of gall
stones and inflammation of the gall
bladder.

Odd Fish Wear No Glasses, but They Are
Equipped With Bifocal Seeing Ability

The Shedd aquarium, Chicago,
has no fish that wear glasses. But
recently it did the next best thing.
It got a shipment of fish with four
eyes and bifocal seeing ability.

““These fish are only six inches
long,”" said Director W. H. Chute,
“but they are of unusual interest
because of their remarkable eyes.
Each eye is divided horizontally in-
to two sections. The upper section,
projecting above the fish's head like
the eyes of a frog, is adapted for
vision in the air.”

This makes it almost impossible
for the fish to get a fit in hats, but
is handy for seeing birds of prey.

Then there is another set of eyes,
the lower ones. They are quite dif-
ferent in appearance, and are short
sighted for vision in the water, or
looking at other fish.

What it's like to have four eyes,
no one pretends to know, but Mr.
Chute ventures a guess. ‘‘The ef-

fect,”” he says, "probably is like a
pair of bifocal glasses, except that
the fish uses both near and distant
vision at the same time."

There is one drawback: The
‘“four-eyed fish,” as these speci-
mens are called, swims exactly on
the water line, with one pair of eyes
looking up and one pair peering
down. The result is that the fish
gets his upper eyes dry, and this,
said Mr. Chute, “interferes with
clear vision."” There is only one
way out, and the fish thought of that
years ago. He ducks himself.

Even scientists think it is pretty
strange, these four-view fish who
look at the sky and the water all at
once. But in their new tanks at the
Shedd aquarium the fish can feast
their four eyes on the name science
has given them. The card reads
“anableps anableps,” and it does
two things. It distinguishes them at
once from other anableps.
