Price Protection
For Peanut Growers

Peanut growers were urged to
find out about the income pro-
tection the Government price
support program can offer be-
fore they sell their crop.

According to Tommlie Harris,
chariman, Callahan Cb. Agri-
cultural Stabllization and Con-
servation Committee, the aver-
age support price for 1959 crop
Spanish peanuts has been an-
nounced at not less than $189.83
per ton. The support is avallable
to eligible growers through
three methods - farm storage
loans, purchase agreements and
loans through grower assocla-
tion. Eligible growers are those
whose farm acreage of peanuts
harvested for nuts does not ex-
ceed the farm allotment.

* Eligible growers who wish to
store the peanuts on their farms
may obtain a farm. storage loan
or enter Into a purchase agree-
ment at the County ASC office.
Under a farm storage loan, the
grower recelves the support
price (less a service charge) for
his crop, which is stored in ap-
proved facllities and he may
elther repay the loan before ma-
turity’ date and then sell the

amount of eligible peanuts, at
the support price toward the
end of the season,

~ A loan through a grower as-
soclation may be obtained by an

peanuts to an Approved ware-
house. There the peanuts will'be
welghed and graded, and ' the
loan  value determined. The
grower should compare the loan
value with the amount offered
by the buyer and then decide
whether to use the loan or sell
his crop. The assoclation may
later redeem and' sell the pea-
nuts, and any profits above cost
will be divided among the grow-
ers of the peanuts,

Mr. Harris points out that let-
ters are being sent to all pea-
nut growers whose names ap-
pear on ASC office malling list,
informing them of the price
support protection availabe on
their crop. If a buyer or ware-
houseman does not furnish loan
information and assistance as
requested, growers are asked to
?lrlng the matter to the ASC of-

ce.

Along the same line of safety
we might consider swimming
and boating safety. Each year
over 1100 rural residents are
drowned, and a large majority
of these drownings could be pre-
vented by observing a few sim-
ple safety rules. Edwin Cooper,
Extension Wildlife Speclalist,
lists these ten rules for water
safety:

1. Always find out how many
passengers a boat can safely
carry, and never exceed this
number,

2. Always carry an extra pad-
dle in the boat, in case one Is
broken or lost.

3. Before leaving shore, be cer-
tain you ask an informed person
about hazards In the lake or
stream, such as location of swift
water, whirlpools or hidden ob-
structions,

4. Always wear shoes and
clothing that can be removed
easily in case the boat sinks or
capsizes.

5. Have a life preserver for
each person In the boat, parti-
cularly non-swimmers.

8. When using a motor, make
sure it is the proper size and
horespower for your particular

7. Be as cautious when steerinig
2 boat as you would when steer-
ing a car, and learn and observe
the rules of water such as speed
limits, ylelding right of way,
and forbidden zones.

8. Don't stand in a boat unless
necessary and then be careful of
your balance.

9. Always wear clothing that
will protect you from sunburn,
since sunlight is Intensified by
reflection off the water.
