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Frankly, we are disappointed.

Discouraged and disillusioned, too.

Excited; and, maybe, running a little
scared!

We speak, not only for ourself, but
for members of the Munday Historical
Committee. Our concern is Munday's
history books.

As we were trying to determine the
number of books to be printed, our
publisher said: ‘“The first batch will
move quickly. After that they will slow
down some."’

This proved to be true. Our problem
was that not enough of the first batch
moved before they began to slow down.
Now, we find that we have more history
books on hand than we need to have.

And not enough money to get us out
of a financial bind!

In our contract with James McCrain,

we paid the publishing expense in three

installments: The first installment was
when the contract was signed; the

- second came when the final proof was
submitted for reading; and the final in-
stallment was when all of the books were
delivered.

This necessitated three trips to the
local bank by a member of our commit-
tee.

There is a sizeable balance remaining
on this loan--and the interest is eating us
up!

What we need is more people to pur-
chase history books. More local people,

that is, for it seems that a lot of them,
fully intend to buy a book, or books, but

just haven’t done so.

Then there are more people from
other climes who still have roots in
Munday and who have yet to experience
the enjoyment of sitting down and
perusing the pages of ‘‘My Home
Town'’.

When the books were first introduced
last March, Mr. McCrain was interviewed
on television. We remember well one of
the things he said: ‘‘The story ‘Mem-
ories of Munday' written by Margaret
Cousins is well worth the price of this
history book!"’

Then, there's the picture of the first
passenger train to arrive in Munday. It
pulled up to the station at 6 p.m. on the
6th day of the 6th month in the 6th year
of the new century. Uncle George
Reeves, who was celebrating his 66th
birthday, mounted the locomotive cab
and pulled the whistle cord, giving six
toots on the whistle.

Harvey Lee’s story of how he and
others of his ilk built the running gears
of a buggy into a sail-vehicle and took it
on its maiden voyage when a stiff nor-
ther was blowing. They soon found that
the vehicle had more sail power than
brake power, so they came noisily
through town and across Main Street,
causing much confusion before being
able to stop the contraption,

The law officer's comment was, *‘Get
that danged thing out of town!"’

Walter Cousins’ poem, **Old Times in
Munday”’, is also in the book. We prin-
ted it several times in The Munday
Times. C. L. Mays would suggest it be
printed, then forget it, and ask for it
again. Three times, we think, this hap-
pened.

“‘Life and Customs in Early Munday"’
is another gem well worth the price of
“My Home Town''.

These, and others, plus many early-
day pictures of the town and its
pioneers, of businesses and schools, of
progress of the town, all climaxed by
some 200 family histories, make the
history book priceless.

The book is one that should grace the
libraries of every home in the area.

In view of the fact that other history
books are now selling for twice the
amount, we think our committee
*“goofed’’ by setting the price too low!

Still we need to move more books!

We'd like to make trips to the bank,
now, to phy back the borrowed money!
Won't you help us?

if you've had the notion in the past of
buying a copy of ‘*‘My Home Town',

now's the time to follow through and

help the committees out of a very tight
oind!

This meant
that the Knox County jail now meets all
conditions for approval of the Texas
Commission.

During the presentation, which oc-
curred at 2 p.m. Monday, Mr. Slater
made the following statement:

“‘On behalf of the Commission on Jail
Standards, the Knox County officers--
Judge Homer T. Melton and the county
commissioners, Sheriff James Redwine
and his staff are to be commended on
this splendid accomplishment.

““This is not due to any one person,
but to all working together. The tax-
payers should be proud to have elected
officers who have been able to achieve

this result at minimum costs.
““‘Having achieved compliance with

the Texas minimum jail standards, and
with continued operation at this level,
you can be assured frivolous complaints
and lawsuits will not be looked upon
favorable by the federal courts.

““Your compliance with the laws of
the State of Texas serves to protect you,
as these rules and statutes have been
tested and upheld on numerous oc-
casions by the federal courts.

““My personal congratulations to
these officials. It has been a pleasure to
have worked with them."'

Signed: Joe Slater.

Mr. Slater stated that his first inspec-
tion of the county jail was in 1977, when
a total of some 42 items were found in
non-compliance. Some of these were
minimum, but for others it meant quite
a bit of work and expense, extending
over a period of almost four years.

It was some two years ago that county
officials decided to locate the sheriff’s
office in the jail building. This was the
final project to be completed.

But it's all done now. Even the final
swath of the paint brush has been made,
and all are excited over a project well
done.

“If dogs
are suspected of having been
in contact with a rabid
animal,”’ he said, “they
should be either eliminated
or confined for a period of
six months.
six months.”’

He told of the method of
developing the rabies vyac-
cine, and gave other infor-
mation regarding the (reat-
ment for rabies. He said the
greater the animal
population in an area, the
more likelihood that rabies
might be found.

No cases of the disease
have been reported to him in
a number of years, Stewart
said.

Another prominent psych;-
atrist interrupted to disagree,
He said he believed the fig,,re
was ninety-five but one pyn-
dred percent!

That may seem outrageous
to us, but with some thoyght
we might see their pojnt.
These men suggested that the
primary reason for problems
in inter-personal relation-
ships was the inferiority
feelings of the individuals in-
volved.

Criticism and guilt cayse
us to have these feelings, The
question is not, “Will we
have them?’’ It is instead,
“How will we handle them?”’
The world’s way of handling
criticism and guilt is to blame
others. When one s
criticised, he responds by
criticising or  blaming
someone else. The root
problem is a failure to accept
one's self. When a person
does not love or accept him-
self he is always expecting
others to not love or accept
him. He cannot accept
disagreement or criticism and
responds by lashing out at
others. He must continually
be praised and assured of his
worth or else he is insecure
and hard to get along with.
These inferiority complexes
cause us to spare nothing
(not family, health, etc)) to
become an  achiever,
believing the next success will
prove our worth and bring
security; to fantasize about
ourselves and escape reality
even if it takes alcohol or
drugs to do it; or, finally, to
become psychotic where we
can no longer distinguish
between reality and fantasy.

This enables us to see
others in a different light.
They are no longer threats to
us and competitors. They
become people whom we can
accept and love as God does
us.
