which they  had not part. It 
wu.s to study  that world and un­
consciously prepare them selves 
to  en ter into if tha t led to  the 
organization of the first wo­
m an 's club.

ConsiHiuently "The Home" 
was the  last th ing they ever 
thought of studying. H adn 't 
they all lx*en taugh t for six 
thou.sand years that they did 
not neeil to  study, or know any 
th ing  to  m ake a home, and 
a fam ily? re r tn in ly  they 
And th e  world at large wouldn’t 
know it yet if those piotu'er wo­
men th in k ers  had not broken 
out of th e ir homes and found it 
out.
