After the successful completion
of forming a non-profit
organization, the Rolling Plains
Industrial Foundation has shifted
gears to prepare for its upcoming
influence in the State’s capitol.
Being one of the first of its kind,
the Rolling Plains Industrial
Foundation represents a five
county effort to market the region
which includes Jones, Fisher,
Stonewall, Knox and Haskell
counties. By forming, the
Foundation is able to represent the
Rolling Plains region in a unified
structure which strengthens its
ability to market, locate and
manage business prospects too
large for an individual community.

The Foundation is scheduled to
have a day designated as the
Rolling Plains Industrial
