BASEBALL: a hard, rawhide-covered ball 
Ha! What do YOU know? You think I'm merely 

a rawhide-covered ball? You think 1 don't have 
FEELINGS? You think I'm merely your play-toy? 
You think I'm a dead object waiting for YOU to 
use me as you want? You poor dear. So clueless. 

The fact is: I'm not dead at all. The fact is, I'm 
quite alive, and when your bat meets up with me in 
exactly the right way, I can go for the ride of my 
life. 

"So,"you ask, "What's so interesting about being 
a baseball?" Well, put down your bat, snuggle me 
up in your glove, spit out your chew and listen up. 
I've got some surprising news for you. 

For starters, it's every baseball's dream to become 
a homerun baseball. The feeling of sailing over 
that wall is absolutely exhilarating. Unfortunately, 
only a few of us have ever achieved that ultimate 
feeling of satisfaction. 

Oh yeah, many of my baseball friends have be-
come base hits, grounders, and high-flying foul 
balls. Others of us have been popped up, bunted, 
or sliced into the backstop. But it would totally 
surprise you if you only knew how many of us are 
missed completely, only to slam ourselves into the 
catcher's mitt. (Have you ever smelled a catcher's 
mitt? It ain't pretty.) 

While it's true that some pitchers handle us bet-
ter than others by making our movements appear 
deceptive, I have concluded that it's really mostly 
up to the batter as to our ultimate disposition. Dur-
ing my brief existence as a mature, intelligent base-
ball, I have concluded that there are basically three 
types of batters. (Although they ALL think that 
they are going to knock the stuffing out of us, rarely 
are we rendered nude.) 

Anyway, back to, my story—three types of bat-
ters. .1,  The first type batter is the 
PROCRASATINATOR. I love to take advantage 

AUSTIN — The final bell for the 78th Leg-
islature will ring when it concludes business 
on June 2, but Texas lawmakers won't have 
to wait two years before they get a chance to 
vote on another bill. 

It may not be until late this year, or early in 
2004, but lawmakers will be back in Austin 
for a special session to ponder school financ-
ing. 

"Following the completion of this session," 
Gov. Rick Perry said in a statement last week, 
"Lt. Gov. (David) Dewhurst, Speaker (Tom) 
Craddick, and I will turn our undivided atten-
tion to the issue of school-finance reform." 

Perry said that as soon as "leadership has 
built consensus on a plan of action, I will call 
a special session...to immediately enact that 
plan." 

The first step in that direction came with 
the speaker naming a 2 I -member House com-
mittee to come up with a financing plan for 
consideration in the special session. Four ex-
officio members of the committee were to be 
selected by Perry. 

Better known as the Robin Hood plan, 
Texas' school financing system is more com-
plicated than second year algebra, a complex 
mixture of state and local taxes. 

Apportionment of that money is based on 
the wealth (or, in many cases, lack of wealth) 
of a particular school district. 

The more well-to-do districts, many of 
which have been forced to cut their budgets 
while kicking in funding for the less well-off 
districts, don't like the current system. 

The only thing that could head off a special 
session would be action this session. That's 
possible, but at this point not very likely. 

The last special session was more than a de-
cade ago in December 1992. The topic?  

of this guy! From the second I leave the pitcher's 
hand, I can begin to read the indecision in this 
batter's eyes.

He strikes out at the world, either 
because he has no self-confidence or because he 
really isn't prepared for the game of life. He fails 
to study, practice, listen or learn. I can spot him 
right away, and it's fun to watch him desperately 
fan the air. 

The third type of batter is the one that brings ex-
citement to the game of baseball--and to the game 
of life. On my way from the pitcher's mound to 
the plate, I can immediately see the steady, deter-
mined look in his eyes. 
, He has set his goals, practiced hard, and focused 

on the results. He employs "self-visualization" and 
can already see himself as a success. I love this 
kind of person. He's fun to play with, work with, 
and learn from. I call him the FOCUSED batter. 

Here comes his bat now. O0000h! It feels so 
good! I've just become my life's dream--a homerun 
baseball.

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School finance. 

Red-light runners get green light... 

The House last week killed a bill that would 
have given cities the authority to photograph 
red-light runners and fine the registered own-
ers of the vehicles. 

House Bill 901, co-authored by Rep. Phil 
King, R-Weatherford, co-author of House Bill 
901, said the defeated measure would have 
had an impact on the 23,000 injuries and 
deaths red-light runners cause each year in 
Texas. 

The bill would have allowed cities to im-
pose a $75 fine for each violator. The money 
collected would have gone to fund hospital 
trauma centers and the Texas Mobility Fund. 

Arguments against the bill ranged from it 
fostering invasion of privacy to violating due 
process to raising revenue in the name of 
safety. 

What did the bill in was an amendment by 
Rep. Gary Elkins, R-Houston, that would have 
made the bill apply only to communities with 
fewer than 50 residents.

This Mother's Day, Give a 
Gift That Lasts 

It's almost Mother's Day. This year, instead of giving Mom flowers 
or candy - or at least in addition to the flowers or candy - why not 
give a gift that can last? Specifically, why not help your mother - or 
your grandmother - improve her financial picture? 

Of course, you could always just give a gift of cash, but there are 
many other ways to help out. You could, for example, give stocks. It 
isn't much more difficult than giving cash, but you do have to keep a 
few things in mind. Make sure you know what you originally paid 
for the stock (its "tax basis"), how long you've held it and its fair 
market value at the date of the gift. You'll also need to determine if 
you have to pay gift taxes. (You can give up to $11,000 per year, free 
of gift taxes, to as many people as you want.) Your mother will need 
this information to determine gains or losses when she decides to sell 
the stock you've given her. 

Both you and your mother can gain valuable tax advantages from 
your gift of stock. When you gave your mother the stock, you also 
gave her your "holding period" - the amount of time you've held the 
stock. So, even if she only owns the stock for a day or so before 
selling it, she'll just have to pay the-long-term capital gains tax rate, 
which may be considerably lower than her current income tax rate. 
And by giving your mother the shares of stock, you will also benefit 
- because you'll avoid the capital gains taxes you'd have to pay if 
you sold the stock yourself. However, before taking any action, con-
sult with your tax adviser to discuss these issues. 

As an alternative to giving your mother shares of stock outright, 
you might also consider contributing to her IRA. She can put in up to 
$3,000 per year to a Traditional or Roth IRA - and, if she's 50 or over, 
she can add an extra $500 in "catch-up" contributions. 

If your mother is elderly and has health issues, she may be dealing 
with the high cost of prescription drugs. If so, consider taking over 
some of her pharmacy bills. You can make it easy for her by setting 
up a credit account, in your name, at her local pharmacy. 

Here's another health-care-related issue you might want to think 
about: long-term care. Your mother may never need to enter a nurs-
ing home, but it's still a possibility for which you'll want to be pre-
pared - especially when you consider that the average cost of a year's 
stay at a nursing home is now around $50,000. And in some cities, it 
can cost almost twice that amount. 

To help protect your mother's financial independence, you may want 
to encourage her to transfer the risk of paying for exorbitant long-
term care COStt8 ,t0 an insurance company. By purchasing a long-term 
care policy for your mother, you can cover nursing home stays, home 
health care and other costly services. If you're pondering this move, 
though, don't wait too long, because premiums increase with age. 

By pursuing any of these ideas, you can provide your mother with 
a Mother's Day gift that can last long after the flowers have wilted 
and the candy is eaten. And if you don't want your father to get jeal-
ous, you could use all these suggestions to give combined Mother's 
and Father's Day presents.

Court to order at the Courthouse 
in Benjamin, Texas. Also present 
were commissioners Weldon 
Skiles, Jerry Parker, Jimmy 
Urbanczyk, and Johnny 
Birkenfeld, Sheriff Dean 
Homstad, Treasurer Penny 
Goodwin, Tax Assessor-Collector 
Stanton Brown, Constable Buddy 
Curd, Aging Center Director Su-
san Cockerell, and Clerk Ronnie 
Verhalan. Also present was Mary 
Rosas, representing the auditing 
firm of Stovall, Grandey & 
Whatley. 

. • The Court considered the fol-
lowing matters as posted and tiled 
for Record in the office of the 
County Clerk on March 27, 2003 
at 3:30 P.M. 

Representing Stovall. Grandey 
& Whatley, Mary Rosas pre-
sented to the Court the - audit re-
port for fiscal year 2002. She said, 
from the outset, that everything 
was stated correctly in our 
records. The main problem the 
auditing firm found was that there 
were excessive expenditures over 
revenues and therefore a general 
decrease in the County's fund bal-
ance of $92,606. Revenue in-
creased over the previous fiscal 
year, but so did expenses. The 
largest variance was in employee 
insurance'. During the hour-and-

. a-half presentation; - there was 
much give and-  take; questions 
and answers. Under "advisory 
comments", Mrs. Rosas brought 
up three issues involving the 
Clerks' office and one involving 
the Sheriff's office. No action was 
taken at this time. 

Members of the Court consid- 

ered an inter-local cooperative 
contract between Knox County 
and the Texas Department of Pub-
lic Safety whereby the County 
would put certain information 
into a data-base, and if a person 
owed fines, the offender would 
not be allowed to review his 'or 
her drivers license until the out-
standing tines were paid. Com-
missioner Birkenfeld so moved, 
Commissioner Parker seconded, 
and all approved. 

The Court considered approv-
ing an internet auction arrange-
ment to sell slurped County 
equipment. Judge Clonts empha-
siZed that that would be only one 
option, that the County would not 
be giving the virtual auctioneers 
exclusive rights to sell the equip-
ment; a bid could be rejected, and 
the County could still sell locally. 
Commissioner Urbanczyk moved 
to pursue the option, ComMis-
sioner Skiles provided a second, 
and the motion was unanimously 
adopted. 

Director of Aging Services Su-
san Cockerell gave a report on her 
agency, including a report of an 
executive meeting on March 20, 
2003. (C.C. Minutes, 3-31-2003, 
#1) She reported that the STEP 
Program, because of these peril-
ous economic times and the con-
sequent attempts to retrench eco-
nomically. is in imminent danger 
of losing its state funding, thus 
being eliminated or greatly re-
duced and endangering the jobs 
of many older people and of the 
programs they serve. (C.C. Min-
utes, 3-31-2003, #2) Ms. 
Cockerell answered many ques-
tions from the commissioners and 
told of her thoughts on how to 
save money within the program. 
Judge Clonts asked her to meet 
regularly with the Court (on 
Regular Court days) to keep the 
Court apprised of the situation; 
she affirmed that she would. In-
formation only. 

Judge Clonts gave the Court an 
update of his investigations into 
obtaining for the Courthouse DSL 
high-speed internet access that 

would allow the elimination of 
seven dedicated phone lines. 
Other possibilities include a wire-
less system with an antenna on 
each computer to connect with a 
satellite; some security concerns 
are inherent in this system. Infor-
mation only. 

The judge also gave an update 
on the Texas Domestic Prepared-
ness Assessment that should, in 
his estimation, be finished by the 
April 11 deadline. Representa-
tives from Benjamin, Goree, 
Knox City, Munday, and Knox 
County have met several times 
lately after 5;00 P.M. to discuss 
the matter. The group has en-
gaged Rob Harrison to coordinate 
the data imput, and his fees will 
be split equally among the par-
ticipants. Information only. 

Among the items briefly dis-
cussed were: ( I ) Sheriff Homstad 
said that the County may be re-
tained again to patrol the Truscott 
Brine Lake. (2) Regular meetings 
of the Commissioners' Court will 
normally meet from now on oat 
1:30 P.M. instead of at 9:30 A.M., 
as has lately been the practice. (3) 
The Court may consider the pos-
sibility of consolidating 9-1-1 ser-
vices for Knox and several sur-
rounding counties. These items 
were for information only. 

There being no further business 
to come before the Court at this 
time, upon motion by Commis-
sioner Parker, seconded by Com-
missioner Skiles, and carried 
unanimously, the meeting of the 
Court was adjourned.

And so hath Col. Jack W. Williams "slipped the surly bonds of 
earth" and gone to meet the Pilot face to face. He will be remem-
bered fondly as one who had;'The Right Stuff." 

Born in the small rural Texas town of Munday, on 1/19/1917, Jack 
was two months premature. He weighed only slightly over two pounds 
and was not expected to live. His parents, Posey and Roxy Williams 
made a shoe box his crib. From this inauspicious beginning he per-
severed. He became an all-state guard on his Munday High School 
football team and a Golden Glove boxer at Texas A&M where he 
earned a Bachelor of Science degree in Electrical Engineering in 1941;  

Jack received his wings in the Army Air Corps in 1942. While 
stationed at Wright-Paterson Field in Dayton, Ohio in 1942, he test 
piloted 118 different aircraft (including the XC-69, XA-32, XA-38, 
XC-74, XC-96, the German Focke-Wulfe 190, the Japanese Zero, 
and the British Lancaster). He received the Air Medal for his work as 
a test pilot. Temporarily leaving military service in 1946, Jack test 
piloted for Howard Hughes Aircraft Co. (the XF-11) and Republic 
Aviation Corp. (the XF-I2).
