AUSTIN — Maybe the members of the Leg-
islature don't like hanging around Austin as 
much as its Chamber of Commerce might think. 

The Senate last week passed a school tax re-
form plan, a step toward not having to come 
back to the Capital City for a special session 
and to do away with the current Robin Hood 
school finance system. 

The bill, in a nut shell, lowers property taxes 
and raises sales taxes. The Senate passed it 30-
0 on May 6 after four hours of debate. 

Of course, the House — and then Gov. Rick 
Perry — has to go along with all this, or it's 
likely going to be back to school in Austin for 
a special session later this year or early next 
year. And even if the governor signs the law, 
voters have to approve a constitutional amend-
ment that would authorize all the taxing 
changes set forth in the bill. 

"I believe the members of the House, just like 
all the homeowners and business owners around 
the state, don't want to wait two years to see 
their local property taxes reduced 50 percent," 
Lt. Gov. David Dewhurst said. 

Specifically, the Senate bill's constitutional 
amendment would raise the state sales tax by I 
percent and expand its scope to most services 
except dental and medical. In turn, the maxi-
mum school property tax rate would be reduced 
50 percent. 

Other provisions would raise the motor ve-
hicle sales tax from 6.25 to 8.75 percent and 
create a property tax cap of 75 cents per $ 100 
valuation (though local voters could phase in 
an additional 10 cent rate.)

dential election next year: Base Realignment 
and Closure. Those words will have huge sig-
nificance to Texas, which has 18 military in-
stallations. Some of those bases are considered 
vulnerable to attack — of the base closure kind. 

To shore up the state's economic defenses, 
Sen. Eliot Shapleigh, D-EI Paso, has pushed 
through a bill in his chamber that would give 
Texans the opportunity to vote for a $250 mil-
lion bond issue to improve the value of the 
state's military bases. 

"By increasing military value and decreasing 
[federal] operating costs, we make Texas bases 
valuable and more likely to receive more mis-
sions," the senator said. 

If Shapleigh's bill makes it through the House 
and is signed by the governor, the constitutional 
amendment it proposes would go on the ballot 
for a Sept. 13 election. 

The bill would allow local governments to 
borrow money for projects such as improved 
rail lines to Fort Hood or a desalination plant 
to serve Fort Bliss' water needs. 

House gains a Democrat... 

Look's like it's still possible for a Democrat 
to get elected in Texas. at least in South Texas. 

Jtlan M. Escobar of Kingsville won a runoff 
election for House District 43 last week to re-
place the late Irma Rangel, a Democrat who 
died earlier  this year of cancer. 

Escobar tallied 62 percent of the vote and his 
Republican opponent, James R. Marz, received 
37 percent. 

Nine candidates vied for the seat in the ini-
tial election  on April IS. 

Escobar is a retired U.S. Border Patrol su-
pervisor who has been on the Kingsville Inde-
pendent School District board for 13 years. 

The dreaded sound was unmistakable. I drove out of the Dairy queen 
parking lot only minutes earlier. My route was the same as always. Nothing 
apparent had happened, hut when I stopped under the carport cover at the 
church building I heard the hiss of air escaping from my right front tire. I 
know, you must be thinking "SO WHAT!", everyone gets a flat occasionally. 
This, however, was a real whistler and it made me think of an idea for this 
article. 

As soon as I was able to identify the source of the sound,I headed for the 
repair bay at Munday Tire and Appliance. I just made it. Closing time for the 
shop was only minutes away and the tire went completely flat just as I pulled 
into the bay. 

Probably all of you have had a similar experience. I have survived every-
thing from slow leaks to sudden blow-outs. tires are just like that. Once I 
bought a set of four tires that must have been faulty from the beginning. After 
numerous flats and tire changes, I took them in for replacement and the shop 
manager showed me just how weak they were as he poked a ball point pen 
through the sidewall. 

Have you ever felt like a flat tire, emotionally. Some events strike us sud-
denly. The energy and spirit just bursts out of us like a blow-out. These 
feelings come as a result of catastrophic events; accidents, injuries, deaths of 
loved ones, or significant losses of some type. We are taken by surprise. Life 
seems to be proceeding in the normal way when suddenly, out of the blue we 
hear the news that strikes us like the explosive experience of a blow-out. The 
feeling of loss and hopelessness is debilitating, but we learn that while pain-
ful. these events are often survivable. 

Other times the loss of spirit and energy is less dramatic. Just like a tire 
with a slow leak, we may not even notice the loss until the cumulative effect 
is obvious. Doctors call this experience stress. To be more exact it is called 
distress. Little things add up to big results. This is like having a tire which 
loses just a few molecules of air a day. You do not even notice until it be-
comes soft enough to affect your steering or until it sits long enough in one 
place to actually go completely flat. 

Sometimes we lose our spirit and energy like a tire with a nail or some such 
object that causes a leak sporadically. Usually it appears to be just a slow 
leak, but on occasion will lose all the air in a short time. These experiences 
can be especially difficult to deal with. The unpredictability of events is hard 
to handle. For us , as human beings, these experiences are much like every-
day life. We have good days. bad days, and some in between. 

It seems to me, that God understands this aspect of our nature and built in a 
self correcting need. Even before Jesus came, God scheduled a day of rest 
and worship for his people. Called, the Sabbath, the day reminded them of 
God's day of rest at the end of the Creation process. When Jesus came the day 
was changed from the last one of the week to the first one of the week. No 
longer the sabbath, God's day became a day of worship and adoration to the 
Lord of our lives, the first day of our week. Are you feeling a little "low" or 
"soft" this week? Why not rush to the "filling station" and be replenished. 
You might even need to have a few holes patched. Come to church and 
breathe the breath of life.

Get Familiar With Basics 
of Estate Planning 

If you still have many years to go until retirement, you may not consider 
drawing up an estate plan to be a high priority. And yet, as long as you have a 
family and financial assets, you do need to think about estate planning - no 
matter what age you are. 

Of course, you may be aware that the Tax Relief Act of 2001 repealed estate 
taxes for the year 2010, while reducing them gradually before then. Doesn't 
that mean you don't have to worry about burdening your heirs with estate 
taxes? 

It's not quite that clear. Current law repeals the estate tax only in the year 
2010 and there is uncertainty over what will happen in the following years. 
Laws affecting estate taxes could easily change many times over the next 
several years. Also, comprehensive estate planning covers more than just taxes. 
You still need to determine who gets what. You still want to reduce costly and 
expensive delays in distributing your estate. And you still need to make ar-
rangements to have someone act in your best interests if you become inca-
pacitated. 

To address these and other issues, start familiarizing yourself with these 
basic elements of estate planning: 

• Proper titling of assets - It's important that all your assets - your house, 
property, bank accounts, retirement plans, stocks, bonds, etc. - be properly 
titled, in terms of legal ownership. You may want these assf•sts listed in your 
indiviudal name, in joint tenancy, or in the name of your living trust. 

• Beneficiary designations - You need to make sure that your beneficiary 
designations are always updated and consistent with your overall estate plan. 
For example, if you name a spouse as a beneficiary on your life insurance, and 
you later divorce and remarry, you'll need to change the beneficiary on your 
policy. 

• Will - A will spells out how you want your assets distributed. If you don't 
have a will, your assets may be distributed according to state law. If that hap-
pens, your heirs may not get what you had intended for them to receive. A will 
is also the document in which you can name a guardian for small children. 

• Living trust - For many people, a simple will, by itself, may not be suffi-
cient. For one thing, if you only have a will, your assets may still have to go 
through the time-consuming and potentially expensive process of probate. A 
well-designed living trust, though, can bypass probate and give you more 
control over how and when your assets will be distributed. 

• Durable power of attorney - When you set up a durable power of attorney, 
you name someone to act for you if you become mentally or physically un-
able to make financial and legal decisions on your behalf. 

• Health care directive - By drawing up a health care directive, you autho-
rize, in advance, the kinds of health care you would or would not want if, for 
whatever reason, you cannot communicate for yourself. In your health care 
directive, you can name someone to make health care decisions for you, leave 
written instructionsto help others in making those decisions or even do both. 

We've just looked at the "bare bones" of all these estate-planning elements. 
To get a fuller understanding of these issues, and to draw up a comprehensive 
estate plan, consult a legal advisor who is experienced in these matters. And 
once you've got an estate plan, revisit it periodically to make sure your ar-
rangements reflect the changes in your life that will invariably come your 

way.

"One TB skin test prior to move-
ment is required for feeder cattle 
moving from designated areas with 
a low prevalence of TB within 
Sonora, Aguascalientes, Chihuahua, 
Coahuila, Colima, Jalisco, Sinaloa, 
Tamaulipas, Veracruz, Baja Califor-
nia Norte, Campeche and Yucatan. 
However, a skin test does not al-
ways ensure the animals are dis-
ease-free," said Dr. Baca. "Cattle 
exposed to the disease may be in-
cubating infection and not test posi-
tive for TB. In other instances, ani-
mals may be exposed after being 
tested." 

The incidence of cattle TB is 
greater in the following states, and 
feeder cattle must come from a herd 
that was tested within the previous 
12 months: Durango, Nuevo Leon 
and some portions of Jalisco. Fur-
thermore, the feeder animals mov-
ing from these states must be tested 
individually prior to movement, he 
explained. Feeder cattle from all 
other Mexican states or portions of 
states may move to the U.S. only 
for immediate slaughter. The ani-
mals must have a negative TB test 
prior to crossing the border. 

"Regulations in force, and those 
that are being delayed by the TAHC, 
are not meant to limit trade with 
Mexico," said Dr. Lenarduzzi. "Our 
first priority and obligation, how-
ever, is to protect the health of na-
tive livestock, so Texas ranchers can 
maintain their ability to move ani-
mals nationally and internationally 
without undue restrictions. With 
more than 14 million head of cattle, 
Texas is our nation's top cattle pro-
ducer, and billions of dollars are at 
stake, if we are unable to move live-
stock because of disease problems." 

minded ranchers that all other states, 
except Michigan, are cattle TB-free 
and still may elect to impose restric-
tions on Texas cattle commingled 
with high-risk Mexican-origin 
feeder cattle. (Recently, California 
detected three TB-infected cattle 
herds, and New Mexico has had 
two. USDA action to downgrade 
these states is underway.) 

"This spring, Mexican-origin 
feeder cattle were to have been re-
stricted to approved feedlots, pas-
tures or pens, quarantined feedlots, 
or designated pens within feedlots, 
away from Texas cattle. Also, the 
animals would have been moved 
from one site to another only under 
a TAHC- or USDA-issued permit," 
said Dr. Dan Baca, TAHC's cattle 
TB epidemiologist. 

"Mexican-origin roping or rodeo 
cattle were to have been tested for 
cattle TB under USDA authority at 
the port of entry, then moved under 
permit to a ranch. The animal 
would have been under movement 
restriction for 60 to 120 days, until 
undergoing another negative skin 
test for cattle TB," said Dr. Baca. 
"Mexican-origin breeding cattle 
were not included in these new 
regulations, because very few are 
imported, and these animals enter 
under strict USDA TB testing and 
quarantine rules already in place." 
He explained that previously exist-
ing TAHC regulations will remain 
effective for Mexican-origin rodeo 
and roping cattle. These animals 
must have a negative TB test within 
12 months prior to being used and 
are required to undergo an annual 
retest thereafter. 

Dr. Baca noted that a dozen Mexi-
can states may export feeder cattle 
to the U.S. with relative ease. 
Feeder cattle from a portion of 
Sonora may enter without a TB test, * * * 

New Texas livestock health regu-
lations for Mexican-origin feeder, 
rodeo and roping cattle have fallen 
victim to the state's financial crunch 
and will not be enforced until at least 
August I, after agency budgets are 
finalized. The rules were aimed at 
protecting Texas cattle herds from 
cattle tuberculosis (TB ), a contagious 
disease that can cause infected ani-
mals to develop internal lesions in 
their lungs, in lymph nodes or in in-
ternal organs, making them unusable 
at slaughter. 

"The Texas legislature is grappling 
with a severe budget shortfall and are 
contemplating deep cuts in agency 
budgets. Funding cuts will nega-
tively impact our current programs, 
as well as hamper our ability to take 
on any new regulatory duties. The 
TAHC's 209-member staff already 
are 'spread thin.' addressing regula-
tory health issues for all species of 
livestock and poultry across the state. 
Our commissioners have decided to 
delay the enforcement of these new 
regulations regarding Mexican-ori-
gin cattle, because they would re-
quire additional considerable time 
and staffing," said Dr. James 
Lenarduzzi, acting executive direc-
tor for the Texas Animal Health 
Commission (TAHC), the state's 
regulatory agency for livestock and 
poultry health. 

"Texas ranchers, as a rule, import 
an average of nearly 700,000 Mexi-
can feeder cattle yearly for grazing, 
feedlot finishing or for rodeo and 
roping use," said Dr. Lenarduzzi. 
"Although Mexico has made strides 
in eradicating cattle tuberculosis 
(TB), I67 TB-infected Mexican-ori-
gin feeder cattle were detected at 
Texas slaughter plants during the 
past five years. Until we can effec-
tively enforce new regulations for 
these animals, we hope ranchers will 
voluntarily segregate high-risk 
Mexican-origin feeder cattle 
and roping steers from Texas herds." 

"Texas lost its USDA designation 
as cattle TB-free in June 2002, after 
we detected and depopulated two in-
fected herds in 2001-2002," ex-
plained Dr. Lenarduzzi. "To help us 
regain free status within the next 
couple of years--and then maintain 
it--the 12 TAHC commissioners ex-
plored every disease prevention and 
surveillance measure possible topro-
tect Texas cattle herds." He re-

It will grow in the clay soils anywhere in Texas. A smaller tree with 
super spring color is 'Oklahoma" variety of redbud. It too grows in clay 
soils.

QUESTION: I would like to know if I can transplant an established 
crape myrtle? - D. N.

This is not the time to transplant crape myrtles or any other woody 
plant. The best time to transplant existing woody plants is during the 
dormant season. The dormant season occurs after a hard killing freeze 
through the beginning of new spring growth. Calendar wise the best 
time is Dec. through early Feb.
