Washington.—More persons were
untled by divorce and fewer tied hy
marringe In the United States last
year than In 1023,

The rate of divorees was nearly one
for every ten marringes, The Depart-
ment of Commerce, which compiles
fizures every year on the comparative
popularity of the two Institutions, an.
nounced that the total number of
marringes last year was 1,178,200,
a falllng off of some 3.7 per cent from
the 1023 total of 1,223.024.

Divorces registered a grand total of
170,847, an Incrense of 35 per cent
from the 1928 figures of 165,008,

Texas led the states In the number
of divorces granted Iast year with a
total of 15375, which compared with
71,806 marriages; Hlinols had the sec-

ond largest number of divorces, 13.
A58, ngainst 81018 marriages. Ohio's
divorces came third, 11,946, against

50246 marriages

In California diverces numbered 11«
