SPLENDID TYPE OF JERSEY COW FOR DAIRY.

: (Prepared by the ITnlted States Depart-
ment of Agriculture.)

Silage Is a splendid winter feed par-
ticularly adapted for dairy cows. Ju
many sections silage has route to be
the dairy farm's main reliance for
cows, for it is the best and cheupest
substitute for fresh grass. While the
real food and nutritive value of silage
Is not great, about three-fourths of Its
total weight being wuter, it Is succu-
lent and pulatuhle. It contains a large
amount of carbohydrates In proportion
to the protein and will give best re-
sults when fed with some other feed
richer in dry matter and In protein.
As a feed containing a large amount of
water in the form of natural plunt
| Juices, it Is easily digested und serves
the useful purpose of kee]Ang the

! whole system of the anlmul in good
condition. A slluge-fed animal is rure-
i Iv troubled with digestive disturbances,
| the coat is noticeably sleek und soft,
! and the skin is pliable. No rough feed
i is more pulatahle than good corn silage,
which is of greut iinisirtance In feed-
ing dairy cattle us It Induces a lurge
consumption and stimulates the secre-
tion of digestive Juices.
Feeding Leguminous Hay.

Leguminous hay such as clover, cow
peas or alfalfa should he fed In combi-
nation with silage. These will tend to
correct the deficiencies of the silage In
dry matter, protein and ntinerul con-
stituents. A ration of silage and, say,
alfalfa hay ulone Is satisfactory, how-
ever, only for cows which are dry or
giving only a small amouut of milk and
for heifers und bulls. Cows In full
tullk require some concentrated feed
In adilitiou to hay and slluge, ns they
cannot consume enough of these feeds
to keep up u large flow of milk and
maintain body weight.

Amount to Feed.

The amount of silage to feed a tow
will depend upon the cnpaclty of the
animal to consume feed. She should
he fed u* much as she will clean up
without waste when consuming It
with her hay and grain, liaise or low-
er the amount until the proper quan-
tity is ascertained. Generally speaking,
a good cow should he fed Just short of
the limit of her appetite. If she re-
fuses any of her feed It should he re-
duced at once. The smull breeds will
«ut 25 or 30 pounds per day; the lurge
breeds 40 or more; and the medium-
sized ones amounts varying between.

Rations.

Ironclad directions for feeding cows
cunuot he given. In general, however,
they should he supplied with ull the
roughage they will clean up with grain
In proportion to butterfnt produced.
The hay will ordinarily ruuge between
5 anil 12 pounds per cow per day when
f«-d in connection with silage. Vor Hol-
stelus 1 pound of eonrenirutes for each
4 pounds of milk produced will prove
atmut right. For Jerseys 1 pound for
each 3 istuhds of milk or less will come
nearer meeting the requirements. The
grain for other breeds will vary be-
tween these two according to the qual-
ity of milk produced. A good rule Is
to feed seven times us much grain us
there is butterfat produced.

In case the huy used Is not of thl*
kind some of the com chop ntny he re-
placed hy linseed or cottonseed meal.
In many Instances brewers' dried
groin* or crushed onts inny be profita-
bly substituted for the bran, and often-
tinrrev griffon products can be used to
advantage in plnce of hrnn or oil meals.

Time to Feed.

The time to feed silage Is directly
after milking or at least several honrs
before milking. If fed, Immediately be-

fore milking the silage odors may pass
through the cow's body Into the uillk.
Resides, the milk may receive some
tnints directly from the stuhle air. Oil
the other huud. If feeding la done sub-
sequent to milking, the volatile silage
odors will have been thrown ofT before
the next milking hour. Silage Ik usual-
ly fed twice a duy.

Many objections have been made to
the feeding of slluge. some condenser-
les even refusing to let their putrous
use It. These objections are becoming
less common, since milk from cows fed
silage in n proper manner Is In no wuy
Impaired; furthermore there Is noth-
ing about silage thut will Impair the
health of the animals.

Feeding Frozen Silage.

Frozen slluge must lie thawed before
feeding. If It Is then given Immedi-
ately to the cows before decomposi-
tion sets in no harm will result from
feeding this kind of allage; neither Is
the nutritive vulue known to be
changed in any way.

USEFUL WHEELED PIG CHUTE

Handy Loading Device Can Be Put
Together by Aid of Pair of
Old Mower Wheels.

Get a couple of old mower wheels
or other strong wheels that will stand
up under the load of the weight of a
few hundred pounds of live hogs. On

these wheels build a hog chute, such as
is shown here, and you will always
have a handy loading device und one
that can be pulled around over the
place wherever It Is needed. This Is
better than building a permanent load-
ing chute uear the hog lots, as the
permanent chufc- may he some distance
from the pens where the hogs are to
be loaded. If so, the wheeled chute
can he pulled over and set In place and
the wagons backed Into pluce to r*
celvc the load.

FEED FOWLS SPROUTED OATS

Enables Farmer to Reduce Grain R*
tion About One-Third— Influences
Laying of Hens.

Giving the hens once a day all the
sprouted onts they want to eat, which
Is nbout a square Inch of sprouts, grata
and roots, enubles one to reduce the
gruln ration about one-third and there-
by effecting a saving In high-priced
gruln. Out sprouts can be produced nt
about 20 to 25 cents per bushel, while
the price of wheat Is about $2.20 per
bushel. It is also reinarkuble how
sprouted oats Influence the laying of
the hens. A change In this respect can
he noticed within a few days aftiv
sprouted onts have been fed.

INDICATES GOOD LAYING HEN

Large Bright Red Comb la Character-
istic of Best Producers— Notice
the Black Minorcas.

One of the characteristics of a good
laying hen Is a large comb. Tito old-
timers used to suy, “the bigger the
comb, the better the layer," und there
Is a greut deal of trutii In It. Notice
the !hrgc comb of the black Minorca,
one of our very best layers, and the
layer of the largest egg of any breed.
Notice the large (tombs of the Leghorns,
the best of egg-layers. Put it down as
an axiom of truth that a hen with a
large comb, and a bright red comb, I*
a good layer.

CULL OUT UNDESIRABLE COWS

Increased Cost of Production Points
Out Advisability of Weeding
Out All Boarders.

With the Increased cost of produc-
tion thl* seems to I*e the time to weed
out the hoarder cows In the herd. Tha
meat value of the dntry animal now is
closer to the dairy value tliun evh*
liefore. and consequently It Is possible
to weed out the poor eows and re-
place them with profitable producers
with less casn outlay than ever be-
fore.

The true enjoyment of life is secure-
ly auchon-d to the existence of a group
of sentiments which are
around eiery event In life. One of the
finest—one of the most powerful—of
these groups Is that which U para-
mount .u the cstahlishmeut of u home.
A home which is uot built upou the
fi.undatlou of such u group of senti-
ments Is no home at all. It is unfor-
tunate that very often the establish-
ment of u home luvolves the consid-
eration of conditions other than those
of comfort In wholesome surroundings.
The man of the house must be near
to his work or the cost of luud Is pro-
hibitive where the surroundings are
best. These things must, of course,
he given precedence In some cuses.

No matter what enter's Into the se-
lection of the pluce of building, too
much care cannot be exercised lu plan-
ning the home for comfort. Fine sen-
timents ure not ordinarily associated
with uncotuforluhle surroundings. The
money which Is spent purely for the
puristse of increasing the comfort of
the home Is sure to bring returns which
are inestimable In terms of cash. Let
the wife have a free hand lu making
suggestions pertaining to the orrange-

ment and detail* of the Interior and
exterior of the house. Encourage her

0 “go the limit” In snying what she
thinks “would be nloe.” Put more
features down on the list than you
could possibly crowd Into a house and
when there is nothing left to be de-
sired, take plenty of time In eliminat-
ing what is unnecessary and bring the
dream down to the plane of reality.
The result will be fur better thun If
everyone concerned hesitates to men-
tion their pet desire “because It would
cost too much."

The structural features of the
house should he worked out on the
basis that It la easy to build too large,
hut It is hard to build too well. The
small house Is more easily mude com-
fortable thun the lurge house. Money
saved by reducing the size of the
house, when wisely invested in using

little better type of construction
or In providing a few additional fea-
tures of comfort for the Interior, will
give the owner vastly more satisfac-
tion thun the pride of owning a "big
house."

As an lllustration of what can be
done to make the house comfortable
the design shown In the accompany-
ing p#*rti>ectlve view und the plan has
been selected. The size of this house
Is 40 feet by 34 feet 6 inches. The
exterior is designed to present a home-
like appearance, a little of the old-
fashioned idea of "home" being clever-
ly worked Into the design In the shut-
tered windows nnd the sharply out-
lined guides. The main body of the
house is rigidly rectungulnr, with the
long dimension across the front A
central projection provides the living
room extension und the front porch Is
built ns an extension of this part of
the house. The house Is a one-story
structure, but the type of roof which
lias been selected for the design makes
It jHissllile to obtain u large and well
lighted attic. A modern Idea which
Is finding qolte rapid acceptance Is to
finish such au attic as this with whll
hoard partitions nnd celling*, thl*
scheme providing additional rooms ut
very moderate expense. The lumber
Item for such aa Improvement consists
In a few light framing members to
provide a basis on which to apply the
wall board and a frame-work tu which
the doors may he hung.

The exterior appearance of the
bouse Is rustic. The wulls are fin-
ished with stained shingles and all
wttdows ure provided with shutters.
The roof cornice entirely around the
hoviso is given rather a wide overhang,
but the edges of the roof above the
Ity*»** U held quite »luat-dy li the
walls. A large brick chimney projects

wrapped !

through the roof ner- the peak of
the Intersecting gables. This roof la
very effective, Its nppeul probably rest-
ing lu the slight suggestion of the
colonial slyle of architecture which
hus become so popular during recent
years. , This suggestion Is carried
through the entire design and Is one
of Its strongest recommendations. The
perspective view shows awnings In-
stalled on the porch und front win-
dows. These awnings are very desir-
able In summer since they serve to
make a little summer purlor of the
porch, shaded from the direct sunlight
yet bright, cheerful and cozy. There
are u large number of windows In
the walls of this house, placed iu such
a manner thut their effect upon the
appearance is pleasantly noticeable.
The most Important part of the
house. In the light of the Introductory
remark* pertaining to the necessity of
home-building sentiment, Is the plun;

the most Important part of the plan
Is the living room. This room shoulo
he made the most attractive In tin
house. With the features which art
built In as a basis to work on, It would
not be a hard task to make this room
an Ideal family center. The fireplace
Is located directly In front of the en-
trance from the porch. A hullt-In book-
case fills the space between the fire-
place und the wall between the living
room and the dining room. There is
a door leading Into the hall on the
opposite side of the fireplace. An In-
teresting detail of comfort Is found In
the arrangement of the part of the
Jiving room which extends out from

the main part of the house. A seat is
built In against the wall of this ex-
tension on either side of the front
door. Because of the proportions of
this room, these seats are close enough
to the fireplace to make this a very
cozy arrangement.

There Is a cased opening Into the
dining room. In the sume wall, near
the rear end of the room, a double
door leads back to the kitchen. Ad-
joining the kitchen Is an exceptionally
complete pantry, which la another of
the special features of this house de-
sign. One side of the pantry Is occu-
pied by an outslde-lced refrigerator
und a wide cupboard with two scats
of double doors. The central part of
the opposite wall is the back of a
china case which opens into the din-
ing room. On either side of this case
Is a narrow cupboard opening Into the
pantry.

The bedrooma open from the hall at
the rear end of which is the hath. The
hall, turning to the bath, terminates
In a door opening Into the Kkitchen.
The attic stair Is also reached from
this hall. The basement stair Is
reached from the kitchen. There
Is a rear porch 11 feet 6 Inches
hy fl feet built Into the corner of the
house at the rear of the pantry.

Dividing the house into three pnrtu,
the first Including the living room, the
second Including the kitchen, dining
room nnd pantry uud the third includ-
ing the two bedrooms and the hath,
the following characteristics are easily
observed: The first part has been de-
signed with the predominating effort
to provide every possible feature which
might add to the comfort of the room.
The second part has been designed
to provide the housewife with every
convenience which might assist her In
reducing housework to a minimum.
The third part has been designed to
follow the best practice In lighting
and ventilation for bedrooms, with the
Independence of these rooms with re-
spect to one another and the hath ar
N necessary assumed quantity.

SKIMMED MILK IS VALUABLE

Little Richer in Protein Than Whole
Milk, but Lower in Carbohydrates
—Feeding Calves.

Skimmed milk Is a little richer In
protein than whole milk, hut lower Iu
carbohydrates. Since most of the fut
has been removed in tbe creum tbe
skimmed milk will need carbohydrates
to make it a balanced rulion for
culves.

A good plan Is to replace a portion
of the whole milk with skimmed milk,
gradually Increase the skimmed milk
with some form of carbohydrates till
all of the whole milk Is replaced by
skimmed milk. Fine ground meal Is
one of lhe best curbobydrate supple-
ments to be fed with skimmed milk.
Some feeders cook Ihe meal, stir It In

Whole Milk Age.

the skimme.! milk and feed It to the
calf. After the oulf Is two weeks old
it will eat fine ground meal nnd If
fed small quantities will nssluillute It.
Linseed meal Is also us-d.

Care should he taken In feeding
calves. They should be taught to
drink from the pail us soon ns |H>sslble.
Nothing but clean vessels should be
used und the milk should be clean and
wunu.

KICKING COW EASILY CURED

Rope Passed Around Body of Offending
Animal, Drawn Tight, Will
Prove Effective.

The kicking cow Is easily cured by
fhe proper methods. To cure the of-
fending animal tnke a rope with n loop
In one end of It or n trunk strap and
pass It around the body of the cow.
Draw It tight. The cow usually will
Jump a little at first, but when she
finds she cannot get out of the rope,
she will stand—and cannot kick. |If
this method causes the cow to give
bloody milk, place the rope or strap
behind the udder and draw It up In
the same manner. With some cows
this CHiinot be done because of the
shape of the udder.

Another method Is to hobble the cow
hy passing the rope around each leg
behind the udder, and tying Just above
the hocks. This Is rather dangerous
for the man tying the rope. After the
preventive measure bus been repeated
several times the cow will stand read-
ily to be milked.

Dairyman Must Put HImaelf Through
Some Process of Training—
Knowledga la Essential.

Russian assembly

DISSOLVED BY FORCE

LEGISLATIVE BODY THAT HAD
BEEN EXPECTED TO BRING
ORDER PASSES AWAY.

RED GUARDS TAKE CHARGE

All Ruiliin  Revolutionary CongreM,
by Vote of 273 to 161, Adopt* Reso-
lution Supporting the Assembly.

Petrograd—The constituent assem-
bly has been dissolve*! The decree
of dissolution having been Issued by
the council of national commissioner*
and adopted by the central executive
committee of the workmen and sol-
diers deputies.

The assembly was dissolved after
a vote had shown conclusively that
the government headed by Lenin and
Trotzky was greatly in the minority.
Thu*, for the moment, at least, has
passed away at its inception the leg-
islative body through which it hadi
been hoped order would be brought
out c* the anomalous situation that
has existed in llussia since the rev-
olution which resulted in the imper-
ial family and the bureaucrats being
thrown out of power. .

Official Statement.

The official statement says:

"When the constituent assembly
voted against the declaration made
by the president of the central ex-
ecutive committee after an hour™ de-
liberation, the Rolshevtkl left the hall
and were followed- by the Social Rev-
olutionist* of the left on the assem-
bly showing Its unwillingness to ap-
prove the manner in which the peace
pourparlers were being conducted.

Tauride Palace Closed.

The first hint the newspaper men
received that extreme measures were
contemplated was when they were in
formed that the Tauride palace,
where the assembly began ita ses-
sions. would be closed to members
of the assembly, to the newspaper
enen and to everyone else.

Meanwhile the All-Russian revolu-
tionary congress has passed, by a
vote of 273 to 161. a resolution sup-
porting the constituent assembly and
catling upon the people's commission-
ers to agree with the majority with
e view to the formation of a govern-
ment responsible to the assembly.

From Moscow it Is reported that
many persons were wounded and oth-
ers killed as the -esult of the Red
Guard firing on demonstrators there
In favor of the assembly.

Mob Controls Railways in Russia.

Petrograd.—A Russian official com-
enunlcatlon announces that the com-
missioner* of food and communica-
tions have urged the workmen's coun-
cils to stop at nothing to establish
morder on the railways by organizing
special detachments of the red guard
and other contingents. The commun-
ication says the railways now are in
the power of a plundering mob and
that the transport service is disorg
aaised a fact which is causing the
worst possible effect on the starving
regions and the army.

Factories in East Stop Work.

Washington.—The nation's manu-
farturlng industry In the 28 states
east of the Mississippi river was vir-
tually suspended Friday in obedience
to the government's order forbidding
the use of fuel. Most of the plants
engaged on war contracts were ex-
empted from the order's operation
but few of fhem learned of it in time
and a great majority of them closed
down with the other factories.

Republican Committee Chairman Quit

New York—William R WIlllcox an-
nounced that he had resigned as
mchairman of the Republican national
committee, to accept service on one
of the federal war boards. His resig-
nation will take effect Feb. 12. Mr.
Willleox stated that be was notified
Oy Secretary McAdoo of his appoint-
ment as a member of a railroad wage
commission which he had accepted

Japs Land Troops at Vladivostok.

Petrogrwd.—The Naschivek assert*
that a Japanese cruiser at Vladivo-
atok has put troops ashore and that
the Japanese soldiers are to keep or-
der owing to the danger threatening
Japanese citizens The proclamation
of the consul adds that the soldiers
have no other motive* and no desire
to interfere in Russian affairs.

DRAFT AGE LIMIT IS
NOT TO BE EXTENDED

ARMY TO BE REPLENISHED WITH
MEN REACHING AGE OF 21
SINCE JUNE 6. 1917.

Washington The government has
derided on draft registration of all
young men as fast as they become
21 jeers of age as the means of
keeping filled the ranks of the army
It baa deeded against raising the
draft age limit above 31 years.

An administration bill was Intro-
duced at the request of the war de
partment, by Chairman Chamberlain
of the senate military committee, to
register for draft all men who have
reached 21 since June 5. 1917. when
th# draft law became effective. The
administration s support seems to as
sure Its prompt passage The bill
agrees with the recent recommenda-
tions of Provost Marshal General
Crowder.

Other administration bills Intro-
duced at the request of the war de-
partment will supplement the draft
Isw to make It workable under con-
ditions that have developed. One
would permit furloughing of Nat'onwl
army units for harvest work or other
civilian duty; another would elimin-
ate enemy alien population from ba
sis of calculations for draft quotas
by making the basis for each state
the number of mea available In the
first class

700,000 Recruits Annually.

Registration of men who have be
came of age since the draft law was
enacted was referred to in the recent
report of Provost Marshal General
Crowder as one of the means by
which s supply of men for the Na-
tional army might be assured with-
out taking those who might have oth-
er* dependent upon them It rould
be done also, the provost marshal
general pointed out, by extending th*
age limits above the present line of
31l. The war department had adopt-
ed the flret suggestioa It Is estimat-
ed that It will add about 700 000 men
to the draft available* each year.

before and 149 National army men,
as against 167 the previous week.

FACTORIES IN EAST
CLOSED FIVE DAYS

DRASTIC ORDER OF FUEL AD-
MINIBTRATOR IS TO RELIEVE
COAL SHORTAGE.

MONDAY  HOLIDAYS ~ NEXT

Manufacturers of Food Products for
Immediate Consumption Are
Not Included.

Washington. — American inanufac
turing enterprises with but few ex-
ceptions In all states east of the Mis
sisslppl river were ordered by the
government Wednesday night lo sue
pend, operations for five days, begin
ning Friday morning, as a drastic
measure for relieving the fuel famine.

At the same time, as a further
means of relief, it was directed that
industry and business generally, in
eluding all normal activities that re
quire heated buildings, observe as a
holiday every Monday for the next
ten weeks This will close down on
Mondays not only factories, but Ba
loons, stores (except for the sale of
‘rugs and food*l, places of amuse-
ment and nearly all office buildings

While the order doe* not mention
shipyards it is known that they will
he permitted to continue operations
as usual, although munitions plants
will be closed.

The government's move came en-
i lirely without warning in an order
lissued by Fuel Administrator Garfield
with the approval of President Wil-
son. prescribing stringent restrictions
governing the distribution and use
of coal, ft was decided upon hur-
riedly by the president and govern
ment heads as a desperate remedy
|for the fuel crisis and the transpor-
tation tangle in the eastern states.

Officials would not discuas ths far
reaching effects the action would
have on the industrial fabric and
questions as to how the order was to
be interpreted to meet specific prob
Isms went unanswered.

The order prescribes a preferential
Mat of consumers in whose Interest
it was drawn. These users will get
coal In the following order:

Railroads.

Household consumers, hospitals,
charitable institutions and army and
navy cantonments

Public utilities, telephone and tel
egraph plants.

Strictly government enterprises ex-
cepting factories and plants working
on government contracts.

Public buildings and necessary' gov-
ernment, state and municipal require-
ments.

Factories producing perishable
foods, and foods for immediate con-
sumption.

Will 8ave 30.000.000 Tons.

It was estimated that the enforce
ment of the order would save a total
of 30,000,900 tona of bituminous coal,
which probably I* about half the pres-
ent shortage. The Indications were
that at the end of the ten weeks of
Monday holidays a permanent policy
of restricted consumption would have
been determined on.

Kentucky Ratifies Pro Amendment.

Frankfort. Ky—Both houses of th*
Kentucky general assembly have rat-
ified the proposed prohibition amend
ment to the federal -constitution.
Kentucky is the third state to ratify
the amendment, Mississippi and Vir-
ginia being the other two. The reso-
lution passed th* bouse, (6 to 10
and was approved In the senate, 27
to 16 The debate in both houses
was brief

Bomba Dropped on U. 8. Aviators.

With American Army In Prance.—
Enemy air raiders are showing an in-
creased Interest in th# American avi-
ation centers, especially those near-
est the lines. During one of the most
recent Incursions the German air-
plane* descended within 200 feet of
the ground, endeavoring to make sure
that the several bombs which they
dropped should hit their targets,
which, in most cases, were buildings
in which men were billeted. Luckily,
the German aim was poor, for no
Americans were Kkilled.

Another Low Record Made By Subs.

I-ondon—Another marxed decrease
In the sinkings of British marchant-
men by mins or submarine in the
last week Is noted in the report of
the admiralty. In th’s period only
six merchantmen of 1,600 tons or
over were sunk and in addition two
merchantmen under 1,600 tons and
two fishing vessels Arrivals of Brit-
ish merchantmen 2106. sailings 2-
184. In the previous week the ad
miralty reported the loss of 18 mer-
chantmen of 1.600 tons three under
and four fishing vessels.

Report More Death* Du* to Gale.

FUEL ORDER SIGNED
OVER MANY PROTESTS

RESOLUTION ADOPTED BY SEN-
ATE WILL HAVE NO EFFECT
ON DECISION.

Washington—While a storm of pro-
test raged at the capital and among
business interests throughout the na-
tion. Fuel Administrator Garfield
Thursday night signed the order clos-
ing down manufacturing plants east
of the Mississippi river for five days
beginning at midnight and stopping
virtually all business activity on ev-
ery Monday for a period of 10 weeks,
beginning Jan. 2L

With the full support of President
Wilson, the fuel administrator at-
tached his signature to the mandate
aa the senate was preparing to vote
on a resolution which It passed >0
minute* later requesting him to post-
pone action for five days. Dr. Oar-
field would not comment on the sen-
ate sotion, but it was stated at the
fuel administration that the resolu-
tion would have no effect on the or-
der.

Seldom has Washington seen a day
of more stirring activity. An aston-
ished congress paid little attention to
any other subject during the day and
officials generally, few of whom had
known the order was imminent, talk-
ed of little else. Dr Garfield was th*
storm center during the morning,
when his office was swamped wNli
telephone calls, in the afternoon
when he was balled before a senses
committee and at alpht whoa be fin
ally Issued the order.

A supplementary statement lasued
with th* order embraced a Mat of In-
dustries engaged In Imperative war
work which will be exempted from
the order's enforcement. It Incited**
ship yards engaged In naval work, a
few plants turning opt products need-
ed immediately by the army and
navy and portions of plants produc-
ing tubing.

Although no formal announcement
was made, the shipping board has
been assured that all afflp yards will
be exempted.

Congress was In an uproar from
the time It assembled until It ad-
journed. The senate resolution waa
passed, 60 to 19, after many senators
had denounced the order as unwisa
and unnecessary.

In the house, oojection prevented
consideration of the resolution, hut
it was the subject of an acrimonious
debate.

STRIKES AND RIQTING
REPORTED IN AUSTRIA

SITUATION 18 GRAVK, ACCORD
ING TO DISPATCHE8 FROM
SWITZERLAND.

A CABINET CRISIS EXISTS

Troubles Are 8aid to Be Due to Pro-
longation of Poaco Negotiation*
and Reducod Bread Rations.

London.—Serious strikes, accomp-
anied by rioting, have taken place at
Vienna and in other cities through-
out Austria, according to news agen-
cy telegrams from Zurich and other
points In Switzerland.

The troubles, it is asserted, are due
to the prolongation of the poace ne-
gotiations at Brest Litovsk, the con-
tinuation of the reduced bread ra
tions—one-half the former allotment
—and police measures against meet-
ings of the workers.

A peace demonatration at Vienna
ended in a riot, during which, accord-
ing to a dispatch, foodahops were
looted. Strikes broke out on Mon-
day in factories in Vienna and outer
cities, the walkouts resulting in riot-
ing which necessitated vigorous po
lice action. On Tuesday the number
of strikers increased.

A Vienna correspondent says that
reporta of an Austrian cabinet crisis
are well founded. Dr. von Seydlar,
the premier, is oppoeed not only by
the Csechs and the South Slavs, it
is asserted, but also by the Socialists
who, like the rest, are chaffing under
the food difficulties while the Ger-
man deputies are hostile owing to the
premiers alleged weak attitude to-
ward tha Czechs and South Slava.

A GENERAL AUSTRIAN STRIKE.

Reported All  War Facteriee Are
Cloaed Down By Men Quitting
Work.

l-ondon.—A general etrlke Is on
throughout Austria, according to a
dispatoh from Parts, which reports
100,000 men quitting work In Vienna
and Neustadt, closing down all the
war factories. The strikers are de-
scribed as openly anti-German and
the movement as both political and
economic and especially aimed at se-
curing peace.

Asylum at Austin Badly Overcrowded

Austin.—The state Insane asylum
at Austin la badly overcrowded, too
much so for the comfort of those
housed there. Dr. John Preston, su-
perintendent of the institution, »e
ported in the 66th annuel report of
the board of managers of the asylum,
which has Just been filed with the
governor. The capacity of the insti-
tution is 1,600, but by crowding the
asylum Is accommodating 1,793 pati-
ents. In the opinion of Dr. Preston,
the quickest way to relieve the con-
gested condition of the asylum Is to
convert the Ruak penitentiary into
an asylum for negroes.

I>«r Overcome l'overtr
Little bcutllsh villus®

One hundred nn< ten yeurs ago there
were no savings hanks. The savings
hunk Is an Institution which was
founded In the year 1810 by Rev.
Henry Duncan In the little Scottish
village of Ruthwell. Before that time,
poverty seemed to be the normal con-
dition of half the population of the
British Isles. Pauperism was so com-
mon as to cause no comment. Hun-
dred* of thousands Iu Scotland ulone
lived ou charity end It was generally
OOeeptud a* n hopeless fact that "the
poor we have Always with us.”

Doctor Duncan wss of sturdy Scotch
Covenantor blood. He was a man of
unusual strength of character, origin-
ality and resource and extraordinary
talent for making friends. The dis-
tress of his parishioners preyed heav-
Uy on Doctor Duncan's mind and he
felt If there wus some way of teach-
ing them to he thrifty he would have
an effective remedy for the poverty he
saw all around him.

The chief trouble was that the small-
est sum the public hunks would ac-
cept was flO and comparatively few of
the Scottlill villagers had so large a
sum. about $48.75 in American coin.
So, Doctor Duncan conceived the ldea
of a poor man's hunk, as he called It,
which would receive deposits of any
amount, however smull. After study-
ing the subject long and carefully, he
published a pamphlet to call attention
to Ills project, so, as he said, as to
render this tneusure suitable not for
one locality ouly but “for Scotland and
the world."

The only hanks the poor had In
those days were u stocking, a chink In
the wall, or a loose hoard In the floor.
They were often robbed and the temp-
tation to use a portion of tills precious
meat egg was often too strong. Doc-
tor Duncan argued shrewdly that If
Iheir funds were transferred to a bunk,
they not only would be safe from theft
hut the owners would hesitate to break
(BUT them except In cases of urgent
need. In his pamphlet he says:

"If any method then could be de-
vised for giving to the artisan a place
of security, free of wtpense, for that
part of his gains which the Immediate

wants of his family do not require,

with the power to reclaim all. or part
of It, at pleasure. It would be u most
desirable thing, even If no Interest

should I>e received.”

Of course there were pessimists and
suspicion anil prejudice to overcome,
hut at lust in 1810 the bunk was opened
In a little shingled cottage. There
were no vault*, but a large Iron strong
box, too heavy to move by hand, an-
swered the purpose. In view of the
suspicion which he says was enter-
tulned by many, Doctor Duncan pro-
vided three locks for the strong box.
He held one key and two elders of
his church each held the others. Of
course the box could not be opened
without all three keys, In the presence
of all three trustees.

In the first year the deposits
amounted to £151. In the second year
£170 was depoalted. Thin grew to
£241 In the third, and £922. or more
than $4,000. in the fourth. For n
poverty-stricken village these deposits,
aggregating more than $7,000. were re-
garded us remarkable, since It must
be remembered that all deposits were
In small sums.

The effect of the opening of the
savings hunk on the villuge was ull
tliut Doctor Duncau hoped for. With-
in a year there was a remarkable de-
crease in the number of those who
sought charity. Thrift and huppiness
replaced |Kwerty and discoutent. With-
in u few yeurs there was scarcely a
pauper In the village, as Doctor Dun-
cun records.

In the meanwhile the fame of this
remarkable little Institution began to
spread and Doctor Duncan soon found
that his labors us a minister were
swallowed up by those of a bunker.
Ills correspondence Increased day by
day; letters |>oured In from all over
Euglnnd and the continent of Europe
und from Ainerlcu asking for Informu-

Jtlon.

In 1814 he published a hook on sav-
ings bunks, which was widely circu-
lated, and savings hanks began to
;spread throughout the British Isles. It
seems strange at this time to read that
savings hanks could huve aroused op-
position. This, however, was a fact.
There was a hitter fight in parliament
before the first savings hank act was

passed In 1817. Cobbett, the best
known editor of his duy, used his
powerful Influence ugalnst the plan,

hut Doctor Duncan was a fighter us
well as n philanthropist. lie went
before the committee of parliament
himself und so impressed both lords
and commons with his sincerity, the
1force of llls personality ami the Jus-
tice of his cause that the bill was
passed. This was In 1817. Savings
honks spread rapidly over (Ireot Brit-
ain und then over all the rest of the
world.

I declaring unstrung wampum no longer
|to he legHl tender. This was going to
the opposite extreme, and the little
; Dutch colony came near a financial
* panic. Six months later loose and Im-
perfect wampum had to be declared le-
jgal tender.

In Massachusetts wnmputn became
ilegal tender In 1(140. but twenty-one
i yeurs Inter the coining of silver was
| authorized, and this more stnble me-
dium soon drove wnmpum beads out
of circulation.

After the Revolutionary wnr money
was so scarce that wampum came
{Into use again. It persisted here and
I there us money until the nineteenth
I century, and. Indeed, wampum In va-
rious forms, Including pipes nnd
moons, were considerably used In the
United States until us late ns 1810.

I The financial requirements of the
Revolutionary wur resulted In the es-
tablishing of America's first banks,

when the white man set foot upon jThe Initial undertaking was the Bank

these shores he found the wnmpum
convenient for his use, not only In
trading with the Indians hut with
other whites. The Indian name was
sewsn, but the European Immigrants
gave this legal tender the name of
wampum, by which It has been known
ever since.

Wampum was not entirely devoid of
Intrinsic value. Most of the shells
from which It was made were rare.
These were made largely Into bends,
highly polished and strung on strings.
Chiefs, sachems, and medicine men
wore great strings of these beads on
ceremouious occasions. Every treaty
was corroborated by laying down belts
of heads. Friendships were cemented
and alliances and marriages were al-
ways solemulzed with un exchange of
wnmpum.

Wampum was chiefly of two kinds,
white and dark purple. The white
was made from the edge of the clam
shells and the purple made from the
shell's heart, and wus worth double
the white. Considerable labor cost
went Into the manufacture of wam-
pum, for a writer In the year 1714 tell*
us: “AU wampum Is made of shells
which are found on the coast of Caro-
lina. which are very large and hard,
so they are very difficult to citf.” He
Hdds that “some English smiths have
tried to drill this sort of shell money
and thereby thought to get advantage,
hut It proved no hard that nothing
could be gained.”

When an Indian was burled, strings
of wampum were always placed In the
grave with him for convenience In
purchasing the necessary supplies In
the next world, and for use as Ups
to various‘minor Indian dletles. who
the Indians believed were us greedy
us modern hend waiters.

In 1841 the use of wampum was le-
galized by the common council of New
Amsterdam, now New York. This was
next followed by an epidemic of coun-
terfeiting, which caused a grout deal
of difficulty ond led to the rnpld de-
preciation of wnmpum ns a medium
of exchange. Old Peter Htuyvesant
pegged around on hla wood.mi leg and
did hli oest to solve the problem by

Jof Pennsylvania, which was started In
July, 1780. It was described by the
well-known financier Morris as “noth-
ing more thnn a patriotic subscription
of continental money for the purpose
of purchasing provisions for a starv-
ing army." In the decade 1780-1790,
three other financial Institutions were
launched; the Bank of New York,
Massachusetts Bank and the Rank of
North America. This latter Is general-
ly considered to be the first hank In the
United States and was capitalized at
$10,000,000. Actual subscriptions, how-
ever, were very hard to secure nnd
only $70,000 was obtained. The gov-
ernment contributed $200,000 In specie.

The New York Stock Exchange has
been traced buck to a meeting of twen-
ty-four brokers under a tree tgiposlte
00 wall street. Mny 17, 1792. The
| purpose of the meeting was to agree
on uniform commissions. Thereafter
the brokers met at “Tontine Coffee
1House,” Wull and Water streets. The
.final organization of the Stock Ex-
mchange was completed In 1817. The
Philadelphia Stock Exchange else
| started In a coffee house.

The malodorous “bucketshop” re
1reived Its name from England. On
the east side of London loafers had
a custom of going from street to street
nnd draining every keg of beer they
could find. The liquor was placed In a
bucket. After It was filled these hurd
characters retired to some out of the
way corner nnd caroused, passing the
bucket from one to another. The term
| "burketshop,” st first meaning assem-
blages of this kind, came to he applied
to any establishment of doubtful repu
tatlou.

SENIOR AND ADULT TOPIC-Jesus
meeting man's deepest need.

This is one of the most dramatic,
spectacular Incidents recorded In th<
Bible. It Is a good lllustration for
Sunday school teachers on how to tell
a story by Imagining what one would
naturally do. We ought to have our
arholurs see with their Imagination,
the story of this lesson us though they
were eye-witnesses of the whole scene.
The time wus ubout May or June A. D.
28, the second year of Jesus* ministry,
a few weeks following the lust lesson,
during which time he had been preach-
ing und beuliug In the surrounding
country.

I. Introduction. Jesus could testify
In a home ns well as before the muilti
tudes. Indeed It was after having tes-
tified In the home (v. 1) that the
crowds gathered about the doorway,
for It was not known that he wus there,
until some days after be had been In
the house. Luke telis us that the
crowds which cnine, came not only
from Galilee but Judea and even Je-
rusalem. Jesus did his work so well
In the home that wherever he wus, the
world wore a path to his doonvny. No-
tice verse two; when the crowd gnth
ered about, he spoke unto them “the
word." In this we see a parable.
Many a successful mnn, when he be-
comes popular, Yorgets to preach the

j pure Gospel, the Word of Life.

II. An Impelling Need (vv. 3:4)
This man who had paralysis, I. e., dis-
abled on one side, was not only de-
prived of hts sensation but his power
of motion. As to the cause of his diffi-
culty, his previous character of life,
there Is no word of suggestion. We see
Jabundant evidence toduy, however, to
know that many such cases are the
results of our owu debaucheries and
one would gather from the course
which Jesus pursued with this man
thnt perhaps his cuse was likewise the
result of his early sin. The teacher
might well read la this connection
Luke 16:11-19. Of course, this man
;mny not hnve been u prodigal son.
Nevertheless, ho had as much suffer-
ing as though he had been and as far
as he himself was concerned, he was
helpless, a picture of all sinners. He,
however, hnd frlemls, very enterpris-
ing ones. And so putting him upon the
double quilt or coverlet, which could be
rolled together In a bundle of moderate
mlze, they carried him Into the pres-
ence of the muster.

111. Jesue Forgives and Defends Hla
Rights (vv. 5:12). The crowd wus so
great about the house that “they could
not come nigh unto him for the press.
They were not, however, discouraged;
but leaving the crowd, they went up
the usual outside atulrs, hearing the
sick mnn with them unto the roof
which "they uncovered"—Iliterally they
dug through the flat roof made of
branches and twigs and covered with
earth, and which could be as easily re-
paired. Travelers in eastern countries
hnve often seen a similar act perform-
ed even In this day. They then let
down the bed or mattress by the four
corners. The roof was so low that
no cords were needed and those below
received the man from the hands of
the four upon the roof and placed him
In front of Jesus. Jesus commends
“their deed" as indicated In all three
of the Gospel records- Not alone phys-
ical obstacle* hod to be overcome, but
the attitude of the scribes (v. 7). Was
It right, was It honest to breuk through
the roof of a man’'s house? Would
they make It good? Was the owner
glad to have had It done? Jesus did
not hesitate or speculate over such
questions, but goes at once to the Issue
nnd said to the mau sick of the palsy,
“Son, be of good cMtr, thy sins be

(nre) forgiven thee." See Matthew's
and Mark's account. “Son.” Is a word
of endearment; the word "be” Is not

as strong la the old form ns the word
“are” forgiven. Jesus went ut once
to the unhealed wound In the soul, the
sense of unforgiven sin. Forgiveness
Is not of the Judge who sentences “not
guilty,” hut a fnther who welcomes
uiul restores one to sonshlp. It Is res-
toration to life. The Bible story of
the prodigal son and that scene pic-
tured In the seventh chapter of Luke,
the feast where Jesus dealt with a
woman of the city, who ministers unto
him, are good lllustrations of the mas-
ter's attitude of mind on this occasion.

The scribes charged blasphemy which
Is to slander God und speak treason
against him. Blasphemy Is practical*
ly uttered treason. He perceived their
inmost thoughts and answered them
(v. 9). To forgive sin, or to com-
mand the man to rise* were both di-
vine nets; he could do either; he prov-
ed one by the use of the other. llIs
command to the yoong mnn to take
up his bed was a test to be proved by
the man's faith. That the cure wn*
complete we know, for he immediate-
ly arose. To "arise” was a physical
Impossibility; to “taka up his bed”
permitted no relapse.

It seems to be well
cxtnhllshed tliut the problem for the
farmer is to produce und curry the
calves to weaning time as cheaply as
possible, as thewaives produced cheap-
ly make Just as good feeders and bring
Just us good priee per ixiund as the
more expensive ones. The weight ut
the time of sale seems to have very
little effect on the profit, except that
they are usually heavier In the sum-
mer which Is the time when heavier
calves are put upon the market. An
expense entailed In feeding the calves
up for weight In anticipation of sale
la a loss, ns being sold for feeders,
their flesh and fat weight does not
count unless obtained without coat.

SWINE MANGE NOT UNCOMMON

Parasite Is Microscopic in Size and
Looks Something Like Oat Grain
—Hard to Cure.

We hear much about mange in horses
and cattle, and scab In sheep, but
tnunge In hogs Is not at nil uncom-
mon. The parasite that causes mange
In hogs Is microscopic In size and looks
something like an oat grain. It Imbeds
In the region of the hair follicles, es-
I>ecinlly around the snout eyes and
forelegs, causing the formation of
small pustules. The skin becomes
thickened nnd rough. Where a hog Is
much affected the carcass should be
condemned for food.

This kind of mange Is readily trans-
mitted to other hogs and treatment Is
difficult. Since there are some who
believe hog cholera may he transmit-
ted hy these and other external para-
sites, such as lice, tt Is well to keep
a lookout for hog mnnge.

MANAGEMENT OF BROOD SOWS

8trong Litter* Secured If Preparation
la Made Before Breeding-
Ration Favored.

To get strong litters of pigs begin
before the' sow Is bred. If aged sow*
let them be a little thin In flesh; then
from two or three weeks before you
want to breed them put them on a ra-
tion of middlings and tankage, con-
sisting of nine parts middlings to one
of tankage, made Into a slop. Add
ear corn and get them up to all they
will eut up clenn each feed so they
