Schools that have not re-
ceived the latest library bulleting
should get s copy

Much map drawiog and art work
of various kinds was found omn the
walls of the sconool rooms. Also,
health posters were found in many
of the schools. The officiale of the
County are doing a great service for
the children 1n bringing the health
purse to the County, The County
Superintendent is working to pro
vide for the Health Survey of the
children in each community in the
County. This phase of school work
is of the utmost importance and is
for the advancement of the health
and progress of the children,

Some consolidated schools are
found in the County., Some of the
most recent coneolidations are Den-
ton, Several djstricts have united
at Denton and have bpnilt a new,
monern, brick school building; also
they bav built a modern teachersge,
It is & school plant that any commu-
nity shoyld be proud of.

PAINLESS DEHORNER

Mayor J. lley McWhorter knows
neat cattle from horns to hoof, and
believes that the former are—in
these days of barbed wire fences—
a0 unnecessary encumbrance. He
is & bumane man, however, and the
old method of removing a steer's
hookers, by roping, bulldogging, re-
mwoving the horns with a saw that
might be—but generally was not—
sharp, with a hot iron to sear the
wounds, has always got on his
nerves,

For thirty-two years he has been
at work on & method of dehorning
that would be as free from physical
psin as possible, and recently at the
Henry & Estes pen, on the Powell
Ranch, he gave & demonstration of
bis nearly perfect apparatus,

It is & gigantic V shaped clamp,
which automatically adjusts itself to
the smallest yearling or the biggest
steer. This clamp 18 built of heavy
timber and stroogly braced and
bolted. It is open at both ends and
80 tightly and humanely clamps the
horned ‘‘patient” that it is impossi-
ble for it o move., This machine is
securely anchored at one corper and
outside the pen, with a long shute
leading up to it. When this shute
has been crowded full of castle the
jaws open and the lead animal, see-
ing s chance of escape to the pas-
ture, leaps in. Simultaneously a le-
eris pulled and the animal 18 trap-
ped, its peck tightly clamped in the
jaws of the machine, a noosed rope
isshpped over 1ts nose and its head
fastened to the machine at such an
angle that botl horns are witbin easy
reach of the operator, And—presto!
a sharp saw quickly &putlm; the
cauterizing bluestone water is swab-
bed on the wounde, the lever is giv-
en & turn, the dehoraed critter
leaps into the pasture and the head
of one of its fellows is clamped in
the jaws of the machine as the tail
of the dehorned one frisks out,

Republicans Gathering Forces In Ef-
fort to Defeat Garner
Plan

Washington, — House Democrats,
flushed by their victory in the fight
on the income tax rates, continue
their drive on the revenue bill, gain-
ing two important amendments,

Republican insurgents, who made
possible the substitution of the Gar-
mer income rates for the Mellon
schedule, joined again with a prac
tically wsolid Democratic vote (o
make stock dividend profits subject
to regular income taxes rather than
to the 123 per cent capital asset tax,
and to extend the provisions of the
earned income tax reduction.

Republicans continue to put up
a fight, however, and Representa-
tive Longworth, the party leader,
declared hope was still held of gain
ing & majority to amend the Garner
plan when the bill i{s brought up for
passage, declaring several Republi
cans who voted for the Garner plan
had made indirect overtures indicat
ing a desire to vote for a Republican
measure.

A vote on the tentative compro-
mise advanced by Mr. Longworth
and carrying a 37% per cent maxi
mum surtax rate, with the Mellon
nermal income rates, was not pos
sible after adoption of the Garner
plan. Republicans are now studying
preliminary rules with a view of d«
feating the Garner plan and gaining
an opportunity to present their com.
promise. A clearcut majority on
several parliamentary votes would
be necessary, it was admitted, 1«
make such a move successful.

Reading of the measure section
by section, each paragraph being
open for amendment, is proceeding
rapidly under the constant urge of
Chairman Green of the Ways and
Means Committee, in charge of the
bill on the floor.

Although numerous amendments
were offered only those submitted
by the leaders received any substan-
tial support. The Democrats stood
almost solidly behind both the major
amendments adopted, which were
proposed by Representative Garner
Mr. Green chided those on both
sides, not members of (he Ways and
Means Committee which framed the
bill, who sought private amendments
which the committee had considered
impossible. He declared at one
ponit, in secking to limit debate, that
“you are making a joke of this
measure if you continue such ac-
tions."
