Mrs. A. L. Smith Gives lnterestmg
Hhstory Of Manday At Ciub Mecting

An interesting paper on “My
Home Town, Munday” was given
by Mrs. A. L. Smith at a recent
meeting of the Munday Study
Club. This history reveals many |
interesting incidents in the
town's history and much research
upon the part of Mrs. Smith. The
article is being reprinted below

MY HOME TOWN, MUNDAY

Do you know your home
town? Do you know who the
ploneer residents were and what
part they played in the bullding
of our town?

Frankly, 1 ask mysell these
questions and to my amazement
found my knowledge of these im
portant things very vague in my
mind. 1 set out to find someone
who could give me authentic in
formation about this and, truly I
have had a wonderful time visit
ing and talking to friends and
neighbors.

Not only did 1 find Mrs. W. A
Baker a storehouse of informa.
tion, but had in her prized pos
sessions papers yellowed with
age and pictures of our early
town that are indeed a delight o
look upon.

My thanks also to Harvey Lee
who turnished me dates and in
formation of our city govern
ment; to Miss Maud Isbell, Mr
and Mrs. Austin Caughran, Dr
and Mrs. A. A. Smith, Mrs. J. R
Smith, and Miss Shelly Lee

To you who know the history
of our town, it will be a pleasant

In 1893, the
house in Munday

first  business
was built in

day. Today the Barton home
stands in its place. This business
was a supply store and housed
our postoffice.

Even though this bank started
with nothing, on January 4, 1904,
when it was incorporated with

the First Nationa! Bank, $30,000

in deposits were handed over.
Mr. Baker was the honor and
distinction of being the only one

‘of the organizers and officers.

Our first hotel was owned by
Uncle George Reeves, and this
amusing incident was told to me
by Austin Caughran.

On July 6, 1906, our first pas-
|senger train arrived in Munday,
and Uncle George was celebrat-
ing his 66th birthday on the 6th

Our first bank was organized (day of the 6th month and the

and started business August 1,
1903, in a small space in one cor- |
ner of the Baker Bryant store,
This bank was called the Knox
County bank and was an unin
corporated institution.

Mr. Baker tells amusing inci
dents in connection with the op
ening of the bank. They had no
capital stock except one safe that
was purchased at a cost of $1,000
on credit. This safe and a shingle
with the word “BANK" on it
was their stock in trade

The first deposit was made by
Dr. J. T. Lee for his mothe:
Mrs. Manda Lee. The first check
was drawn by R. J. Smith for
$2.50. This check was cashed at
a bank in Seymour The Knox
County Bank had no correspon
dents or no exchange and when
the check finally reached them
it was remitted by money order

In those days before the rail
road, currency and silver for the
new bank were freighted in on
wagons from Stamford J. A
Rayburn was one of the freigh

ters who hauled most of it, and
usually he was two days and
nights getting in, and even

though his money pack usually
held $5.000.00, nothing was ever
thought of him losing it Us
ually it was carried in his chuck
box.

as it came into Munday.

Miss Maud told me an interest-
ing story of her train ride from
Haskel to Munday soon after its
advent into our realms. She
boarded the train at Haskell
about mid-morning. Her lunch
hour was pleasantly spent mun-
ching sandwiches and watching
the beauties of nature unfurl
She arrived in Munday in mid
afternoon.

On August 22, 1907, about
seven vears after the surveying
of tHe railroad the Munday |
Times, edited and staffed by
Thomas Durham, Standley T.
Switzer, Clarence Knight, M.

Clendinin, and Clifton Branham
published a thirty six page paper
on the growth history, and de
velopment of our town. Much of
my information was gained from
this edition.

A wonderful sense of humor
nas very brilliantly been brought
into display on the following des
criptions of five
business pioneers, these men be
ing J. F.
Mayes, W. A. Earnest, Walter H
Cousins, and W. G. Sherrod.

These men stayed here and
worked, enduring the privations
and hardships that are incident
to the development of a new
country. They met financial re
veses like men and when- they

t fell down they demonstrated to

the world their ability to get up
again. The secret of their succes:
is the fact that they pulled to
gether for Munday.
