Fire Destroys

AUSTIN--What do you know
about your heart? Do you know
that the three major kinds of
heart disease are: Rheumatic
heart disease, high blood press-
ure, and coronary heart dis-
case?

One of childhood's most dan-
gerous foes is rheumatic fever,
declares Dr. Geo. W, Cox, State
Health Officer. A child is most
likely to develop rheumatic fev-
er when he is less than 10 years
of age. However, the disease is
not confined to children. “In
World War II, about 40,000 men
in the American forces develop
ed attacks of rehumatic fever.”
This disease may damage the
heart valves and muscle. Any
child who has rheumatic fever

should have the best medical
care, plenty of rest, a special|
diet, and be free from anxiety |
