death. The story that bis desciples 
came and stole his body away while 
the Roman guard slept, is unworthy 1 
Of belief, as Brother Maybew showed 
The truth is his desciples were poor 
and without power or influence, and 
when they saw their beloved master 
die on the cross, they considered 
that all was lost. They were in no 
frame of mind to attempt to palm otf 
a fraudulent resurrection on the 
public at that time, had they been 
so disposed. The resurrection of 
Christ is as well authenticated as 
any event in past history, and every 
real Christian, every church house 
and every church school in christen, 
dom bears unmistakable evidence of 
the devinity of the death and resur­
rection of our Lord, Jesus Christ.

As has been truly said, the Chris­
tian church, is built upon an empty- 
tomb, made empty by the power of 
God himself, and not by the fraudu 
lent act of a few humble desciples. 
w h o  believing all had been lost when 
Christ died, and were no doubt afraid 
to show themselves in public for the 
time being.

DR. S. H. WIN0HAM KILLED AT HIS 
RANCH IN TERRY COUNTY

Dr. .8 H. (H ilery) Windham, of 
Tshoka, was assassinated Monday 
night near his ranch 10 miles south, 
west of Browntteid, in Terry county. 
Dr. Windham leftTahoka, his home, 
for bis ranch late Monday evening. 
He was fonnd slain, near his auto 
with the motor still running and tbe 
lights burning. He was shot five or 
six times. A posse was formed of 
350 ranchmen to hunt the murderer, 
who was discovered in a dry dipping 
vat on the Windham ranch, and af. 
ter a seige of twelve hours aurren. 
dered after wounding three of the 
sheriffs posse. Tbe murderers 
name la given as Will Ward, a one. 
legged cowboy, formerly employed 
on the Windham ranch. The only- 
reason given for the crime is that 
Dr. W’ indham and bis entire outfit 
were I. W. W‘s and he intended to 
kill them all.

Dr. Windham was a son of the 
late Samuel R Windham, of Brown 
county, and a nephew of H. and Torn 
Windham, of Oplin. and Mrs..). W. 
Jones and Mrs. W. K. Gilliland, of 
Baird. He is survived by hie wife 
and one daughter, two brothers, 
T. M. (Top) Windham, Byrd, Brown 
county, L. B. Windham, of Lawn, 
the sisters, Mrs. Amanda Floyd, of 
Lynn county; Mrs. Mary Bowden, 
of Cross Plains; and Mrs. Kliza 
Phillips, of Byrd. The two broth, 
ere hurried across the country to 
Tahoka, on receipt of the news of 
their brother's death. Ward is 
evidently crazy, probably an I. V\. 
W. himself, crazed by some imagin­
ary wrong.

Commission Lays Stress on the Unan­

imity With Which the Docu­
ment Was Approved.

Paris.—The reparation commission 
has virtually told Germany to get 
down to work preparatory to a 
blanket acceptance of the experts’ 
reports. Prior to this the commis­
sion decided unanimously to take 
note of Germany’s reply adhering to 
the experts' reports and to approve 
the conclusions and udopt the meth­
ods proposed.

Need for speed was the outstand 
ing feature of the commissioners 
communique, which tells Germany, 
to prepare enabling legislutiuu for 
the commission's approval, so that 
when the allied Governments as 
seems taken for granted adopt the 
experts’ reports, the groundwork of 
the structure which Brig Gen. Dawes. 
Oweu 1). Young and the other experts 
envisaged will already be laid

Pending Germany's compliance with 
the reparations commissions’ demand 
feelers will be put forth from Lon­
don, Paris and Brussels designed to 
bring the experts' projects into con 
Crete form as rapidly as possible, for. 
obviously, the memtrers of the repara 
lions'commission did not reach their 
decision without the full approval of 
their Governtnesits.

The commission's aim, as outlined 
by one of the members. Is to get a 
general agreement on all non-contro 
versal points of the plan before tak­
ing up debatable questioins, such as 
abandonment of economic exploitation 
of the Ruhr.

"Nothing appears to require im­
mediate decisions by the reparation 
commission,” Is the way in which 
queries have been met concerning the 
(ommission's intentions respecting 
the gaps purposely left in the ex­
perts* findings.

The reparation commission lays par 
tlcular stress on the unanimity with 
which the document was approved; 
they point out that their decision fol­
lowed logically the decision taken 
recently. Their sole desire. It is ex­
plained. Is to get the big work under 
waq as soon as possible, putting in 
the background any controversy us 
to whether certain recommendations 
of the experts run counter of the 
treaty of Versailles.

It is considered most unlikely that 
the reparations commission can find 
anything in the Dawes report of an 
aati-treaty nature, but. as one mem 
her expressed it, ”  if Germany and 
the allies agree on a common solti 
tion. what does it matter if it is out­
side the treaty?”

As a special courtesy. Dr. Kuppel. 
the new president of the war bur­
dens commission, and other German 
members attended the session.

In feeding a dairy cow, for in­
stance, there are many tilings one 
must consider. The palitahility of 
the feeds used must be considered, 
also the amount of milk the cow is 
capable of producing when properly 
fed and the per cent of butter-fat in 
the milk. In abort, no one com 
hi nation of feeds tan be made up 
that will bast tit all cows. The cow 
is a living organism, and that means 
that all cows are not aliks. Every 
feeding problem has an animal in it 
and the individuality of that animal 
cannot be ignored without loss.

In making up a ration, a feeder 
has a few basic facts, however, which 
he can use as a foundation to work 
on. For instance, in feeding the 
dairy cow he may rely on the fact 
that succulent or jucy feed is most 
desirable. This may be pasturage, 
silage, roots, suitable crops cut and 
fed green, or any other succulent 
feedB that the cow likes and ex 
perience has proved useful. In the 
second place, he can accept the fact 
that good, bright legume hays are 
about the best dry roughage. Third, 
he can safely rely on the value of a 
certain amount of variety in the 
ration. Fourth, he must not over­
look the fact that the feed must be 
relished by the cow.

Then, when concentrates are con­
sidered, he can safely rely on the 
economy of supplying the cow the 
proteins, carbohydrates, fats, mineral 
matter, etc., iti some such portions 
as experiments or experience, which 
are one apd the same thing, have 
shown a cow requires to support her 
body and produce a given quantity 
of milk of a given quality. Of 
course, this can only be done approx­
imately in any given case, but the 
basic facts that the cow requires all 
these in certain proportions cannot 
be ignored.

OLD TIME NEGRO
!'H YEARS OLD.

Tuesday, Just as the editor started 
to town in the afternoon, an old time 
southern negro was seen coming up 
the street. He enquired the way to 
Fort Worth and in conversation with 
him learned that he was a slave, hav­
ing !*een brought from Africa to 
Maryland when a small boy. from 
there he came with his master Dr. 
('auoll, to Gonzalas County. Asked 
his age he said he was 'dll years old. 
He was black, not ebony black, hut 
lie showed in every feature of his 
face that he was a pure negro. Having 
been boru and reared among negroes 
and our people being s.ave owners 
we always bad a kindly feeling for 
the old time slaves. Asked what he 
knew about the war. 1 was in the war 
he said. Where did you go to the 
war from? Gonzalas county with 
my master !; well for old times sake 
here is half a dollar. The old negro 
took it, thanked us and said I have 
not had anything to eat today. 
Come on and go hack to the house 
and I will see that you get a square 
meal, and he did. The old negro 
may not be as old us he claims but 
is undoubtedly very old. He is 
bout 5 feet 6 in. high, stands erect, 

has a pleasant face and speaks 
plainer than any African negro we 
ever knew, but coming to America 
when a small boy accounts for that. 
His face is not wrinkled put smooth, 
the reason we thought be was old 
was his hair and beard was grey, 
that is, what little he has as bis hair 
was cut close and merely a stub of 
beard. The old negro said he made 
thousands of dollars for his master, 
Dr, Carroll riding bis race horses 
but sadly remarked, my white people 
are all dead. It seems that some 
young negroes persuaded the old 
man to go out west, got all he had, 
and ran otT and left him, so he told 
the family, and he is trying to make 
his way back to Gonzalas county. 
He says if he can get to Fort Worth 
he can get to ride home on the 
trains. Here is hoping the old negro 
gets back safe to his old home.

Meeting this old negro stirred 
memories of the editor of the long 
ago. We remember the old time 
negroes with their songs on the 
plantations of the old south, their 
foyalty to old master and old misses 
in the trying days of the Civil War. 
Many of the young negro men went 
to the war with their musters as this 
old negro says he did and we heard 
many stories of these negroes going 
into battle with their masters seem 
ingly oblivious ot the danger to 
themselves only intent on looking 
after young master or old master as 
the case might be. The people of 
the North and the young people of 
the South do not know aud cannot 
understand the kindly feeling exist­
ing between master and slaves in 
anti-helium days. Slavery had its 
dark side it is true, as pictured by 
Harriett Beecher Stowe in Uncle 
Tom’s Cabin but they were the ex 
ception not the rule. Most southern 
slave owners treated their slaves as 
human beings and cared for them in 
every way, in sickness as well as in 
health. As a rule the negro slaves 
had warm, comfortable houses and 
clothing to protect them. The idea 
that they were ill treated or abused 
is not true except in isolated cases. 
Common sense teaches one that good 
treatment for such valuable property 
as a slave was best.

We know of a very few white 
slave owners that did treat their 
slaves badly and we know too that 
such people were cordially dispised 
by the better element of slave 
owners. No one not raised among 
the old time slaves can ever under­
stand the old south and the close 
friendship existing between the 
■laves nod slave owneis who treated 
their slaves right. Slavery was 
wrong that we will admit though 
my people owned a few slaves but

there wus a bright side as well as a 
dark side to slavery. When the war 
ended old time southern ideals 
perished Taken as a whole the 
grandest civilization that ever ex­
isted in any age Many of the old 
time southern slaves fared better 
than thousands of white people do 
today in congested cities. Negro 
slavery was no worse if as had as 
some of the industrial slavery that 
exist in large cities of the country 
among the poorer classes in the 
factory districts of the North. The 
slaves were well cured for as stated 
before, as a rule, and no slave owner 
with a thiiublefuil of brains would 
iii treat his slaves like some in­
dustrial hoses treat the white slaves 
oday The reason is easily under­

stood. A negro man in good health 
was worth from $800 00 to $2000. Oh 
and a negro woman from $000.00 to 
$1200.00 each. Their death menat 
a serious loss. The death of a white 
employee in the mines and sweat 
shops can be replaced by the em­
ployer without cost to him. Many 
people in the north shed tears over 
negro slavery yet overlooked the 
oppression of the white people in the 
manufacturing districts right under 
their noses.

Negro slavery is dead and white 
slavery is dying out we are glad 
to know. Had the north under­
stood the south and southern slavery 
there would have been no civil war 
and possibly long ago slavery would 
have been abolished, because many 
southern slave owners realized that 
slavety should end because con­
ditions were changing, but it looks 
as if fate had decreed that a civil 
war must come as a result of slavery 
yet the north, not the south, was 
responsible for negro slavery in this 
country.

Many people do not know this but 
it is an historical fact. Negro 
slavery was first introduced m the 
north but the climate was unsuited 
to the negro so many sold their 
negroes to southern planters, aDd a 
few, very few. set their slaves free 
but all this is past and we hope to 
live to see that every laborer, white, 
black or brown, will be treated like 
human beings, not like chattels as 
they have been treated iu many of 
the factory districts north and south 
long after negro slavery was abol­
ished.

MORE DAIRYING NEEDED

There is undoubtedly room for 
much expansion of the dairy business 
in the South, and on Hiltop Farm 
we are finding the regular monthly 
check from the creamery a mighty 
welcome source of cash.. Of course 
it takes intelligent, conscientious 
help to make dairying pay—or else 
mighty close supervision of ordinary 
help— and if a farmer is not going to 
provide either intelligent help or 
close supervision, be had better let 
cows alone.

Dairying simply calls for closer 
attention and mote unremitting in­
dustry than most lines of farm work, 
and it pays better simply in pro­
portion to the extra intelligence and 
attention required. Almost any 
enterprising farm family comprising 
several hoys and girls shove ten 
years old to help about milking and 
located near a market or "cream 
route” can make dairying a success. 
And the average Southern town 
doesn't use half as much milk thn 
citizens, and especially the children, 
need for health and efficiency. The' 
number of profit making dairies in 
the South could probably be doubled 
(1) by having our agricultural and 
health officials work together to put 
ou "milk campaigns” to show 
Southern townspeople the importance 
of more milk and (2) by adopting 
and enforcing regulations to insure 
clean and healthful milk.— The Pro. 
gressivs Farmer.

And the Dawes report rep 
resenting tbe scientific view of the 
post.war needs of the world, specifies 
the League of Nations as the princi. 
pal agent in tbe economic recooetruc 
tion of Europe.

Truly, there is enough in evidence 
to warrant the belief that tbe tide ie 
setting in in the other direction. 
Lifting high the banner of Wilsonism 
can not fail to oid tbe mobilizrtion 
of our Nation in the march of human­
ity— Ft. Worth Star Telegram.

Then 
too, if they can get our nation in the 
League, every device known to di- 
plomacy will be used to have our na. 
tion cancel the debts these nations 
owe the United Stales.

The United States is out of the 
League and everything indicates 
now that the paity that goes before 
the people with a platform favoring 
mixingup of ournation with Europe in 
any kind of an alliance that will even 
be suspected ot causing our nation 
to become involved in another Eu­
ropean war. will get the stuttln beat­
en out of it next November.

The Democrats have a fighting 
chance with a good strong candidate 
that is not mixed up in any way with 
the interests responsible for the oil 
scandal, but sdeb a man has no 
show with a League of Nation plank 
in his platform not unless at least 
five million voters, who opposed the 
League in 1920 will vote for it in 
1924. It is utter nonsense to be. 
lieve that any such number, if any 
at all, have ebangud in four years. 
We conscientiously believe that the 

anti-League sentiment in this coun­
try is stronger than it was four years 
ago.

The Star-Telegram cites tbe defeat 
of McCormick, Reed, of Missouri, 
and Senator Johnson as a candidate 
for president as proof that public 
opinion is changing on the League. 
The combined power of tbe Wilson 
forces and pro.Leaguers outside the 
Democratic party were not strong 
enough to defeat Senator Reed for 
re-election in Missouri two years ago 
The defeat of Senator Johnson this 
year for the nomination for presi­
dent by the Republicans proves 
nothing. He was opposed to tbe 
League, so is Coolige, who was elect­
ed vfee president on the ticket with 
Harding four years ago, and be has 
not changed.

Tbe Republicans, no doubt, would 
be pleased to enter the contest again 
with the Democrats favoring a 
League of Nations platform and Mc­
Adoo as the nominee. He might 
lose with a million less majority 
than Jim Cox, but we doubt it.

DON T TIE UP DELEGATION

Before the real issue becomes ob­
scured by personalities and petty 
politics, it might well tie stated hero 
that the interests of Texas will, in 
the opinion of this newspaper, be 
better conserved and furthered by 
the election of an unrestricted dele­
gation to the Democration state 
convention that by the choice of one 
tied to the cost strings of any of the 
gentlemen now contending for it.

Texas is offering no candidate for 
the presidency to the suffrages of 
the Democracy or of the nation at 
large. This is said advisedly. The 
endorsement of Governor Neff by 
tbe state committee is not taken too 
literally even by tbs governor him.

This being the csss, Texas can 
wield • powerful influence in New 
York if tbs delegation goes un.

Large 
delegations which refuse to attach 
themselves to hand wagons are pow. 
erful factors either to push those 
band wagons over the finish line or 
to bring forward the dark horses who

so often win.
Texas loses some nationol political 

influence and prestage because it is a 
one-party state. It is rare that one- 
party states’ receive the attention be­
stowed upon those of more uncertain 
complexion. Therefore it is more 
important than ever that Texas 
should hold a position of power with 
in tbe party to which it has given its 
allegiance.

The intense struggle now going on 
for control of the Lone Star dele 
gation is proof enough of its im 
portanc* as a decisive factor in a 
dozen situations at New York that 
may be immagined. Why not con 
serve that strength and power that 
Texas may be able to serve both 
itself and tbe nation when the

moment for action comes ?
One need not analyze the particu­

lar motives of Governor Neff in his 
light for tbe unrestricted delegation 
to determine the wisdom of the 
course he recommends. It is not at 
•II necessary to agree with nr*sup- 
port the executive in his other policies 
to agree that he is right in desiring 
to make the Texas delegation at New 
York count at its maximum.

This is the greatest state in the 
union m area, in agricultural wealth, 
in possibilities. It ranks near tbe 
top in population. It prides itself 
on being tbe banner Democratic state 
of the republic. It deserves a place 
of the highest influence at the coun­
cil board of tbe Democratic party.
