Human nature being what It Is, people will 

complain about paying a comparatively mixlest 
sum for something they don't enjoy but m u s t  
have and will cheerfully spend much more for 
something they want, but don't urgently need

The cost of medical care is certainly a line 
case in point. At regular Intervals, we hear bit­
ter criticism of the bills charged by doctors and 
hospitals and pharmacists. An uninformed per 
son might conclude that these costs are one of 
the very biggest budget problems in the life of 
the average person

Well. It Just Isn't so—as a brief pictorial chart 
published in the June issue of Medical Econom 
lea, based on Department of Commerce esti­
mates, proves.

Each year we spend $1,600.000.000 for drugs-- 
and $2,600.000.000 for Items involved in personal 
care, such as hairlotions and toilet waters.

Each year we spend $2.600,000.000 in hospitals 
—and nearly twice as much, $5 300.000.000 fo r  
tobacco.

Each year we spend $2,800.000.000 for physi 
dans' services and well over thr«*e times as 
much. Sx.SOO.OOO.OOO on alcoholic drinks

Each year we spend $2.900,000.000 for health 
care other than that mentioned above and over 
four times as much, $11.900.000.000 on recrea­
tion.

The fact that we have more fun smoking or 
drinking or pla>ing games than In visiting the 
doctor shouldn't be allowed to warp our attitude 
toward the facts.

This week the President an d  
the other leader  ̂ of the Western 
Powers will meet in Geneva with 
the Communist Rulers. Every­
one is hopeful that out of this 
meeting will come some solution 
to relieve the tension in the 
world and to lead the way to an 
early permanent peace; how­
ever until the sincerity of t h e  
Soviets is proven over a period 
of years. It is Imperative that 
we in this country maintain our 
stand and not allow ourseles to 
lie lulled into a leeling of false 
security Even though all indi­
cations are that the Russian 
rulers would like to bring the 
cold war to an end there h a s  
bren little evidence of any real 
desire on their part to deviate 
from their program of world 
conquest Only until such time 
as they have demonstrated be 
yond any shadow of a doubt 
that they are no longer dedica 
ted to their eventual plan to 
rule the World can we afford to 
relax for one minute.

No President in our history 
| has gone to an imi»ortant con 
ference with greater support

than that which President Eisen­
hower has in going to Geneva. 
The leaders as well as the rank 
and file of both political |>arties 
in the Congress have offered 
their fullest cooperation. This 
demonstrates without question 
the great desire of all the Amer­
ican people to find some peace­
ful solution to the troublesome 
international problem*.

It now looks like the adjourn­
ment date of this Congress will 
be some time early In August 
rather than late in July as was 
first predicted. The reason is 
that there are several important 
pieces of legislation yet to be 
considered.

Even though all tax relief 
problems have been turned down 
this year, it now seems highly 
probable that next year will see 
some tax relief. There is no 
question in my mind that a 
great many of our taxes h a v e  
reached tin- point of diminishing 
return where actually m o r e  
money would have been re­
turned to the Government if 
these taxes were reduced.

growing crops on tired, over­
worked soil b> using a revolu­
tionary new fertilizer. If the 
formula proves successful, it 
could be produced HO per cent 
cheaper than present commercial 
fertilizers.

Now In experimental stages, 
the fertilizer is said to tie unique 
in its ability to extract nitrogen 
from the air and place it in the 
soil. This would enrich soil vi­
tally, since all crops with the 
exception of legumes extract ni­
trogen, essc-nu.il to plant growth, 
from the soil

crops Resultant deficient crops 
then pass on the nitrogen defic­
iency to animals and humans 
consuming the plants.

The actual formula contains 
no nitrogen itself. It extracts ni­
trogen from the air by use of a 
chemical compound which In 
eludes cobalt, a tough, metallic 
element similar to nickel. T h e  
fertilizer is spread over the 
ground where lertilizer is need 
ed From there the chemical ac­
tion begins which attracts th e  
nitrogen to the ground where it 
is utilized by plant roots.

The compounder of the for­
mula. chemist P. VV. Mader. says 
he discovered the f e r t i l i z e r  
through accident when an over­
dose of cobalt and barium, a non 
volatile element, got mixed Into 
a n o t h e r  formula. A small 
amount of this mixture was 
spilled on a glass and within 72 
hours nitrogen crystals had  
formed.

The chemist explained his for­
mula works somewhat on the re 
\<-î e principle of the nitrogen 
bomb.

All research of the project Is 
I «-mg done in Texas, where ex 
perimental stations are being 
set up in the Panhandle, the Rio 
Grande Valley, near Houston 
and in Central Texas.

“G»>od ol' Gus" Slack bustled 

around the house making the 
ice tea and setting out the c o l d  
watermelon “Well, everything's 
ready." he told his wife, "and It's 
about time for our f r i e n d s  to 
get here."

Ac. they sat there waiting for 
thtir guests Gus puffed with 
pride, we are certainly lucky 
to have so many friend*, a nice 
home »two fine children and 
mot«*y in the bank."

"Good ol' Gus" didn't know 
that the next day 13 law suits 
would be filed by his friends 
who would be hurt that n i g h t  
falling on the floors his wife 
had so carefully waxed that day, 
t r i p p i n g  over throw rugs. j 
stretching their necks on his | 
clothesline, plowing a furrow1 
with their noses In the pile of 
gravel In his unlighted f r o n t  
yard, burning their hair off 
their heads on defective wiring, 
slipping vertebras when th e  
porch rail on which they were

leaning gave away or being half 
bllndi'd by firecrackers thrown 
down the stairs by son Ronald, 
bitten by Rover, and having 
their legs bruised and broken by 
getting tangled up in Rover’s 
leash.

Of course, such a case n e v e r  
really happened but law s ui t s 
have been filed involving each of 
the above situations. The genial 
host Is sometimes surprised to 
find that his guests' gratitude is 
expressed by filing law suits 
against him for injuries received 
In his home

The law is usually more strict 
about accidents befalling trades 
men and others who enter your 
premises in the line of duty so 
to s|>eak postmen, laundrymen. 
meter-readers, delivery boys and 
the like than It is In the rases 
of those who enter your home 
for purely social reasons.

But this does not mean that a 
homeowner Is absolved of all re 
sponsibility for Injury to his 
guests. If he knows a dangerous 
condition exists, he has a d u t y  
to correct it and can be held li­
able for accidents which might 
happen if he doesn't For ex 
ample, in one case a rotted tree 
branch fell to the sidewalk, in 
juring a passerby The court 
held that the owner was respon 
sible because he knew of the do 
fective condition a n d  should 
have remedied It.

Businesses as well as homes 
can suffer serious losses f r o m  
accidents. A case which hap 
pened several years ago will il­
lustrate this point.

One or more of these 
may give you trouble, causing 
ungentlemanly o r unlady like 
belching.

Or the degree of ripeness of a 
fruit or vegetable may cause 
fermentation in the stomach, 
bringing on unpleasant results.

Condiments or strongly flav­
ored foods are other causes of 
indigestion. They often «»use 
the stomach to secrete too much 
hydrochloric acid In normal 
people the stomach neutralia*» 
what it over-secretes, hut people 
with ulcers suffer painful "in 
digestion."
