small towns to do is to invite 
small industries to locate in them 
—so we follow with what we pre­
pared some time ago after hear­
ing what a West Texas Chamber 
o f Commerce official had to say 
about the matter:

At a recent meeting we at­

tended, the securing of Industry 
was brought out as a life-saver 
for the small towns. A  talk by 
Paul D. Marable, Jr., manager of 
the industrial development of the 
West Texas Chamber of Com­
merce, the following statistics re­
garding Industry were brought 
out.

k - k
A  new plant employing 100 new 

new workers means: 296 more 
people In town, 112 more house­
holds, 51 more school children,
1270.000 more in bank deposits, 
107 more registered passenger 
cars and a total of 174 more per­
sons gainfully employed.

k—K
On the other side of the led­

ger, the new Industry employing 
100 new workers Is going to put 
these 51 more children In school 
and because of them the school 
w ill probably need 2.2 new grade 
rooms and 1.65 new high school 
rooms which will cost about $120, 
000. You will need about three to 
four new teachers—and these are 
hard to find. You w ill need to in­
crease the school’s operating 
budget by about $30,000 a year.

k—k
The city would hove to buy 

about four acres of land for 
school and parks expansions. Be­
sides teachers the 100 new fami­
lies will require the hiring of 
additional municipal employees in 
the police and fire departments, 
probably increasing those budget 
by several thousands of dollars. 
This doesn't count increased ex­
penditures for added work in 
cleaning streets, collecting garb­
age, looking after parks, etc.

k—k
The water department will 

have to figure on pumping about
10.000 additional gallons of water 
each day, and those 107 addition­
al registered cars will be increas­
ing traffic problems.

k—k
These are things to think about, 

and there are others, when think­
ing of Inviting Industry to locate 
In a certain area. We had a slight 
promise of a factory at one time, 
but we doubt if few of the above 
facts were considered.

“Better Government” Bills Of Texas 
Would Keep Public Informed On Funds

"Most public officials are 
honest and conscientious people 
who make an effort to do the 
best job possible for those who 
have g lv«q  them positions of 
trust," said Rep. Virginia Duff 
bf Ferris, in commenting on a 
bill she has Introduced in the 
House of Representatives.

“Unfortunately," she continued, 
"it seems there always are a few 
who will, given an opportunity, 
take advantage of loopholes that 
have been allowed to go 'un­
plugged' in our laws. Legislation 
must be passer to prevent their 
virtually robbing the very people 
who have put them In office.’’

Rep. Duff referred to one of 
the 15 "Better Government" bills 
sponsored in the 55th Legislature 
by the Texas Press Association. 
The measure will require publica­
tion of an annual financial state 
rnent by all offices, boards, 
agencies and commissions on all 
levels of government. This in­
cludes school, road, soil conser­
vation and other districts not now 
covered by existing laws. The bill 
also contains a provision for stop­
ping payment o f state funds to a 
school district for failure to 
publish the required statement.

, suited when public officials have 
refused to answer questions

Removal from office of any o f­
ficial refusing to testify on

"This is necessary legislation," 
Rep. Green asserted. “The spirit

Some time ago a group of retail executives was 
secetved by the President at the White House. The 
group's spokesman told the Chief Magistrate that 
■etaihng's increasing sales volume and rising 
capital expansion program are a reflection of con­
fidence in the sound growth of this country’s 
CWKimy He added: "W e sold and will continue 
In eell the products which manufacturers have 
produced and made it possible for them to con­
tinue their operations at peak levels."

This particular group consisted of representa­
tives of retail fields other than foods. The food 
retailers, chain and Independent, are doing ex­
actly the same thing on behalf of the country’s 
farmers, processors and others.

This brings up a point we are apt to overlook. 
We watch the Industrial production figures. In 
order to see how American enterprise and the 
nation fare But the status of retailing is every 
Mt as important. No producer could pseduce for 
long without a sufficient number of buyers of his 
wares. If the goods didn't move he'd have no choice 
but to shut down. Retailing takes the goods and 
moves them into the channels of consumption— 
and then the orders pour into the factories.

Finally, competition is wide open in retailing — 
and that means that every retailer must be on 
bis toes every’ business day of the year. He can't 
Just wait for customers to come in -  he must con­
tinually promote, advertise, and sell.

ULTIM ATE QUESTION

There are great differences of opinion as to the 
wisdom of the many welfare activities that gov 
wnment has undetaken in comparatively recent 
times. But there can be no difference as to one 
matter—the cost Is tremendous, and it becomes 
ever heavier

According to Insurance Economics Surveys, 
the national income increased by 79 per cent be­
tween 1945 and 1955. But In that same period 
social welfare expenditures by all levels of govern­
ment rose 400 per cent- from R 4  billion to some 
t n  '-i billion.

So it would seem that the ultimate question 
w t must answer will be this: How much of such

SETTING THE TRAP
Whole nations from time to time come under 

the freedom-destroying rule of dictators by de­
vious methods which fool the people until they 
are trapped:.

Powerful labor leaders and politicians in the 
United States have been promoting candidates 
and measures to build goverment monopolies to 
the exclusion of free enterprise.

I f  such a program is successful, rank and file 
workmen would find themselves mere work 
slaves as they did In Germany and Russia. Their 
labor bossess would be holding top political Jobs. 
Strikes would be outlawed under penalties such 
as we have witnessed In the dictator countries. 
Government control of Industry and individuals 
wculd be extended.

You may think this could not happen here but 
it is happening under many disguises. Comment­
ing on the way workers are forced to contribute 
for candidates and measures which they may op­
pose, Raymond Moley in Newsweek lists large 
sums that are taken from union funds for politi­
cal purposes. He points out that workmen should 
he interested " . . .  in the fact that their con­
tributions. which should be devoted to matters 
related to their interests as workers are thus 
diverted to the ideological and political concerns 
of their officers.”

Thus are individuals trapped into situations over
which they have no control.

DON’T  IM ITATE FAILURE!
Writing from London, labor columnist Victor 

Riesel says: "Socialism has failed here. They na­
tionalized the steel industry, coal mines, railroads 
and the health service. A ll these lost money. 
Wages didn't go up. Profits went down. There 
were strikes And the Socialist managers were 
as tough as any old fashioned capitalist manu­
facturers' group—more so, believe me."

There is a moral in this for all Americans— 
and especially for American labor, unionized or 
non-unionized. Everyone gets hurt by socialism — 
and the masses of working people get hurt most 
o f all. We should have the intelligence not to 
Imitate failure!

Hearings On Livestock 
Law In Austin This Week

Representatives of both auc­
tions and terminal markets in 
Texas were slated to start meet­
ings with the Livestock Sanitary 
Commission of Texas in Austin 
Monday.

Due for discussion in these 
hearings will be the proposed 
levy against livestock sold 
through terminal markets and 
auction sales in the state to help 
defray the costs of the State's 
animal health program.

In their convention last week 
the auction owners went on re­
cord opposing any now deduc­
tions from the account sales of 
shippers, and this resolution was 
construed to mean flat opposition 
not only to the livestock sales 
tax, but for the various livestock 
and meat promotional campaign.

Some members of the livestock 
sanitary commission have indic­
ated they are less than enthusias 
tic about tho livestock aatea t«x 
idea, and the possibility of its be­
ing shelved was considered pos­
sible. However, some means of 
financing the animal health pro­
gram must be found, they say.

One of the latest proposals to . 
eome up is a suggested per capital 
livestock tax. This proposal 
would presumably tax each head 
of livestock in the state a stipu­
lated amount and presumably the 
tax would be levied on the basis 
of livestock population as now 
carried on the county rolls.

Hundreds of livestock men con­
tacted In Fort Worth during the 
Southwestern Exposition and Fat 
Stock Show Just closed, were un­
animous in voicing their opposi­
tion to any sales tax or transac­
tions tax on livestock.

Two principal points were men­
tioned by virtually all of them 
and these were:

1. Livestock producers are al­
ready "hardship cases” because 
only two out of the 254 counties 
in the state are not designated 
as drouth disaster areas.

2. Livestock producers consider 
the program more a public health 
matter, than one for the farmer 
and stockman alone, and as such 
the general- publie should bear 
the expense of animal disease 
cleanup.

Many thirsty Texas farmers

and ranchers may be overlooking 
a potential water hole that’s been 
underfoot nil the time, namely 
the usually dry old creek bed.

In several instances, at least, 
Texans have managed to make 
tanks o f water from mere trick­
les by proper treatment of na­
ture’s forgotten irrigation ditches 
which run through most every­
body’s land.

Use of small check dams is 
nothing new, but seldom have 
they taken so individual a turn 
as in the case of J. G. Brunson. 
Lamar County farmer who sub 
irrigates 50 acres of corn and 
bottomland alfalfa from an old- 
horseshoe shaped creek bed on 
his place.

Brunson created his irrigation 
supply by damming up the lower 
end of the creek so that water 
stands 10 to 15 feet deep in the 
old channel now by passed by the 
Red River. The dam raised the 
water table In nearby bottom 
lands to within 10 to 12 feet of

■ the surface, creating a natural 
I situation for sub irrigating.

Another dry creek bed, this 
I one in Williamson County, be- 
came an incidental source of 

j  stock water when County Com­
missioner E. E. Martinets of 
( ¿ranger dug out tons of gravel 
from Donahue Creek t>ed for 

| road construction purposes 
When now rare December rains 
came to the area, the enlarged 
••reek beds caught and contained 
a great deal of water. I lad the 
beds remained shallow, tire val­
uable supply would have run off 
as it does in most cases to be 
swallowed up in the Gulf.

Use of small dams and ingenu 
ity in at least one other Texas 
county are attempting to place 
run-off waters where they are 
most valuable—underground

Several Uvalde county group 
are attempting to cheek the vic­
ious flood waters which come up 
unexpectedly with heavy rains 
along rivers and streams of the 
upper Edwards plateau.

In one project on the Leona Riv­

er, the entrance to a large under­
ground cave beneath the river bed 
was emptied of flood debris and 
fitted with a system of iron bars 
similar to a cattle guard. When 
and if the fhxxi water come, the 
watershed away trees, sod and 
grass will lie swept on down­
streams while a sizable amount 
of the otherwise-wasted water 
should la* sent to the under 
ground cavity, raising the ci iti- 
cally low water table.

Small dams are also being spot 
placed to retard the run-off 
waters in order to give them a 
chance to sink into dwindling 
underground supplies.

It is ho|H-d the current session
of the legislature will provide
some financial means of further
ing this most apt means of re
Kilning wasted waters.

A week ago I read a statement 
in a newspaper which turned up 
out here In the road near my
