and to society a re  fa r  g rea te r .”

And w e would have tu rned  the clock back by cen­
turies.

H ere is  one of the  g rea t significances of w hat 
we call the  ag ricu ltu ra l revolution. Until about 
th ree  genera tions ago fa rm ing  m ethods and  im ­
plem ents had changed but little  since the dawn 
•f civ'ilization. Then cam e the  s ta r t  of m echaniza­

tion, and the firs t of th e  m arvelous m achines 
which sw iftly  and econom ically do the farm  Jobs 
today—and, of equal im portance, provide the 
tools fo r conserving precious land fo r the  fu tu re .

SOME « HKIsTM AS 
G IFTS TAX \BI.K

A lthough it m ay come as a 
su rp rise  to  some people, the fed­
eral governm ent levies a tax 
w hich applies to g ifts made by 
one person to another. H owever 
the  governm ent has no desire to 
tax ord inary  b irthday a n d  

C h ristm as gifts. The law  there  
fore exclude-- from  taxable gifts 
the first $3 < 0(1 given to each in ­
dividual in each calendar year.

The law also excludes from 
taxable g ifts g ifts  to the church, 
com m unity  chest, and sim ilar 
charitab le  organizations, and al 
lows each giver an exem ption of 
$30.000 - before the tax applies.

The tax  applies w hether the 
gift is of money o r of property . 
If it is of property, the tax  is 
com puted on the fa ir m aiket 

value of the property  at the  date 
of the gift.

The purpose of m any g ifts  is 
to  rem ove the  property  from  the 
taxable e s ta te  of the g iver a t the 
tim e of his death. This m ay or 
may not be accom plished. The 
federal law provides th a t trails 
fers m ade w ithin th ree  years be­
fore date of death shall be deem 
ed to  have been m ade in con­
tem plation of death and shall be 
taxable in the esta te  of the one 
w ho dies.

It ma> l>e advisable to "look 
a gift ho tse  in the m outh" for , 
the gift m ay cost one w ho re ­
ceives the gift in income taxes 
as well as the giver in gift taxes

F o r inenme tax purposes the 
cost basis of property  received 
by gift Is the cost to  the givei 
regard less of the fact th a t the 
giver m ay have paid a gift tax 
on the gift. The o th e r ru le  is 
tha t in case of p roperty  received 
by inheritance, the cost basis is 
the fair m aike t value at the  date 
of (he de< «-dent's death.

An exam ple will show the  ap ­
plication of the rules. Suppose 
a farm er acquired his land In the 
early  days at a cost of $ 10.000. 
This pru[*-rty is now w orth  RV». 
000 The fa rm er w ishes to  re tire  
and tu escape e s ta te  taxes, so he 
gives the farm  to his daughter.

A lthough he may pay federal

gift taxes totaling several thou 
sand dollars, when the daughter 
decides to sell the farm  for Its 
$50 000 value she still has to 
pay income tax  on $40.000 profit 
'd ifference  between the sales 

, price and her fa th er's  cost of 
$10.000. *

On the o ther hand, if the farm  
er had not given the farm  to the 
daughter, but had left it to her

1 under his will, he would have 
saved the gift tax. The daughter 
would have taken the property
at a cost basis of $5*1.000, so lip 
on the sale she would not have 
had to pay any income tax.

Of course, There would have 
been sume esta te  taxes and ad­
m inistration  expenses in the fa­
th e r 's  estate, hut that would 
have been m uch less than the 
taxes which resulted from the 
gift. However, depending upon 
individual and particu lar circum 
stances, then* m ay ho occasions 
when a gift is advisable. Your 
law yer can adviM* you on t h i s 1 
m atter.

Mr. Tate explained that the 

1954 Am endm ents to the Social 
Security Act perm it earn ings up 
to $1200 in a calendar y ear be 
fore any benefits a re  lost even 
if you work in all m onths of the 
year. Even if you earn  m ore 
than $1200. some paym ents can 
be made if your to ta l earn ings 
for the year a re  not over $2080, 
Moreover, you do not lose a bene­
fit for any m onth In which you 
do not earn  m ore than  $80 in 
em ploym ent or do not render sub­
stan tial services in self-employ­
m ent. regardless of the am ount 
of your earnings In o ther m onths 
of the year.

T ate  pointed out that this pro­
vision enables the w orker to  take 
a part time job o r one Involving 
less responsibility. In  this way, 
he can keep busy and at the sam e 
tim e supplem ent his social se- 
urity  benefits. He suggests that 

when the tim e for re tirem ent 
comes, ever) w orker read the 
easy-to understand leaflet, “Facts 
About Earnings W hile Receiving 
Paym ents," which is available 
upon request a t any social se­
curity  office. It will tell you 
exactly how your benefits will 
he affected if you continue to 
work. “Bettor still," he said, 
“come to our office and we will 
be glad to discuss yo u r particu ­
lar problem s w ith you in per 
son."

One out of every six motor­
ists needing special visual a t­
tention is unaware of his short­
comings. reports the Motorist's 
Vision Committee of the Amer­
ican Optometric Association.
Safe vision, from the standpoint 

of driving, is made up of four es­
sential visual skills, the Associa­
tion points out. They are distance 
acuity, proper field of vision, 
night vision and depth perception.

Distance acuity is the ability to 
see objects clearly, without blur, 
from 20 feet to many yards ahead. 
The AOA considers 20 40 vision 
(with or without glasses! a min­
imum requirement. Tests have 
shown that the average traffic 
sign with five-inch letters can be 
read at about 280 feet by the 
driver with 20 20 vision, at 113 
feet by those with 2" 40 vision 
and at only 80 feet by motorists 
with 20 50 vision. •

T here  has been considerable 
m isunderstand ing  am ong farm  

e rs  as to  the correct m ethod for 
reporting  th e ir  ea rn in g s for so 
clal security  tax purposes, ac ­
cording to  E rton  F. Tate, Man 
ag e r of the social security  d is­
tric t office in W ichita Falls, 
Texas.

Some of this m isunderstanding  
Is because thero a re  m any cases 
w here the fa rm er has not m ade 
a net income of $600.00, and 
therefore  believes th a t no F ed ­
eral income tax  re tu rn  < Form  
1040) is necessary. However, all 
self employed persons m ust file 
Form  1040, w ith  a p ro fit and loss 
sta tem en t attached, if they net 
$400.00 a year. F rom  this, it is 
plain to see th a t the  self em ploy­
ed person w ho m akes betw een 
$400 and $600 p er y ea r m ust file 
the re tu rn  and pay the social se­
curity  tax  even though  he is 
not subject to incom e tax.

The law goes beyond th is  in 
the case of the  self employed 
farm er. He m ay exercise an op­
tion if he chooses. W hen the 
gross incom e from  the  farm  is 
$1800 o r less he m ay report, fo r 
social security  purposes, e ither 
two th irds of h is g ross or the ac 
tua l net earnings. W hen the 
gross income from  th e  farm  ex­
ceeds $1800 the net income m ust 
be figured; if the net income is 
less than  $1200, the fa rm er may 
elect to  rep o rt $1200 for social 
security. If  the  net earn ings from  
the  fa rm  a re  m ore than  Sl-’oo 
he m ust rep o rt the ac tual am ount 
of h is net earn ings.

To find out his net earn ings 
he should list a ll expenses in

connection w ith the operation  of 
the farm . Expenses such as seed, 
fertilizer, electricity, fuel and oil 
for operation of trac to rs  a re  
counted against gross income. 
He should also show the depre­
ciation on farm  buildings, trac ­
tors, combines, and tools neces­
sary  for the operation of the 
farm , according to E rton F. Tate, 
M anager of the social security  
office in W ichita Falls, Texas.

More detailed inform ation is 
contained in a publication en tit­
led F arm ers Tax Guide (Publi­
cation No. 225) w hich can nor 
m aily be obtained from  your 
county farm  agen t o r th e  In te r­
nal Revenue Service.
