For some, it will be the end
of the line. That's where they
get off the band wagon and be-
come just plain Mr. Citizen again.
For others, it will possibly mean
another month of the long, hard
grind, and their story will not be
completely told until the votes
are counted in the August pri-
mary.

For the fortunate — those who
receive a majority of the votes —
it will mean four years of ser-
vice to their constituents.

Candidates are in their final
rounds of bidding for your
votes. Many of them have com-
pleted their personal work and
are now letting the matter rest
in your hands in the hope they
will find favor when you wield
that pencil at the polls.

This week's paper is carrying
the final appeal of quite a few
candidates from state office
to precinct office. Perhaps you
should read these ads.

This paper has always tried
to maintain a policy of strict neu-
trality in all elections Whether
this is right or not, we don't
know.
