Knox Officials 
Voted Increase 
In Pay Recently

All Knox County elective offi 
cials have been voted salary in­
creases by the commissioners 
court.

For most of the officials this 
Increase will amount to 20 per 
cent. This is the first increase 
county officials have received in 
several years. The pay of the 
county judge, county attorney, 
sheriff, tax assessor-collector, and 
county clerk was boosted from 
$4.440 to $5,280 annually Pay of 
the four commissioners was in­
creased to $t,440 from $4,700 per 
year. The commissioners also re­
ceive $25 a month for in county 
expenses.

Receiving lesser salary raises 
were the county treasurer, who 
will receive $3.750 instead of $1,- 
000 and the district clerk, whose 
pay was raised from $2,850 to $3,- 
000.

The sheriff's department was 
authorised to pay its first deputy 
up to $4,000 per year. Maximum 
pay for deputies in the tax office 
and county clerk’s office is $225 
per month for the first deputy 
and $200 for the .second.

Extra clerks will receive $6 per 
day. Other salaries paid by the 
county are: justice of the jieace 
in each precinct, $50 a mo th 
plus foes; constable at Knox 
City and Monday, $50 per month; 
county service officer, $1,050 per 
year; county agent, $1,700. pet- 
year; and home demonstration 
agent. $1,300 per year plus $500 
travel expenses for the agents.

< Special t — Court action chal­

lenging the validity o f a $3,800,-
000 bond election in the North 
Central Texas Municipal Water 
Authority was still hanging fire 
this week, two months after no­
tice of an election contest was 
given water authority officials.

The bond election, held last 
Oct. 11, Tarried in all four towns 
comprisinir-tbp Water Authori­
ty —  Haskell, Rule, Munday and 
Goree.

Later, parties in Rule and Go­
ree, represented by Tom F. Glov­
er, Seymour attorney, gave notice 
of intention to contest the elec­
tion in the two towns.

This had the effect of blocking 
any further progress in develop­
ing the municipal water program 

j  planned by the Authority until 
the litigation is cleared up.

Because of this fact, officers 
and directors of the Water Au­
thority have been anxious for a 
sjieedy hearing on the contest ac­
tion, in order to avoid any pro­
longed delay in the contemplated 
water program.

"W e are confident that the 
courts will uphold vlaidity of the 
bond elections held in all towns, 
including Rule and Goree," W. R. 
Johnson of Haskell, president of 
the Authority says.

Any hearing on the Rule elec­
tion controversy will be heard In 
district court of Haskell County, 
while litigation stemming from 
the Goree election will come up 
in Knox County district court.

Car Title Needed 
For New ’59 Tags

Knox County motorists will be 
required to produce titles to their 
automobiles when they request 
new license plates, starting Feb­

ruary 1, John Smith, county tax 
| assessor - collector, stated last
1 week.

Smith said he wished to re­
mind motorists early to begin 
looking lor vehicle registration
papers.

The Texas Highway Depart- 
jment has asked that titles be 
shown before plates are issued, 
since the Texas Title Act wont 
into effect a Jecade ago but the 
measure has r.ot been stringent­
ly enforced.

The move is the result of abus­
es of the old method of license 
issuing, which required only the 
reco ,it of the previous year’s li­
cense purchase at the time new 
plates were obtained.

This view is predicated cn various anticipa­
tion.*. One is that the cast of living will hold prnc 
tieully constant, using only from its recent level 
of 123.9 to 124 9 next December.

It now remains to be <h*m whether this confi­
dence is justified. And there are "if's" involved 
which could upset the p.vd.utions of the ablest 
forecasters.

One, of course, is government spending Wash­
ington reports say the President’s budget will be 
a balanced one. or neatly so. But no one knows if 
Congress will go along with that.

Then there is the wage problem. It ’s certain 
if it major wage and fringe benefit boosts will be 
demanded in steel and elsewhere. I f  the demands 
succeed, if the increases are r.ot accompanied by 
an offsetting rise in productivity, it's hard to see 
how price* can be kept stable for long.

The point is that the principal forces that 
underly inflation show no evidence of being re­
strained. So long as this is the case, the danger 
signs will remain on the horizon.

OUR CHANGING AGRICULTURE
by Wayne l ’lift.

of Vocational Agriculture 
Goree High School

Vocational Agriculture 
And Business Training

The ability to manage one's 
business well is desired by every­
one. But how does one learn 
the art of management?

This ability, like many others, 
can only be learned through ex­
perience. This important fact is 
realized an«l provided for in the 
vocational agriculture program 
at Goree High School.

Vocational agriculture students 
are afforded opportunities to 
learn business management in 
dealing with Individual and FFA 
projects.

The individual projects of stu­
dents consist of crop and live­
stock projects and are usually 
referred to as the students su|H>r- 
vis«>«i farming program. Each 
student is required to have one 
before he is allowed to take 
vocational agriculture. Growing 
these projects and keeping re 
cords on them provides students 
with very valuable experience In 
busint'ss management.

Students learn about the eeo 
norme laws involved in buying 
and selling commodities. Too. 
they learn how to manage their 
land, labor, anil capital in order 
to make the maximum amount 
of profit.

Last year the value of crops 
and livestock produced by the 
20 vocational agriculture students

at Goree High School was $600.00. 
Producing products valued at this 
much requires the use of good 
managerial abilities.

Such managerial abilities not 
only are beneficial to students 
at the present time but such abil­
ities will be of value when the 
student finishes high school and 
enters business for himself. 
These managerial abilities, even 
though learne«! in relation to 
farming activities, will be valu­
able to the person who enters 
an occupation relate*l to farming.

155,000 COURTHOUSE IM PROVEM ENT BONDS

No Increase In Tax Rate
The C ommissioners Court of Knox County last Nov­

ember employed a well known firm of Fort Worth archi­
tects to make a careful examination of the present con­
dition of the Courthouse. Their report of this survey 
states that when the building was erected, it was a first 
class building, well built and designed, however, over 
the years much damage lias taken place and detoriation 
has set up principally due to weather, water leakage, 
freezing and ravages of time.

According to the architects estimate the cost will he 
approximately $55,000.00 to correct the defective condi­
tions now existing and to put the building in first class 
condition; so in order to conserve our investment in the 
Courthouse, an election on the authority to issue that 
amount of bonds will be up to the qualified voters in a 
bond election Saturday, February 7th.

The average man just can’t use 
enougti gasoline tc pay for an 
eight lane liig'iway, unless they 
make cars that burn eight times 
as much gas. and I think they're 
working on that too.

The problem Is too big for mo, 
but If a man wants to go down 
in history two notches ahead of 
Thomas Edison, Alexander Gra­
ham Bell. Robert Fulton, and the 
Wright Brothers, let him invent
