What Is the old saying about 
the slip o f tongue or pen mak­
ing a man's face red? Two 
weeks ago we made an accusa­
tion, which proved to be totally 
untrue.

AFRICAN NATION VISITED 
BY LOCAL CITIZEN

BAIRD — In January and 
February the local congregation 
o f the church of Christ, assist­
ed by the congregation in Clyde, 
,ent the local preacher, Joe 
Wilson, for a one month 
preaching tour In the nation of 
Ghana, West Africa. The fo l­
lowing Is some of the highlights 
i f his t.lp. along with some ob­
servations and impression.s 
aixiut the nation and the peo­
ple.

Ghana Is about the size of 
our state of Oregon with a pop­
ulation of nearly ten million 
yieople The people are mostly 
of Negroid stock with a sprlnk- 
,.ng o f Arabs and Caucasians 
mostly British I They are a 

^ery friendly and courteous peo­
ple receptive to the teaching 
o f the Bible. Tiie vast majority 
livi. In poverty by American 
stuncardi. but they are a hap­
py. genteel peojile.

The economy of the nation is 
shaky following a hard-fought 
comeback over the overthrow 
o f Nkrnmah In 1965. However, 
some government social pro­
grams are being expedited, and 
industry Is making slow, but 
steady advances Imported pro­
ducts I w hich Includes practical­
ly all manufactured produces i 
are cxhorbitantly high. Locally 
produced goods are extremely 
reasonable.

Though the pt>ople have very 
little cash and only about half 
the work force is employed, the 
people do no g i  hungry Locally 
produced foods are very cheap 
and many o f the foods grow 
wild Bananas, pawpaws, plan­
tain, casava root, yams coco­
nuts. palm nuts, and other edi­
ble roots can be gathered In 
the countryside. These food re­
sult In widespread malnutrition 
because o f a lack o f proteins, 
but the people do not go hun­
gry

As in many under-developed 
countries the women of Ghana 
do most of the day-to-day work. 
They usually gather and pre­
pare the food, take care of 
bcu.sehold chores and care for

the children Many of the men 
who dn not have employment 
and spend their days In vlslt- 
i.ig around the village, or oc­
casionally cxplor ng and hunt­
ing In the jungle.

The southern half o f Ghana 
If largely jungle country. In- 
t.'isperscd with small villages 
built In clearings In the jun­
gle, The jungle presses closely 
upon the villages The nortli- 
ern part of Giiana Is rolling 
plains country somewhat like 

grassy plains of our own 
United States There are not 
>11 any wild animals in Ghana. 
What lew there are now are 
on reserves, mostly In the north. 
There are, though many orll- 
h mtly colored beautiful birds.

The typical Ghanlan home Is 
lacking of many of the things 
we regard as necessities They 
have few beds. Children usually 
flrcp on mats on the floor. The 
noiises are built mostly of mud 
olocks. have tin rools and no 
running water or Inside toilet 
facilities They are built on the 
compound scheme (something 
like our haciendas o f the south­
west. with a patio In the cen­
ter of the building! Often the 
compound Is Inhabited by a 
lanliies. or a man with a num- 
bi r of wives who dwell In the 
various rooms of the compound.

Few villa'’ e have piped water. 
The women cany water on 
their heads from .small, dirty 
streams and deposit It In 50 
gallon barrels near the dexir of 
tl;e house. It Is very un.ianltary, 
but the best they have Some 
village are now getting piped 
water, and the villagers get 
their water from a public foun­
tain. Many of the natives take 
their baths in these public 
stream.! or at the public foun­
tains In the villages.
