The
midge is a small gnatlike insect
that is about 1/12 of an inch long
which has an orange body and
clear wings. There is a small
stinger on the tail that usually is
sticking in an upward position
This insect is hard to control
with insecticides and has been
compared to the boll weevil be
cause of it's life cycle, destructive
capability and the great difficulty
in it's control.

The adult fly lays an egg that
takes about two days to hatch
The small pinkish maggot feed
on the inside of the grain for 9
to 11 days and then it pupates
and emerges as an adult and the
eyvele is completed. It takes about
11 to 16 days for the cycle !
complete it's self

Research indicates that midge
can be controlled; however, it is
important to remember that the
adult can deposit eggs as the
head emerges from the boot and
continue on through the bloom
stage. It appears that early
planting and insecticide applica-

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ONE FALSE STEFP

There is a long-held fear that World War 111
might be set off by miscalculation—by some error
of judgement on the part of an aggressor that
could conceivably lead to the death of civilization
as we understand it

That danger was recently stressed by Lord
Home, Britain's Foreign Secretary. Specifically, he
said that a Russian false step in Berlin “could
easily plunge Europe into war.”

There is a chilling item in the July 31 issue of
U. S. News and World Report. According to It,
Soviet Ambassador Menshikov said, at a recent
diplomatic reception: “In the final analysis, when
the chips are down, the American people won't
fight for Berlin.”

That view-—which has been held In Some
friendly circles, as well as unfriendly —has result
ed, in part at least, from the air of indecision
which has hung over Washington. Brave words
Bave not been implemented by action. Now, how
ever, a change seems to be taking place. It is being
made clear that we will retreat no farther so far
as Berlin is concerned.

There can be no doubt that this kind of
zesolve motivates the great majority of Ameri-
eans. Let us hope that is understood everywhere
