Let's hope we will never
take our ambulance service
for granted. Everyone
should remember when it
was up to the City of
Munday to take over the
ambulance service. Mec-
Cauley-Smith had been
forced to make their decision
of getting out of the
ambulance business. The
City of Munday was taking
it, not because they wanted
it (as it was known to not be
a money making business)
but because we had to have
ambulance service.

Munday and Goree citi-
zens rallied strongly when
money was being raised for
the new ambulance and
Munday has some tireless
volunteers that aid Bobby
Hutchinson in a great many
ways.

Knox County, Goree,
Knox County Hospital Dis-
trict and Munday share the
expense of operation. The
expense is totaled for each
month, the income is
subtracted and these four
units pay the difference.
Goree and Munday share
their expense according to
popoulation.

Bobby Hutchinson does a
fine job of handling the
ambulance service. Besides
being on call, keeping the
vehicle and supplies ready at
all times, he has books to
keep. He shared some of his
records with The Courier
and we thought a report of
charges and number of calls
up to this time might be of

interest to our readers.
After this article, we plan to
report each month,

In 1976, when the am-
bulance went into operation,
108 calls were made with
charges of $6,044.50 made.
Of this amount, $5,151.656
was paid. In any kind of
business, and it should not
be so, there is always an
amount left unpaid. 1547.30
was unpaid with $345.55
deemed uncollectible for
that year.

In 1977, a total of 164 calls
were completed and
$8,345.00 in charges with
$7,432.70 of this amount paid
in that year. $170.30 was
uncollectible in 1977.

In 1978, calls totaling 165
were made and charges in
the amount of $8,274.00. Of
this amount $7,583.70 was
paid and $59.40 considered
uncollectible. One can see
that 92% collection was
accomplished which is ex-
cellent.

In the ten month period of
1979, 133 calls have been
completed with 64% collec-
tion made thus far. Of
course, the collection 1s not
always made in the same
month as the charge.

There has been no real
disappointment in the am-
bulance operation. We have
had excellent personnel and
once Bobby Hutchinson took
over there have been no

'‘complaints on how patients

are handled.

In Wholesale Rates

West Texas Utilities Co.
has filed for an increase in
wholesale rates for electric
energy it supplies to 14 rural

electric cooperatives and
one municipality.
The increase would

average 10.6 per cent, and
for most of the co-ops would
be the first increase in base
rates in 15 years. Most of
them have been buying
power from WTU under
contract initiated in 1965.

WTU, in its filing with the
Federal Energy Regulatory
Commission in Washington,
estimated that the increase
would amount to $2,261,349
in additional revenue for the
company during the 1980
calendar year.

The increase would be
effective January 1, 1980.
All of the existing co-op
contracts expire on Decem-
ber 31, 1979. The contract
with Sonora, which is the
municipality involved, ex-
pires December 31, 1983,

but contains provisions for
rate changes.

W. P. (Bill) Sayles, WTU's
vice president for customer
services, said rising costs of

increase necessary. “Fifteen
years without an increase is
a long time,” he said,
“especially in a period of
inflation.”

He said the proposed rate
structure is designed not
only to bring charges to
wholesale customers more in
line with WTU's increased
cost of service, but to
encourage the co-ops to level
their loads.

This incentive is provided
in a demand charge, based
on a ratchet clause which
allows WTU to bill these
wholesalers for up to 80 per
cent of their peak demands
over a 12-month period and
helps level costs over the
year. It also gives them the
opportunity to actually de-
crease the unit cost of
electric energy and minimize
costs to their customers by
shifting load to off-peak
periods. '

will be beneficial to
co-ops and their customers,
and to the overall efforts to
conserve energy,” Sayles
said.

“Without such a provision
there is no incentive or
benefit for the wholesale
customers to implement load
management programs.”

Sayles said the proposed
new contract had been
discussed with all of the
co-op managers and their
engineering consultants be-
fore the filing was made
with the Federal Energy

Regulatory Commission.

Knox County
Texas Travel

Knox County received
$1,318,000 of the State's
$7,032,369,000 travel re-
ceipts in 1978, a national
study commissioned by the
Texas Tourist Development
Agency has disclosed.

The 1978 figures reflect an
increase of 12 percent in
travel receipts over 19}7 for

Knox County.
In addition to gross

receipts, the study found
that Knox County in 1978
had 57 of the state’s 243,887
travel-related jobs, with an
annual payroll of $334,000.

It also estimated $53,000
in state and $7,000 in local
taxes were paid by county
visitors in 1978.

The study was done by
the U. S. Travel Date Center
in Washington, D. C., an
independent travel research
organization funded jointly

by public and private
sectors.

It was based on the
Center's Travel Economic

Impact Model which breaks
out a state's share of the
national travel market on a
county-by-county basis.

The model measures the
economic impact of all travel
involving overnight trips
away from home, and day
trips at least 100 miles or
more from home. Thus it
includes travel by Texans as
well as out-of-state visitors,
for all purposes.

A group of knowledgeable
cotton leaders from the
gouth Plains and Gulf Coast
regions of Texas say there is
sirong sentiment held by
some USDA officials that a
set-aside should be imple-
mented for the 1980 cotton
crop but that Administra-
tjon officials appear to be
Opposed.

Returning from a trip to
the nation’s capital, around a
dozen members of the Texas
parmers Union said they
found Department of Agri-
culture  authorities  well
aware that the accumulated
carryover of cotton stocks
will increase to around 6.1
million bales for 1979's crop,
a prediction which has
reflected an impact already
in deflated prices.

TFU is asking for a
minimum  10%  set-aside
when the 1980 crop program
is announced December 15.
The farm organization is also
asking for an increase in the
target price that reflects
inflationary production costs
and a change in the law as
regards the loan rate to
allow the Secretary to use
the loan as a tool for orderly
marketing and price sup-
port.

“There are considerations
beyond the obvious price
suppressing impact of an
increased  surplus,”  said
TFU Vice President Joe
Rankin. “Withou set-
aside, the increased con-
sumption of energy, water
and other scarce resources
used to produce a crop in
surplus is unwise at vest, if

not foolish. The USDA
recognizes this, but there
are certain Administration

advisers who persist in
fighting food and fiber
inflation by encouraging

surpluses to cap producer
prices,” Rankin noted.

If a set-aside were in place
cotton farmers would be
required to stay within a
base acreage prescribed by
law as well as reduce
plantings by the announced
percentage in order to
qualify for farm program
benefits. A set-aside would
have further impact in that
cotton farmers who raise
other. crops would be
required to keep within
their base acreage for all
commodities.

“There are hugh com-
panies operating farms in
the West using federally
subsidized water that don't
want a set-aside,” pointed
out Bob Gibson, a cotton
farmer from Meadow. “They
can make money with cheap
cotton prices because they
don't pay what we do for
water,"” Gibson said. “Plus,
they would be limited as to
the amount of acres they
would receive water for."

Gibson was referring to a
part of federal law that

prohibits delivery of sub-
sidized water to
