the home and the school, that
parents and teachers may cooper-
ate intelligently in the education
of children and youth; to develop
between educators and the gen-
eral public such united efforts as
will secure for all children and
youth the highest advantages in
physical, mental, social, and spiri-
tual education.

Emphasis has again been given
lo the seriousness and potential
danger of food poisoning. Hardly
any of us have been spared the
uncomfortable symploms ----
stomach ache, cramps, diarrhea,
vomiting, fever, headache. Usu-
ally these symptoms subside with
time, but we are sceing more
severe complications.

Use these ideas to "beat the
bugs" that cause food bome ill-
ness.

1. Avoid A Raw Deal. Cook
foods, especially raw meats,
poultry, fish and eggs thoroughly.
Ground meats are more likely to
be contaminated because of the
large surface arca exposed iIn
grinding. In larger cuts, such as
roasts and steaks, bacteria may be
on the outside surface, but the
muscle meat may not be contami-
nated. With ground meat prod-
ucts, the bacteria will be spread
throughout.

2. Egg Alert. The culprits here
arc both unsafe food handling and
bacteria inside some egg shells.
The bacteria is a certain type of
Salmonella that may be trans-
mitted from the hen to the egg.
It is possible that an egg, even if
uncracked, could have the bac-
teria in it. So always cook eggs
thoroughly, do not wash eggs
prior to storage, and store in the
original container.

3. The Convenience Factor,
A bacteria called Listeria may

lurk in ready-to-cat packaged

foods and deli meats, and the
scary thing is that it can grow at
refrigerator temperatures. To
protect against it, re-heat foods
such as hot dogs or deli meats
before consuming. Be sure to
observe "use by" dates.

4.In A Stew. When you cookin
large quantity, how do you cool
the leftovers? A large pot of hot
food should be divided into
shallow containers, so that the
temperature drops quickly enough
and bacteria does not grow in the
center.

5. Beware The Hitchhiker
Germ. Bacteria are hitchhickers
and you can give them a ride if

you don't practice good hygiépe ’

and safe food handling practices.
That's why we have to be so care-
ful to avoid cross-contamination.
We cross contaminate when we
let juices from raw meats or our
hands that have touched them,
carry bacteria to raw or uncooked
foods.

If you or anyone in your family
is at increased risk for food bome
illness, due to chronicillness, age,
orother reason, follow preventive
measures to protect yourself from
the possibility of severe conse-

quences of food borne illness.

Soil and Water Conservation Dis-
trict. The Non-Resident Conserva-
tion Award means that the recipi-
ent operates land within the
boundaries of the district. The
1 'Lowe brothers operate a yearling
. operation in the north east part of
' Haskell County.

Lowe Brothers operate approxi-
mately 650 acres divided into 520
acres cropland, 25 acres grassed

| waterways, 81 acres rangeland
rand 10 acres pastureland, and are
 able to run about 700 yearlings.

Through the Great Plains Con-

iservation Program, the Lowe
‘brothers constructed approxi-
:mately 77,470 feet of parallel ter-
jraces, and 25 acres of grassed
‘waterways. They have done brush
work and pasture planting.
:  Wheat pastures are in a rotated
‘grazing system. By using electric
fencing to make smaller fields, the
LL\'OWCS can have a better and more
I;;pnlrolled utilization of wheat

grazing.

Pastureland is seeded to
Kleingrass, and Joe and Jerry arc
currently clearing rangeland to
sced back to Kleingrass. This will
make more productive grazing.

They rotate approximately 150
acres of cottonland.

Besides the ranching business,
they also operate a grass seed and
custom harvesting business. From
May through October, the Lowes
travel with the harvesting busi-
ness. They harvest grain and grass
seed from places such as South
Dakota, Montana, Kansas, Okla-
homa, New Mexico, and Texas.
