Under 6 Soccer Team
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‘Challenges for
women in farm life

As we continue our three part
series on farm safety, we want to
focus on women this week.

Statistics show that women
involved in agricultural work may
be at an increased risk for certain
types of accidents. While men are
involved in more tractor rollovers,
women are at a higher risk of
being run over by tractors and
ather farm machinery, according
[0 preliminary data from the Na-
tional Safety Council. Farm and
ranch experts say that women
often assist their spouses by help-
ing hitch equipment to tractors.
This activity may expose them to

Anjury or death.

Another area of increased risk
for women is working with farm
animals and livestock. Prelimi-
nary data from farm states shows
women often tend livestock while
:men work with farm tractors and
other machinery. As a result,
women may suffer disabling in-
Jjuries from farm animals. In order
L0 prevent accidents, the National
Safety Council reminds women
who participate in farm chores to
lake preventive measures such as
the ones offered below.

*Wear clothing and safety gear
That is appropriate for the tasks or
chores at hand. Boots and shoes
should be fully laced and loose
tlothing tucked in to prevent
power take-off and equipment
entanglements.

*Keep your hair neatly tucked
under head gear or tied up when
working around wrap points such
as power take-offs.

*Be extremely careful when
helping to hitch implements to
tractors. Do not get caught in a
tight location between a tractor
and other farm machinery. Learn
the common hand signals associ-
ated with safe hitching procedures.
“ *Always face unpredictable
livestock so you can watch them
at all times. Larger farm animals
such asbulls and horses may panic
or become aggressive and inflict
serious injury. Swine, especially

sows with young pigs, can be very
protective of their young and may
injure a person when aggravated.

*Do not go along as an "extra-
rider" on a farm tractor. Bumpy,
uneven ground, quick tums and
excessive speedmay increase your
risk of falling and being run over
by the tractor or trailing equip-
ment.

Don't bring
pests indoors
with plants

With the onset of cooler weather,
many people are bringing their
plants indoors, but along with the
plants often come insects.

Check plants carefully while
they are still outdoors. Once in-
sects are indoors, they can be even
more pervasive because they don't
have to worry aboul the pressures
of parasites, predators and the
effects of the outdoor environ-
ment.

Insects may either be on the
plantorinthe soil. Tum the plant's
leaves over and open the plant Lo
check all the stems. Remove any
litter on top of the soil. Then, to be
on the safe side you can use one of
the aerosols for indoor plants,
carefully and lightly treating all
the plants that have been moved.

Even withsuchmeasures, some
pests can get by. Spot-check them
indoors. If you do find an insect
on the plant, be sure to properly
identify it before buying insecti-
cide. A wrong diagnosis can be
more costly than taking no action
at all.
