Combines continue to roll - local
wheat looking better than expected

The hot winds and dry condi-
tions that continue to plague Texas
have only put a dent in the local
wheat harvest situation. While
some farmers were expecting the
worst and wonderingifthere would
be acrop just a few weeks ago now
they are finding themselves re-
lieved to a certain extent. True, the
yield isn't up to par with past years
and the grade of most wheat har-
vested thus far isn't the best, but
things could have beenmuch worse.

Farmer's Grain in Munday re-
ports that they are staying busy
from 7:00 a.m. until midnight most
every day and, as Sonny Moore
reports, "things are hotand heavy."

And hot it is! While the hot tem-
peratures and high winds have dried
out some of the wheat the over-all
conditions for the combiners are
good. They go to work at daylite
and can work until dark or until

they can't go any [urther - which-
ever comes [irst. These weather
conditions are good for harvesting
but not good for the moisture con-
tent of the wheat and definitely not

good forthose farmers still waiting
Lo put other crops in the ground. "I
hate 10 see interruptions in harvest

but I sure would love Lo sce a good
rain right now," lamented Mr.
Moore.

Cory Moore, also from Farmer's
Grain, states that they origianlly
had thought they would only pull
inaround 600,000 bushelsthis year
but they have alrcady exceeded
that amount. It is expected that the
amount of grain being brought in
from dry-land farms will drop off
by the end of the week but most
irrigated wheat is yet to be har-
vested. Farmer's Grain is dumping
150 to 200 trucks a day and are
loading out about 75. Most of it is
grade two wheat, weighing about

Knox County Junior Livestock
show adds market goat division

The Knox County Junior Live-
stock Show Board of Direclors met
on Thursday, May 2, to discuss the
possibility of adding a market goat
division for the 1997 show. Also
present at this meeting were the
advisors - area Agricultural Sci-
ence Instructors and Extension
staff.

Soonafterthe 1996 Knox County
Junior Livestock Show ended, the
Board of Directors voted to look
into adding a market goat division.
The meeting on May 2 was to de-
termine rules for such a division.
With this being a new division for
Knox County, the rulesmay change
alter the 1997 show. However, lor
now, the rules will be as follows:

ENTRIES: Each individual may
enter as many as he or she wishes,
withalimitofnomore thantwo (2)
per weight class.

CLASSES: Goats will be divided
by weight only. There will be no
breed classes. Wethers ordoesmay
be shown.

OWNERSHIP: Goats will be
validated with the sheep. There is
no sct date for this, however, it
must occur in the month of Octo-
ber.

WEIGHT: All goats must weigh
between fifty (50) and one hun-
dredten (110) pounds at the time of
weigh-in at the show.

OTHER: All goats must be de-

homed with regrowth of onc inch
or less allowed. There will be no
tooth rule. All market goats must
be slick shom - 3/8" or less - at the
time ol show (bclow the knees i1s
optional).

SALE: All premium salc rules
for the sheep will apply for the
goats. Sale order will be: Sicers,
Swine, Sheep, Goats, Poultry, Pen
of Three Fryers, and Single Fryer.

One question that has alrcady
been brought to the attention of the

show board is the classification of
a Barbado. Barbado is a breed of
sheep and will be classified as a
medium wool.

- Knox County Hospital Administrator
resigns to seek coaching career

Stephen Kuehler, administrator
at Knox County Hospital since
October 1990, announced his res-
ignation this week to accept a job
as a business teacher and coach for
boys athleticsin Benjamin, located
north of Knox City. Kuehler's res-
ignation is effective August 2.
Hospital Board chairman, Don
Bunton, said that the bourd is be-
ginning the process ol sceking a
replacement. "Stephen has been a
great administrator for our hospi-
tal, and I really hate to see him go,"
Bunton said. "However, I under-
stand his desire to face a new chal-
lenge."

Kuechler said he has always
wanted to be a high school coach.
With the changes last spring at the
high school in Benjamin, I just
knew this was my opportunity,” he
said.

Since taking the helm at Knox
County Hospital, Kueuier has in-
stituted several changes and new
programs to make the hospital fi-
nancially viable, according to Don
Bunton. During his tenure, the
ambulance service has been con-
solidated under the direction of the
hospital, resulting in a $60,000 per
year saving for taxpayers. Kuehler
started the Knox County Hospital
Cardiac Rehab program which has
treated more than 23 patients, and
also was responsible for develop-
ing the Knox County Hospital
Home Care.

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Save money and water
during drought conditions

Below normal rainfall, which
began to plague the state last fall,
has left most of Texas well behind
seasonal averages. These condi-
tions have heightened the fire dan-
ger across the state. They leave
many areas of the state facing po-
tential water shortages. Those con-
cemns, said State Emergency Man-
agement Coordinator Tom
Millwee, extend not only to po-
table water, but agriculture and
cmergency needs.

Most areas of the state, accord-
ing to the National Weather Ser-
vice, have received less than half
their needed rainfall for this time
of the year. Areas, such as Corpus
Christi, Austin, San Antonio, Lub-
bock and Houston have received
only onc fourth of their normal
rainfall. Drought conditions began
last fall in many parts of the state.
Somc arcas of West Texas are in
the midst of a two-yecar drought.

Texans arc familiar with the
many cffects of drought. These in-
clude crop failure, watcrrationing,
rising food prices, higher cooling
bills and heat waves. During
droughts Texans draw morc
groundwater from aquifers than
rainfall and strcam flow recharge.

Also, wildland fires have stripped
valuable ground cover that helps Lo
preventsoil crosion. Sediment from
soil erosion displaces usable water
storage spacc [rom reservoirs re-
sulting in less water for human
consumption and increased costs

for watcr trcalment, says the Natu-
ral Resources Conscrvation Ser-
vice.

"During drought condiiicns such
as we facc this year, it1s important
that cach person look at the way
water is used, and in some in-
stances, wasted," said Millwee.
"Conservation can make the dif-

ference between adequate supplies
and shortages."

There are dozens of ways to con-
serve water and save money around
the home. Dr, David L. Bilbo, of
the Hazard Reduction and Recov-
ery Center of Texas A&M Univer-
sity, said that seven simple steps
can save both water and money at
home.

Use efficient outside watering
practices: Native vegetation re-
quires less frequent water. Water
all plants slowly and deeplytoreach
the roots. Keep grass about two to
three inches high. This shades the
root system and protects soil mois-
turc. Water during the cool, early
moming hours to minimize dis-
case and evaporation. Donot water
on windy days. Place sprinklers or
hoses so they do not water streets
and sidewalks. Use sprinklers that
produce droplets instead of mist
and use drip irrigation for shrubs,
flower beds and frequently wa-
tered arcas. Water grass only when

Find water leaks: Water utilities
report that leaks easily can account
for 10 percent of a water bill, wast-
ing both water and energy. Com-
mon sources of such leaks are toi-
lets and faucets. Most repairs are
simple and the cost of repair canbe
as little as a few cents for a faucet
washer or a few dollars for a flush
valve.

Change wateruse pattems: Run-
ningonly fully loaded dishwashers
and washing machines can save at
least two loads or about 60 gallons
of water a week. Do not let the tap
nin while brushing teeth, washing
hands oreventaking ashower. Use
a pan when washing vegetables or
rinsing dishes in the kitchen ‘in-
stead of running water constantly.

Install faucet aerators: The stan-
dard faucet flow rate is five gallons
a minute. A low-flow aerator can
reduce this flow by up to half and
still provide water for washing and
rinsing. Aerators are available for
less than a dollar from most stores
that sell plumbing fixtures. Aera-
tors placed on kitchen sink and
lavatory faucets will cut water use
by as much as 60 gallons a month

for a typical family of four.

Place displacement devices in
the toilet: Three types of displace-
ment devices are available for toi-
lets. Do not use them in the newer
lower use toilets that use less than
3.5 gallons per flush. The three
devices are: toilet dams, sold for
under $5 per pair: plastic bottles
filled with water and weighted
down with a few stones, and [oile}
bags, available from most utilities.
Each serves the same general pur-
pose of reducing wateruse between
one half and two gallons per flush.

Install a water-saving shower
head: An effective water-saving
shower head should have a flow
rate of three gallons orless aminute.
The standard shower head uses five
to 10 gallons a minute. Low-flow
shower heads are available at most
department, hardware and plumb-
ing stores for as little as $3.

"These should be part of your
everyday routine," Bilbo said, "not
Just precautionary measures : in
times of drought."

With the weather remaining hot
and very dry, many homeowners
may be looking into ways of hay-
ing a beautiful landscape that re-
‘quires low maintenance. This is
Often referred to as Xeriscape.

The best way to define Xeriscape
38 to identify what it is not. Most
individuals, when discussing wa-
ter conservation landscaping think
©Of cactus and rocks, skulls and
Crossbones. Thisisnot Xeriscaping.
Xeriscapes are beautiful colorful
Jandscapes that often cover the
-pages of magazines like "Southem

“Living" and "Better Homes and
- Gardens."

. Xeriscaping works well in any
‘fegion, The amount of rainfall is
not a determining factor in decid-
ang if a landscape would benefit
from Xeriscaping practices. Here
are some ideas and practices to
emember when working with a
Jandscape.
= Develop a landscape plan. This
ds the most important factor. A
‘proper plan takes into account the
regional and microclimatic condi-
tions, existing plants, the needs and
‘desires of the land owner, and the
grouping of plants according to
‘their water needs.
 When selecting plants, a soil
analysisis also very important. Soil
amendments can enhance the health
and growing capabilities of the
landscape by improving water
drainage, moisture penetration, and
.the soil's water-holding capacity.
If changing the soil is not an op-
tion, select plans based on the ex-
isting soil properties.

Do not use turf as a fill-in. Turf
water requirements are different
than other plans. Place turf so it
may be watered separately when
needed.

Watering when plants need wa-
ter and watering deeply encour-
-ages deeper root growth. This re-
sults in a healthier, drought-toler-
ant landscape.

. Mulches applied and maintained
al ‘appropriate depths in planting
beds will help retain moisture, re-
duce weed growth, and prevent
erosion. Mulches can also be used
in areas that are not adequate for

growing quality turforground cov-
Crs.

Once the landscape has been in-
stalled orplanted, properlandscape
andirrigation maintenance is easier
and less expensive. Because a
Xeriscape ismore adapted and uses
a minimal amount of water, less
fertilizer and fewer pesticides and
otherchemicals are needed to main-
tain the landscape.

Texas Division of Emergency
Management is working closely
with State and local fire officials
who predict that the ongoing
drought will lead to a long, intense
summer fire season. In preparing
for the worst, they consider ex-
treme dry conditions and a record-
breaking winter fire season as early
indicators of the danger ahead.

Below normal rainfall, which
began to plague the state last fall,
has left most of Texas well behind
seasonal averages. The dry condi-
tions, says the Texas Forest Ser-
vice, create wildland fire dangers
that they usually do not see until
summer.

"During the 1996 winter fire sea-
son, Texas had record fire activity,
fire intensity, and loss," said Mark
Stanford, assistantdepartment head
for the Texas Forest Service.
"Drought conditions that greatly
contributed to the fire season still
exist across the state."

Stanford said that while spring
“green up" has reduced wildfire
activity the lull is temporary. Veg-
etation -- light and heavy fuels for
fire -- is both abundant and unsea-
sonably dry. He said that as the
drought continues vegetation will
become drier and easier to bumn.

Most areas of the state, accord-
ing to the National Weather Ser-
vice, have received less than half
their needed rainfall for this time
of the year. Areas, such as Corpus
Christi, San Antonio, Lubbock and
Houston have received only one
fourth of their normal rainfall.

More than 80 counties still have
bum bans in effect. Staniord pre-
dicts that as the extreme d1 ¥ condi-
tions continue, many more areas
will need to enact similar bans.
