TAXES, PAYROLLS AND DIVIDENDS

A world of changes have taken place in this
country over a 30 year period.

And one of them has to do with the relation-
ship of the tax collector to a successful business
enterprise.

Take, for instance, the typical experience of an
ail company.

In 1932 it paid total taxes of $1.6 million. In

ppe——

the same year it paid its employees $13 million in
wages and salaries, and its stockholders got $5.2 |
million in dividends. The tax collector, then, was
low man on this totem pole.

Thirty years sped by. And in 1962, employee |
eampensation came to $57 million; stockholders
received $20 million; and taxes amounted to $34.5
million.

So, in just 30 years, payroll and dividend pay-
ments increased four times—where taxes zoomed
21 times. -

This isn’'t the whole story. If the taxes the
company was required by law to withhold from
its employees’ paychecks, along with payroll taxes,
and the estimated income taxes stockholders paid
en their dividends (figured at the minimum tax- |
able rate of 20 per cent) are counted, the tax bill
reaches the $50 million level. That works out more |
than three times the stockholders’ returns after |
taxes—and more than the employees received after
withholding and payroll deductions.

So—who comes out farthest ahead when an
gil company does a good job, pleases an army

af customers, and makes money? Answer: the tax|

collector. And this is true of any other enterprise
and industry.

Breast cancer took 947 lives
last year — often women in the
prime of their lives. For a long
while now regular medical ex-
aminations, supplemented with
self-examination, have saved hun-
dreds of lives each year. More
could still be saved—if they were
found early enough.

Perhaps the most tragic sta-
tistic points out of the hundreds
of Texas women who die each
year from the effects of uterine
cancer.

Examination by laboratory spe-
cialists of a smear sample, which
is obtained quickly, easily and
painlessly by a physician, can de-
termine the presence of mali-
gnant organisms long before the
disease reaches the deadly stage
in its victims.

Follow up medical procedures
are nearly always successful—
provided the diagnosis is made
early enough.

Texas cancer statistics could be
a lot lower, but meanwhile, the
yearly compilations of the latest
death figures continues to rise.
This is due to improved diagnosis
and reporting coupled with better
methods of case finding.

AUSTIN — Texas’ number two
killer—cancer—continues deep in
second place behind the nation’s
front runner—heart disease.

Statistics make dull reading.
However, some interesting facts
concerning Texas' cancer picture
come to light with a close look at
the final 1962 figures compiled on
cancer-death sites and ages.

A grand total of 12,282 Texans
suffered death from cancer last
year—or as the statisticians call
it—malignant neoplasms.

Ages 55 to 79 are the dangerous
ages for cancer, claiming well
over half of all victims—T7,604.

Sad fact of the matter is that
many of the cancer deaths which
occur during these years may
have really had their beginnings
in earlier years—perhaps as
young as 40 years of age.

For this reason public health
authorities have been urging peo-
ple to start a program of defini-

Ted P. Arnold
Dies In Accident

Ted Patton Arnold, 29, of Arl-
ington was Kkilled last Saturday
morning at Green Valley Race-
way when the brakes failed on
his dragster during a 181-m.p.h.
warmup run. He was dead on ar-
rival at Glenview Hospital.

Arnold’s
body still was strapped in the
seat when emergency vehicles ar-
rived. He had been driving a
dragster for two years.

Warrior wheat was developed
and released by the Nebraska Ex-
geriment Station. It is a late
smaturing variety with excellent
milling quality. It is of moderate
Beight with good straw strength.
It is susceptible to both leaf and
stem rust. Warrior is on the
recammended list for our area.

Caines wheat is a semi-dwarf
winfer wheat developed in Wash-
ington State. It is not recommend-
ed because the wheat is not suit-
ed to commercial bakery flour.

Omaha Wheat was developed |
and released by the Nebraska EX-
periment Station.
