Munday’s Moguls waded into
Hamlin last Friday confident that they

could win against an early preseason
odds on favorite.

bers that considerable time and en-
ergy be devoted to bring forth the
facts of the consolidation issue to
community members by way of
open public meetings, both to edu-
cate the public and to acquire new
perspectives from the stakeholders
of our school communities.

Breath of Fresh Air

A Measure of Courage

"Children have never been good at listening
to their elders But they have never failed to
imitate them."--James Baldwin

In this era of incessant cable news prattle—-mostly
about negative events—-it is, indeed. a breath of fresh
air to hear something positive for a change. In this
era of spineless compromises, it is indeed a breath
of fresh air to hear about someone taking a moral
stand. In this era of political double-talk, it is in-
deed a breath of fresh air to witness leaders with
moral courage and good old-fashioned backbone.

Such are the cases involving coaches of three high
school football teams. I guess nothing has changed
in the past 40 years, because I remember even back
in my high school days, a few football players—
especially the physically talented ones--strutted
around campus like they owned the place. MACHO
was king. MACHO attracted girls. MACHO bent
the rules. MACHO was cool.

Fast forward to 2002. In some circles, MA-
CHO still rules (as long as he can win football
games.) However---—-a few coaches have taken a
stand against MACHO breaking the rules--like
drinking, or smoking, or chewing tobacco.

Examples? In Texas--at Kerrville Tivy High
School where Coach Mark Smith suspended five
of his players for two weeks for drinking aleohol at
a party over the weekend. And at Comfort where
Coach Paul Talbert suspended six of his starters for
the same reason. That suspension began just before
number-1-in-the-state Comfort was to play Blanco.
Yep. Blanco beat Comfort and toppled them from
the unbeaten ranks. Take heed, kids. Comtort lost
because six of its players failed to take their respon-
sibilities seriously, made stupid choices and let their
team down. Their team lost, and it was their fault!

The third incident occurred in Pretty Prairie, Kan-
sas, a small farming community. I recently spoke
with football coach, C. T. Young and he related the

following story: They were losing too many games
because some of the players were partying too much.

After questioning his players about the situation,
eleven of them admitted to drinking alcohol and
chewing tobacco. The school has a strict zero-toler-
ance policy against such things, so Coach Young im-
mediately suspended the players—for the rest of the
season. And since there aren't enough players left to
field a team. he also cancelled the rest of the season.

To a person. almost everyone supports Coach
Young, age 30. The father of the all-state nose guard
said, "I thought they were harsh on the kids, but I
still stand behind the coach. You pretty much have
to when the rule is in black and white." The school
board, the parents and the entire town support Coach
Young. How retreshing. (Unlike when some par-
ents of cheerleaders brought along their pocket law-
yers to protest when their little darlings were caught
drinking at Alamo Heights High School in San An-
tonio.)

If only college and pro teams would set such ex-
amples. It is repulsive, revolting and nauseating to
watch some of their spoiled MACHOs getaway with
their abhorrent antics. [ believe that athletes have
the privilege and the responsibility to set a POSI-
TIVE example for others to follow. They are in the
spotlight and kids will emulate them.

So, here's my advice toall of you athletes. Suck it

up and act like decent human beings. The kids are
watching. And kudos to Coaches Smith, Talbert and
Young.

Report shows Mexico in breach of 1944 water treaty

AUSTIN — While candidates from both parties
have been figuratively slugging away at each other
in the most mean-spirited political campaigns in
years, if not ever, a story of huge consequence to
much of the state has been unfolding largely unno-
ticed.

The issue is water, not votes.

The short version of the problem is that the Rio
Grande Valley and other areas upstream are not
getting much water out of the river that separates
Texas and Mexico. The reason, compounded by
drought, is that Mexico is taking out most of the
water before it can get to Texas. Mexico’s water
debt amounts to some 1.5 million acre feet, much
more water than it looks like.

Though Mexico disagrees, the Texas Commis-
sion on Environmental Quality continues to main-
tain that Mexico is in “‘'material breach™ of the 1944
treaty that stipulates how the United States and that
country will share water.

To underscore its point, the newly-renamed
agency released a summary of Texas™ position in
the dispute called “The Legal Status of the 1944
Utilization of Waters Treaty Between the United
States of America and Mexico.”

The document is as dry as the Rio Grande. but
the bottom line is that while Texas has no legal rem-
edy against Mexico, the U.S. could terminate the
treaty without performance or insist on reparation
— in both kinds of liquidity, water and money.
This argument involves only South Texas, but it
foreshadows a huge future problem for Texans:
water supply. )

More worries...

As if water supply was not enough to worry aboult,
the Texas Parks and Wildlite Department 1s cau-
tioning the state’s several hundred thousand deer
hunters to be extra cautious in handling their Kill
this season. The reason is Chronic Wasting Dis-
ease.

While CWD has not been found yet in Texas, it

could be a serious threat to the state’s herd. one ot

its most important wildlife assets. Though not dan-
gerous to humans, the disease could have a terrible
economic impact on Texas.

Even though there is no known danger to humans,
the Parks and Wildlife officials say that if a deer
looks ill. don’t shoot it or if you do. don’t eat it.
Hunters are advised to wear rubber gloves when
dressing game, to remove the bones from all meat
and to not consume any neural issue.

Nationally, the most stolen vehicle is the Toyota
Camry. But that’s nationally.

In the Lone Star state, 20 of the 25 most-stolen
vehicles in 2002 were pickup trucks. The favorite
with vehicle rustlers that year was the Chevrolet
C1500 4x2, according to data ecompiled by CCC In-
formation Services, Inc. and released by the
Comptroller's Office.

According to the General Land
Office, nearly 10.000 volunteers collected 150 tons
of trash from 208 miles of Texas™ shoreline.

Recipients of the Exceptional
and Excelling District Awards
will be presented with a plaque
at the 2002 Texas Migrant Edu-
cation Conference during a spe-
cial luncheon in their honor. Cam-
pus award recipients will be rec-
ognized in the awards luncheon
program. The 2002 Texas Mi-
grant Education conference will
take place at the South Padre Is-
land Convention Center in South
Padre Island, Texas, on Novem-
ber 13- 15, 2002.

The 30 school district receiv-
ing the Exceptional District
Award had to attain a migrant stu-
dent passing rate of at least 90
percentin reading, math and writ-
ing portions of the Texas Assess-
ment of Academic Skills (TAAS)
Test and have a 2000-2001 mi-
grant student dropout rate of 1.0%
or less, in addition to having an
all student passing rate of 90 per-
cent or greater in TAAS Social
Studies. The 81 Excelling District
Award recipients had to meet a
standard of 80 percent in the
same areas of TAAS and have a
2000 - 2001 migrant student
dropout rate of 2.5% or less.

Campus recognition for out-
standing migrant student perfor-
mance is based upon the same
criteria as the Excelling District
Award. Statewide, some 280
campuses achieved this level of
success With their migrant stu-
dents.

Each year the Migrant State
Conference Planning Committee,
consisting of state. regional, and
district migrant educators, selects
the criteria used for the district
and campus awards. The criteria
are aligned with the accountabil-
ity rating system for Texas pub-
lic schools dnd schnol districts.
