Texas’ First Farm
Census Promises
To Be Great Help

Austin, Jan. 9—Texas' first farm
census is being taken by county tax
assessors under authorization of a
law passed by the forty-second legis-
lature, the information compiled to be
used by farmers in determining the
crops that would be most profitable
and the best methods to be followed
in marketing,

While the farm census will include
a survey of all agricultural activities,
farmers will be asked how much of
their land was planted to cotton in
1930 and 1981, and how much will be
planted to this staple in 1932. This
information will be used in adminis-
tering the Texas cotton acreage con-
trol law.

To Be Used Jointly

Data obtained in the census will be
used jointly by the federal and state
crop reporting services, Carl H. Rob-
inson, senior federal statistician sta-
tioned at Austin, declaring the census
will be of great aid to the government
in making its reports more accurate.

The tax assessors will receive no
pay for taking the census.

The information will be held con-
fidential and its use by speculators
will be prohibited. The questionnaire
prepared by the statisticians will de-
velop the number of acres being plant
ed to the various staple crops; the
number of tenant families in each

“The American soldier Is as proud
as any other, and the time will soon
cowe when our troops, as well as our
goverument, will ask to fight as an
autonomous army under the Ameri
can high command

“I understand that in Prime Min
Ister Lloyd George's proposal we shall
have to exomine 1the situntion sagain
in Juue betore deciding for July.

“That is all that I can agree to al
present to show my desire for solidar-
iy with the cause of the allies.”

Lloyd George had previously taken
up & revised program sulimitted by
myself and after some discussion he
proposed that:

“America give us 120000 nfantry
men 2ud wachine gunners in May-—
the same number in June, with a sup-
plement of J0000 jnfantrymen and
machine gunners it we ‘scrape togeth-
er' the tonnage to transport them.”

He further proposed that the situa-
tion be examined again in June be
fore deciding \‘hﬂlwr there was rea-
son to extend to July the program de-
cided upon for May and June. He
then called on the council to accept
his plan.

Inasmuch as the proposal submitted
by Lloyd George contemplated the
shipwent of the numbers mentloned
in British tonnage, leaving American
shipping entirely
as we should decide, an agreement
was soon reached, substantially as
set forth in the fallowing cablegram
to the secretary of war:

Following agreement adopted by
supreme war council May 2 at Abbe-
ville. Will cable more in detail Jater:
“It 1% the opinion of the supreme war
council that, to ecarry the war to
a successful conclusion, an American
army should be formed as early as
possible under its own commander
and under its own flag. (Then it was
thought the war would run to 1919.)

“In order to meet the present
emergency it is agreed that American
troops should be brought to France
as rapidly as allied transportation fa-
cilities will permit, and that as far
as consistent with the necessity of
building up an American army pref.
erence he given to infantry and ma-
chine-gun units for training and serv-
ice with French and Dritish armies;
with the understanding that such in-
funtry and machine-gnn units are to
be withdrawn and united with their
own artillery and auxillary troops
into divisions and corps at the dis-
crotion of the American commander
i chief after consultation with the
commander in chief of the allied
arnies in France

“It I also agreed that during May
preference should he  given to  the
transportation of infantry and ma-
chine-gun units of «ix divisions. and
that any excess tonnage shall be de-
voted to 'bringing over such troops
as may be determined by the Amer-
iean commander in chief,

“It is further agreed that this pro-
gram shall he continued during June
upon tion that the British gov-

may determine.

“It is also further agreed that it
the RBritish government shall trans-
port an excess of 150,000 men In June

The Second division (Bundy) May 30
was near Chagmont-en-Vixen and was
preparing to wmove northward the next
day for concentration near Beauvals
to relieve the First division at Can
tigny. But its orders were changed
late that night, and the division, mov-
ing by motor trucks, was rushed to
ward Maux, twenty miles northeast of
Paris. Reaching there, the leading ele-
ments were hurried forward in the di-
rection of Chatean Thierry. The roads
were crowded with FPrench troops and
refugees. There was great confusion
among the rapidly retreating French
troops, many of them sayving fto our
men that all was lost

The initial deployment of the Sec
ond division was made by the Ninth

infantry and the Sixth regimeni of ma-
rines June 1. across the Paris highway
at Luey-e-Bocage, In front of Mont-
reuil-aux-Lions, supposedly in support
of two French divisions; but the
Freoch bad orders to fall back through
the American lines. In the early morn-
ing of June 2 the Twenty-third Infan-
try. then on the left, was replaced by
the French One Hundred Sixty-seventh
division, and when reinforced by one
battalion of the Fifth marines, the
Pifth machine-gun battalion and some
engineers, it was deployed to the right
between the Sixth marines and the
Ninth infantry, to fill a gap in the ’
French line, and by June 5 the entire :
division became engaged.

Considering that this was its first
experience in battle this division made
a splendid defense, repulsed all Ger ’ '
man attacks, and by its timely arrival ; £
effectively stopped the German ad Ao
vance on Paris. .
