I. To Die for the F aith  (7; 54-8:1). 
Stephen, one of the first seven

chosen as deacons of the church, " a  
m an full of faith and of the Holy 
Spirit” (6:5), having been called 
before the Sanhedrin to answer 
false charges (6:8-15), faithfully 
stands for the tru th . His indictm ent 
of Israel cuts to the heart. In anger 
his hearers stone him lo death. He 
becomes the first m arty r of the 
Church, that holy succession which 
has representatives in the young 
manhood and womanhood of today, 
ready, like John and Betty Siam , 
to die ra ther than to deny Christ.

Note th a t in this hour Stephen 
was given a vision of his risen and 
ascended Lord (v. 55), standing a t 
the right hand of God to welcome 
his faithful servant. He prayed for 
those who took his life (v. 60). How 
gloriously tha t p rayer was an­
swered in the subsequent life of the 
young m an Saul, who w as "consent­
ing unto his death .”

Not to all who follow Christ comes 
the need to face death for him, but 
all should be determ ined

II. To Live for the Faith  (8:2 4). 
The early  Church found tha t liv­

ing for Christ entailed bitter perse­
cution. Not even the sanctity of 
their homes was inviolate. Their 
persons and property felt the hard 
hand of havoc-making Saul, yet we 
find no intim ation of com plaint. 
Soon they were driven from  home 
and scattered  abroad, but the re­
sult was the establishing of gospel 
centers w herever they went. Liv- ' 
xng for Christ calls for daily witness, 
for more than steadily bearing the 
responsibility of life. Not to preach­
ers and Bible teachers alone is this 
sacred  duly given, to be discharged 
only in a church service or Bible 
school. No, "they th a t w ere scat­
tered  ab road"—all of them went 
“ everywhere.” They were not m ere­
ly reform ing or devoting their lives 
to social service, good as these 
m ight have been, but "preaching 
the word" (v. 4),

Are we who a re  now "scattered  
abroad" going "everyw here,” and 
a re  we "preaching the w’ord” ?

III. To Suffer for the Faith  (I Pet.

1. We are  not to be surprised by 
suffering (v. 12), not even by fiery 
tria ls , for blessings will follow. The 
Lord proves his children, even as 
the  refiner tests gold to cleanse it, 
to  prove its worth, and not to de­
stroy it. (jod’s testings are to prove 
us worthy.

In principal cities the price of 
milk was advanced one cent a 
quart as the result of drouth condi­
tions. Prices of m eat, however, 
dropped with the influx to m arket 
of drouth cattle.

Completing a tour of the drouth 
areas. Secretary of Agriculture 
Wallace declared the nation need 
have no fears of a food shortage, 
and assailed those “ who ' av t tried 
for their own purposes to scare 
the consum ers about food scarci­
ty “ He added! “ There is no ex­
cuse for substantial increases in 
food prices now ”

Arriving at Bismarck, North Da­
kota, to help co-ordinate dr«>uth re­
lief enterprises, Rexford G. Tug- 
well, resettlem ent adm inistrator, 
was informed that approxim ately 
60,000 farm  fam ilies in the state 
were among the needy. A confer­
ence of state and federal oilicials 
in Bismarck developed a three-fold 
plan for the relief of dwellers in 
the desolated areas of the Dakotas, 
western Minnesota, eastern Mon­
tana and Wyoming.

Com m ander John S. Farnsw orth 
ot the United States na\"y on a
charge that he had sold confiden­
tial naval data to a Japanese of­
ficer m arked what observers be­
lieved was the beginning of a 
roundup of persons suspected of 
supplying navy secrets to foreign 
powers.

Declaring that he had obtained 
nothing of im portance from the 
navy and gave nothing to the Jap- 
ane.«e that “ could not have been 
obtained in the public library in 
W ashington,” Farnsw orth a t first 
pleaded not guilty to the charges.

F^arnsworth is charged with tak ­
ing from the Navy departm ent and 
later selling it to the Japa,.ese gov­
ernm ent. a book entitled “ 'rhe 
.Service of Information and General 
Security.” The book is on naval 
tactics and according to officials, is 
rated  as “ confidential.”

DRAFTED
rR O M  tim e to lim e there has been 
"  talk of "d raftin g ” some candi­
date. However, there have been 
only two instances in our political 
history when a m an wa* given the 
nomination against his will and m 
both cases the drafted  candidate 
was defeated in the election.

In 1868 one of the issues raised 
by the D em ocrats was a dem and 
for the paym ent ol the w ar debt in 
paper money issued for this pur­
pose. Its chief advocate w’as 
George H Pendleton of Cincinnati 
and the appeal of the "Ohio Idea,” 
was 80 g reat tha t he was the logi­
cal candidate for the nomination.

But Horatio Seymour, the Civil 
' w ar governor of New York, was 

opposed to both the "Ohio Idea” 
and the candidacy of its chief sup­
porter, As chairm an of the con­
vention he was able to prevent Pen­
dleton’s nomination but he could 
not keep the inflation plank out of 
the platform .

After m any ballots and some 
confusion it turned to Seymour 
and. although he shouted from the 
platform  “ Your candidate 1 can 
not be!” the delegates went right 
ahead and nom inated him.

Although Seymour polled 2,709,- 
213 popular votes to 3,015,071 for 
Gen. U. S. G rant, the Republican 
nominee, and carried  eight states, 
the electoral vote stood 214 for 
G rant and 80 for Seymour. This 
defeat ended his political career 
for he considered his acceptance 
of an unwanted nomination as the 
grea test m istake of his life and 
would never again consider run­
ning for any office.

Four years la ter a peculiar po­
litical situation resulted in another 
case of "d rafting .” A faction of 
the Republican party , dissatisfied 
with the G rant adm inistration and 
his renomination, held another con­
vention in Cincinnati and chose 
H orace Greeley for P resident and 
B. G tatz Brown of Missouri for 
vice-president. When the Demo­
cra ts  m et in Baltim ore they de­
cided that a fusion ticket might 
defeat G rant so they also nomi­
nated Greeley and Brown.

But this action offended the "old 
line” D em ocrats so they I eld a 
convention in Louisville, Ky. For 
President they selected Charles 
O’Conor, a distinguished New York 
law’yer who had won the deep af­
fection of the South by his efforts 
to secure the release of Jefferson 
Dav'is from prison at F ortress Mon­
roe and to defend him against the 
charge of treason. O’Conor was 
nominated on the first ballot by a 
vote of 600 to four and for their 
vice-president they nam ed John 
Quincy Adams of M assachusetts.

Im m ediately after the balloting 
O’Conor was notified by telegraph 
of his nomination and at once de­
clined to accept it The convention 
was thrown into disorder and an 
attem pt was m ade to give the hon­
or to the perm anent chairm an, 
Jam es Lyons of Virginia, but he 
refused. So the conver.tion adopt­
ed a resolution reiterating  tne se­
lection of O’Conor and Adams and 
im m ediately adjourned. In the 
election which followed O’Conor 
and Adams received 29,489 votes 
scattered  through 23 states. This 
was not an im pressive showing but 
the "G reeleyites” did little better 
and the 29,000 had the satisfaction 
of knowing tha t they had been true 
to a plank in their platform  which 
read, “ We welcome an eternal mi­
nority under the banner inscribed 
with our principles rather than 
an almighty and everlasting m a­
jority  purchased by their abandon­
m en t.”
