FOR HIGHWAY 

AWARDED
Construction Work to Begin as 

Soon as Tools and Work­
men Can be Assembled

Contracts totaling $215,299.13 
were awarded Saturday by the Com­
missioners' Court ofCallahan County 
tor the construction of Section A. of 
the Bankhead Highway, extending 
west from the Eaatland County line 
to the western terminus of the re­
cently opened steel and concrete 
bridge across Mexia bridge ten 
milea east of Baird.

Five bids were submitted and the 
work on this section was divided 
into three units. Units Nos. 1 and 
3 respectfully were awarded to the 
Tibbitts Construction Company of 
Mineral Wells, their bids being 
$35,438.19 on unit No. 1 and $123,- 
996.80 on unit No. 3. The McCall 
Engineering Company of Waco, se­
cured the award for Uait No. 2, their 
bid being $55,863.14

Construction work will begin as 
soon as tools and workmen can be 
assembled All railroad grade cross- 
ings will be eliminated. Where 
possible, local labor will be employ­
ed by the contractors in the coo 
atruetion work.

BUSINESS SWING IS UPWARD. 
SAYS BANKER W. S. HINDS

"\ou  often hear the statement 
made that business in the United 
States is like a pendulum which 
• wings from an extreme of prosperi­
ty to an extreme of depression,” 
said Mr. VY. 8. Hinds, Cashier of the 
First National Hank in an interview 
yesterday. "And as this busines 
pendulum swings, cycles are created 
which have always been similar in 
length of time they cover and in 
their general effects.

"Just at present, the swing of the 
business pendulum is upward. The 
signs of the times prove this. Bank 
loans, car loadings, and bank debit 
statistics all indicate business activi. 
ty. As a review of one of the lar­
gest Chicago banks put it, ‘money is 
unusually easy now and there is not 
eves a remote prospect of any credit 
stringency. On the contrary, the 
credit situation is favorable to con­
tinued business activity.

"W hile this optomistic opinion 
may be questioned in some sections 
where local conditions have created 
temporary difficulties, or have held 
business back, it should be remem­
bered that every section and every 
classification of industry is related 
and dependent upon other seciions 
and classifications, so that a favor­
able condition generally i§ bound to 
react upon local situations and has. 
ten the hoped for readjustment and 
improvement.

"For many years the best finan­
cial mind* of the country have been 
seeking ways in which the business 
cycle may be lengthened and the 
swing to extremes of depression 
may be shortened. The events of 
the past year or so indicate that 
much is being accomplished, and 
while it is too much to hope that 
business will ever be brought to the 
point where it Will continue indefin­
itely on an even trend, we can ex. 
pect that the violent disarrangemnts 
which have played havoc in thy past 
will be curtailed and made more in­
frequent.

"This state of affairs will be has­
tened by more efficient and more 
economical methods ot production, 
and bj more orderly methods of 
marketing, and to the extent that 
the individual producer, whether he 
is a manufacturer or a farmer, and 
the seller, whether he is n whole, 
saler, or retailer, or the man who 
sells only what he produces, bear 
this In mind, the more satisfactory 
will be tbe(results for ail concerned. ’ ’

groes in the M. E. Church. South. 
We merely mention this as some, it . 
seemed did not understand the pres­
ence oa these two negros at the Con­
ference.

The Conference adjourned at 4:30 
Wednesday afternoon after a prolit- 
bie and pleasant two days session.

Expressions of appreation were 
freely given for the hospitality of 
Baird people in entertaining the del­
egates. All were fed in the base­
ment of the church at dinner and 
supper Tuesday and dinner Wednes­
day and ail were provided with 
rooms id private homes and hotels.

PAT MARR SENTENCED 
TO FIVE-YEAR TERM

Oil Promoter Convicted of Misuse 
of Mails Gets Maximum 

Sentence

Texarkana. Ark l’ at Marr, oil pro­
moter, convicted In the United States 
District Court here of misuse of the 
mails, has been sentenced to serve 
five years in Leavenworth peniten­
tiary and to pay 'a fine of 11,000, th« 
maximum penalty.

Marr's attorneys gave notices of 
appeal and the supersedas appeal 
bond was set at $50,000.

Marr stood at rigid attention 
while Judge F A. Youiuans was pass­
ing sentence on him He had noth­
ing to say before the judge began.

“ The facts brought out in evi­
dence Justify nothing less than- the 
maximum penalty,”  Judge F. A. You- 
mans said In passing sentence on 
Marr, who. the Government alleged, 
fleeced thousands of Investors of 
millions of dollars. "The law gives 
the court a wide latitude In affixing 
your sentence." Judge Youmans con­
tinued. "The Jury saw fit to find 
you guilty on only one couat. That 
Is within their power and there is 
so criticism of that.

"They did find you guilty of de­
vising a scheme to defraud and in 
using tho ‘mails to carry It out.

“Ft was brought out In evidence 
that this was certainly a wholesale 
scheme, and I find absolutely no mit­
igating circumstances In your favo" ”

Miss Dona Wright accompan­
ied her mother from Big Springs.

Jack Kaatham was born in Wash­
ington county, Texas, June 21, 1842 
while Texas was yet an Independent 
Republic. He came to Callahan 
county and settled near Admiral 
about 43 years ago. He was a 
member of the Baptist Church and 
of Baird Lodge No. 271, 1 O. O. K. 
by which order he was buried, H. 
Schwartz, having charge of the fun. 
eral arrangements.

As mentioned in The Star at the 
time of Mrs. Kastham a death, Jack 
Kastham and the editor of Tbe Star 
were both born in Washington coun­
ty and both grew to manhood in that 
grand old county, which has natives 
scattered all over Texan, as Wash 
ington was among the first counties 
settled weat of the Trinity river. 
The Declaration of Independence 
was signed in the old town of Wash- 
rngton on tbe Brazos river. The 
first state capitol waa also in Wash, 
ington county. My family and 
Capt. Claude and Jack Buster, two 
noble old pioneers of Texas, and 
uncles of Jack Kastham, were close 
friends in the early days of tbe Tex. 
As Republic, which friendship lasted

as long as they lived. The old Tex. 
as pioneers are dead and gone and 
their children yet living have passed 
the allotted age of man. Big heart.

! ed, brave and true, the present gen.
! eration knows nothing personally of 
the trials and hardships or the sterl. 
log qualities of manhood and woman, 
hood of these old Texas pioneers, 1 
know and Jack Kastham knew them 
liecauae we were born and reared 
among them Not all Texas pio 
neers were saints by any means, and 
we would not try to make anyone 
believe they were, but a great major­
ity were honest, upright, brave, and 
generous. Strangers were always 
welcome in their homes and without 
charge. The late Dr. J. D. Wind­
ham and Sam Cuthirth, Sr. were 
typical pioneer Texana. One conld 
rarely go to either of these homes 
without finding company, often 
strangers, who stopped over fora 
few days rest. There were others,

| but 1 only mention these two, who 
served their day and generation well 
and passed on.

Little did I think when 1 wrote 
the account of Mrs. Kasthams death 
in March that 1 would have to re­
cord the death of my old friend so 
soon, and I tender sincere sympathy 
to their children and relatives The 
best consolation 1 can offer is that 
you so live that you too may be pre. 
pored, as they were prepared, to 
meet the inevitable doom of all man. 
kind. No one knowa what a day 
may bring forth, and none of us 
have a promise of life beyond tbe 
present moment. This does not 
mean that we ever should have the 
thought of death before us. God 
wants all his children to be happy 
and there is no reason wby s real 
true Christian should not always be 
happy. The ides is to so live that 
we will be ready when death calls us.

H UGH GLASS was onu of u cum- 
L>au> of free trapper* who pu*hcl 

iuto the Upper Missouri ooumr> near­
ly one hundred >eur* uko. One duy 
with u companion, known to history 
only by the nutae of iilll, Glass came 
across a grizzly bear ut which both 
men tired but fulled to indict u mortal 
wound.

The hear charged uud the two men 
fled. Gluaa had almost rfuelled safe­
ty when he tripped over a atone uud 
fell. A* ho rose to Ills feet, the bear 
retecd up In front of him uml man 
and lutuel w ent Into a clinch. Then 
followed a terrific combat of knife 
against fang and claw, which ended 
only when the mun, with his ribs luid 
bare and his scalp almost torn oil, 
sank to the ground unconscious.

Bill, seeing Glass fall, kept on run­
ning until he reached the trappers* 
camp. The captaiu of the trapper 
band sent him hack with u companion 
to stay with Glass if he were still 
alive or to bury him If he were dead. 
They found the bear deud with kO gap­
ing knife wounds and lying on top of 
Glaas. who was still breathing faintly. 
Believing that he could not live more 
than a few minutes, the two men 
stripped him of his hunting shirt and 
moccasin* and. riding buck to camp, re­
ported that they had buried him.

Mentha later at the trading post 
where the truppers hud gone with their 
beaver pucks, a man whose face was 
so disfigured that there was scarcely 
u feature recognlzuhie rode up to Bill. 
In a hollow voice this strange ap­
parition said to him: “ Bill, my hoy,
you thought 1 was goue under thut 
time, did you? Well, band me over 
my horse and gun. my lad. I Hin t 
de«d yet, by u damn sight!"

It was Hugh Glass, whom the trap­
per* had believed dead and burled for 
months!

He had determined to live for the 
sole purpose of having revenge upon 
his faithless friend, Bill, who had so 
basely deserted him. Bill almost 
dropped dead with terror at the sight 
of this living ghost and he continued 
to live In fear until Glass, whose gen­
erosity was as great as hta courage, 
forgave him and renounced hla vow of 
revenge.

FOR SCHOOLS

In Many Callahan Rural Dis­
tricts. Greatly Increasing 

Their General Efficiency
The following Common School 

Districts of Callahan County, at 
elections held for the purpose, re 
cently voted to increase the local 
maintenance school tax from 50 to 
75 cents: Kmth, Colony, Union,
Atwell, Deer Plains, Caddo Peak, 
Burnt Branch, Cottonwood, Cedar 
Blutf, Tecumseh and Bowden

An election to increase the school 
tax from 25 to 50 cents, and a 
91,500 bond issue for a new school 
building recently carried in the Belle 
Plaine District. The new building 
will be erected the coming summer.

Hillside district recently increased 
school tax to 91 00 and will vote on 
the issuance of 91000.00 in bonds 
for an addition to the school building 
in order that two teachers may be 
used in the future. f

A bond issue of 91000 00 in the 
Burnt Branch District recently car- 
ried and this district will have two 
teachers in the future.

An election bas ls*en ordered in 
the Hart school district for the pur­
pose of increasing the school tax 
from 20 to 50 cents and the issuance 
of 92500.00 in bonds for a new 
building. If this election carries, 
the Hart school, will be a two teach, 
er school in the future.

Flections will be held in the near 
future in Lanbam, Enterprise and 
Cedar Grove districts for the purpose 
of increasing the school tax from 
50 to 75 cents.

W itb the beginning of the scho­
lastic year 1024 about one.half of 
the one teacher schools will have 
been eliminated, within the past two 
years.

According to State Superintend, 
ent Msrrs, prospects are good for an 
apportionment of at least 913000 
per capita for the coming scholastic 
year. With this amount practically 
all schools of the county should be 
able to run a minimum term of sev­
en months.
