Just what is the nominative
| absolute? The word *“nomina-
| tive” has as its meaning here
the ‘“name” of something and
the absolute construction im-
plies a completeness or a fin-
| ished quality. In other words, we
{would expect a grammatical
construction containing a noun
in a finished or complete state.
For example, in the sentence:
“THE TREE BEING DEAD, the
men cut it down,” the nomina-
|tive absolute is a phrase with
the noun “tree” in it, and the
|phrnse tells something that is
completed or finished before
lnny action in the main part of
the sentence. In the example,
“THE HOUSE HAVING BURN-
ED, we had to build a new one,”
house is the “nominative” part
of the nominative absolute, and

part. In other words, the nomi-
native absolute
says that something first takes
place about or is concerned
about a noun and that then
something else follows, or takes
‘pl:\co. or is accomplished. One
can see the difference in the
following examples: if we say:
“Being dead. the tree was cut
down by the men,” “Having
burned, the house was rebullt,”
and “Having slipped, the boy at
the party and embarrassed,” in

present, it is automatically not
a nominative absolute, but
merely a participlal phrase
modifying the subject in the
main clause which would be
“tree,” “house,” and “boy.”

Another thing to note about
the nominative absolute con-
struction is that It does not
really modify anything in the
main clause. The nominative
absolute merely states that
something has first taken place;
and on the basis of that fact
something else happens (in the
main clause) at some later
time. In other words, first the
nominative absolute takes place
and Is done and completed, and
then the independent or main
clause takes place. There is no
real connection at all between
the nominative absolute and the
main clause, and in the process
of diagramming there will be no
connecting links between the
nominative absolute and the
main clause; the noun will ap-
pear on a separate line with the
participial phrase and any
other modifiers appended below.

Few Texas Legislators have as
heavy a year-round assignment |
schedule as Gibbens.

The reason is his membership

lems and questions that his
constituents might have for his
attention.

Gibbens is chairman of the
finance committee of the Legis-
lative Council, a research and
bill-.producing arm of the Tex-
as Legislature; and a member

| of committees on state records
| preservation, conflict of interest
‘::tudy and a legislative intern-

snip program.

He is especially enthusiastic
about the internship project. Its
basic purpose is to interest grad-
uate students in working for

| state departments and agencies
|as training for future assign-
ments in government. The pro- |

gram is financed largely by a
Ford Foundation grant, with the
state also participating.

“Texas needs young people
who are capable, trained and in-
Gib-
bens says, “This internship
program affords a chance to lo-
cate these people and give them
some experience at minimum ex-
pense to the state.”

Glbbens usually gets around

{lcglslatlve proposals with a can-
Idid eye. For example, last ses-
sion when the Legislature was
mulling a three-billion-dolla~
budget for the next two years
Gibbens created a considerabis
stir In the House over $37.14.
He did so in his capacity
chairman of the House Contin-
gent Expense Committee, which
handles the funds for Legisla-
tors office expenses. One mem-
ber who overspent his allow-
ance suddenly found that his

telephone and telegraph credit
cards had been cancelled and
his public source of stamps and
stationery cut off. Gibbens took
the position that a spending
limit set by the House itself
meant just what it said. And
he made it stick, although the
colleague involved was actively
unhappy about it.

Such down-the-line firmness
was probably in the mind of
Speaker Byron Tunnell when he
sald of Gibbens:

“Wayne's sincere dedication
to purpose and principle marks
him as a young man with a pro-
mising future of service to his
state.”

Tunnell added that his con-

| fidence in Gibbens was well evi-

denced by the heavy committee
assignments given him and the
fact that the young Stephens
County legislator was twice ap-
pointed to represent Texas at

| interstate conferences.

In the regular session of 1963
Gibbens served on the revenue
and taxation, rules, oil and gas,
agriculture and contingent ex-
penses committees of the House.
It was an unusually heavy load
for a member who less than a

| decade ago was still playing
football for the Breckenridge
Buckaroos

He later graduated from Tex-
as Tech. Nowadays he works as
he can between sessions toward
a law degree from the Univers-
ity of Texas.

Austin speak of Gibbens,
several key words keep recurr-
ing: ‘“dedicated,” ‘“effective,”
“industrious,” and “promising.”
Among his on-the-record ad-
mirers is Governor John Con-
nally, who recently said:

“Wayne Gibbens is an out-
standing young man and an in-
telligent, effective legislator.
The people of his district are in-
deed fortunate to have Wayne's
capable representation.”

One of the interesting aspects
of Gibbens' record as a legisla-
tor is his willingness to take a
stand in controversial statewide
issues.
