of A. W .Lilly, County Tax Asses- 
- r and Collector. Car owners of 
K ird County have failed to re­
spond to pleas o f the Highway 
Planning Survey to provide infor­
mation on which the highway pro­
grams o f the future will bo based, 
a tabulation o f returns received 
to Wednesday disclosed. The num­
ber of car owners sending in in* 
formati n on cards received when 
they registered their vehicles is 
insufficient to provide an accurate 
picture of the road needs o f this 
county. The information which is 
being collected will be used by the 
Highway Department and the U. 
S. Bureau o f Public Roads in plan­
ning the future construction and 
maintenance o f roads and high­
ways in this county and in this sec- 
ti n of the State. Local motorists 
should be sufficiently interested in 
improving the road system o f this 
county to ask for these cards at 
the time they pay their license 
fees and should fill in the cards 
and mail them, because informa­
tion collected by the Highway 
Planning Survey will be used in 
designating federal funds which 
-oon will be spent on improving 
the secondary road system of Tex­
as.

The cards on which thus infor­
mation is being collected are self- 
addressed and require no postage. 
The Highway Department and the 
U. S. Bureau o f Public Roads have 
gone tu considerable trouble in or­
der to offer highway users the op­
portunity o f helping to plan their 
own roads. Just as citizens were 
long ago given the right to vote, 
car owners are now being given 
a similar right and should take ad­
vantage o f their opportunity. It is 
to the advantage o f each county to 
return at least as high a percent­
age of these post cards to the 
Highway Department as are re­
turned by its neighboring counties.

Refuse Hospitality 
to Fly and Mosquito 
Urges Health Officer
Austin.— Word has just been 

received by the State Department 
o f Health that Mr. and Mrs. Mus- 
quito ami Mr. and Mrs. Fly, w ith 
their kinfolks, are on their way 
to Texas for the summer season. 
They state that, although many 
had died since la-t summer, they 
would soon have large families. 
Mrs. Mosquito raises from fifty 
to three hundred children at one 
time and only takes around two 
weeks to have full grown children. 
Mrs. Fly admitted that she and 
her husband could be ancestors to 
a million flies in one season.

Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State Health 
Officer, stated that Texas hospi­
tality could be refused the Fly 
and Mosquito families if Annual 
Clean-Up Week from April 4 to 
11 is used to begin a thorough 
campaign to eliminate the breed­
ing spots o f these pests.

Mosquitoes are responsible for 
the spread o f malaria, dengue, and 
yellow fever. Malaria is spread 
by the bite o f the anopheles or 
malaria mosquito. Dengue fever 
and yellow fever are transmitted 
by the Aedes Aegypti or Tiger 
mosquito. The best way to pre­
vent these diseases is to destroy 
breeding places of the mosquito. 
They breed in standing water, 
therefore, you should drain, ditch 
and fill such places, spray oil on 
water each week, too, or stock the 
water with surface minnows as 
they w*i 11 eat the wiggle-tails. 
Houses should be screened.

Flies help spread typhoid fever, 
dysentery, diarrhea, tuberculosis, 
anthrax, and cholera. They breed, 
live and feed in filth. To prevent 
their increase all refuse should be 
disposed of at once, garbage kept 
in covered containers, privies 
made s a n i t a r y  and houses 
screened. Every neighborhood 
raises its own flies so that their 
number is on excellent index to 
the sanitary conditions.

Farm Women and 
Club Girls Plan 

Spring Gardens
Home demonstration club mem­

bers and club girls o f Northwest 
Texas are planning gardens to sup­
ply fresh and canned vegetables, 
reports from county home demon­
stration agents indicate.

In Randall County, 43 hotbeds 
and cold frames have been con­
structed to give young vegetable 
plants a good start in life. Ltiliza- 
tion of scrap lumber enabled Mrs. * 
S. S. Howell, demonstrator o f the 
Ralph home demonstration club in 
that county, to build a hotbed 3 
by 15 feet, and the only cash out­
lay was $1.75 for glass cloth for 
the cover. Lettuce and greens are 
already growing in hotbed built 
by Dorothy Bauer of the Johnson 
4-H girls' club.

A Nolan County girl. Ruby 
Pearl Waggoner of the Rylton 4-H 
girls' club, has planted three va­
rieties of plants in her hotbed. At 
a ci.-t of 30 cents for seed, she 
expects to have 3,200 t"mato 
plants, 800 cabbage plants, and 
some 500 pepper plants.

"The amount o f vegetables that 
can be grown in a small garden* 
which is well cared for is almost 
unbelievable,”  Mrs. Jim Barr of 
the Cross Plains home demonstra­
tion dub recently told the Callahan 
County home demonstration agent. 
A frame garden 6 by 18 feet, well 
fertilized, watered through a tile 
sub-irrigation system and protect­
ed from cold and wind, has yield­
ed Mrs. Barr a rich harvest o f such 
vegetables as lettuce, spinach, 
mustard, tender greens, carrots, 
radishes, and beets.

week, which cost at least $1.00 a 
pint. Should he invest at the 
same rate and number o f years 
as the smoker, $43,632.72 will 
have been consumed atfer the 
forty years.

4. Alcohol and tobacco cause 
many terrible accidents each year. 
Drunken drivers make the auto­
mobile tragedies soar into mil- 
lians. Burning cigarettes and 
cigars cause a major portion o f 
the annual fire losses.

5. These habits mean disease 
and death to posterity, because 
children inherit the weakened and 
diseased bodies o f their parents. 
One should at least protect one’s 
children.

6. Happiness is often at stake 
when ‘alcohol and tobacco are 
used. They cause irritable temp­
ers and faults o f the nervous sys­
tem, which result in separation, 
divorce, riot and general unhap­
piness. Disgrace is often connect­
ed with drinking.

7. The acquiring o f the habit 
o f smoking and drinking leads one 
to acquire other bad habits, be­
cause after one habit has master­
ed one, it is easier for one to 
weaken under other stimuli. Hab­
its often cause the loss o f self re­
spect and control.

8. The Bible positively teaches 
against liquors and drunkenness. 
Some preachers believe it is a sin 
to injure one’s body knowingly 
and therefore forbid the use o f 
tobacco in their church.

9. Alcohol and tobacco hinders
one’s profession because they in 
jure the organs that direct the 
body, the brain and other nerve 
centers. Therefore it would not 
be just to human society to hire 
a drinker as engineer of a train, 
captain of a ship, prescription 
clerk, doctor, etc., because the 
safety of many lives depend upon 
their wisdom and efficiency.

10. One should not drink or 
■moke because it might cause oth­
ers to take up the habit, especial­
ly young children.

With the aid of a widespread 
organization o f county and city 
officers, however, the situation is 
being capably handled. At an 
annual expense of $272,114.37 
for the conservation of health and 
sanitation, according to the 1936 
figures, the state maintains seven 
departments. These are the 
boards o f Rural Sanitation, Bar­
bers’ Examiners, Medical Exam­
iners. Dental Examiners, Cosmet­
ologists’ and Hairdressers’ Exam­

iners, the Department of Vital 
Statistics and the Administration 
o f the General Fund.

In addition to the maintenance 
of these departments, which come 
immediately under the State 
Health Board. Texas also advances 1 
the cause o f healthful living 
through its various eleemosynary 
and correctional institutions and 
through it.- medical branch o f edu­
cation at Galveston. Also, in an 
emergency such as the New Lon­
don tragedy, the board offers its 
services and co-operation in get­
ting doctors, nurses and supplies 
to the scene o f the tragedy.

These activities contribute to

the fact that the mortality rate 
of Texas, which is 9.8 deaths per 
1,000 o f the population, is lower 
than that o f the nation a-- a whole, 
which is 11 deaths per 1,000.

Austin.— Repeal o f race - track 
gambling in Texas moved a step 
nearer enactment when the sen­
ate’s committee on criminal juris­
prudence voted 8 to 6 to report 
the Bradbury bill favorably, 
after a lengthy public hearing 
in which Sen. G. H. Nelson, o f Ta- 
hoka, staged a pretty bit o f legis­
lative dramatics us Austin has 
seen in many a moon. Nelson 
neatly outmaneuvered the race 
gamblers’ spokesman, the astute 
Sen. Frank Rawlings of Fort 
Worth. The action puts the bill, 
already passed 107 to 24 by the 
house, on the senate calendar and 
makes it pretty certain another 
record vote will be taken by the 
whole senate. Packed galleries 
applauded vociferously as the vote 
was taken, after Nelson climaxed 
his ease by an old-fashioned coun­
try courthouse plea, and capped 
the climax by leading to the stand 
a widowed mother of seven chil­
dren— accompanied by five o f the 
children— and told how her hus­
band, ruined by race track gam­
bling, had put a gun to his temple 
and blown his brains out. This 
was NeL-on’s answer to the op­
position’s charge that stories o f 
lives ruined by track gambling 
were “ heresay”  and denranded 
specific instances. Those voting 
for track gambling in the com­
mittee were Brownlee o f Austin. 
Moore of Houston, Rawlings of 
Fort Worth, Spears of San An­
tonio, Stone of Brenham and 
Weineit of Seguin. Voting against 
were Collie of Eastland, Gotten 
o f Palestine, Davis of Brownwood, 
Hill o f Henderson, Isbell o f Rock­
wall, Lemons o f Rainbow, Small 
o f Amarillo and Woodruff o f De­
catur. Unless the bill is prevented 
from coming to a vote on the sen­
ate floor, it is virtually certain 
to pass in the senate. Gov. Allred, 
strong advocate of repeal, was an 
interested spectator at the hear­
ing. « * *

Gordon Burns of Hunt.— 
villi gave notice o f an attempt to 
pass the bill over the governor's 
veto, something that hasn't hap­
pened since Dun Moody was gov­
ernor. ¥ * *

Tax Remission Battle

Widening the breach between 
governor and solons, the hou>e 
passed the Harris-co tax remis­
sion bill without debate, in the 
face o f a warning by Allred he 
would veto it. The bill remits 50 
per cent o f state ad valorem tax­
es to Harris for 10 years for flood 
control and had already passed 
the senate. Meanwhile the senate 
state affairs committee favorably 
reported the Mauritz bill, passed 
by the house, remitting all state 
ad valorem taxes (except the con­
stitutional school levies) to all 
counties for five years, to use as 
they see fit. This raid of about 
$45,000,000 o f state revenue 
would, if enacted and signed, pre­
cipitate another sales tax crisis. 
The sen&ti may pass it, too, but 
Allred is virtually certain to veto 
it.

F ifty  chicks can be kept in them 
until they are six weeks old.

One-half inch hail wire is used 
for the bottom and electric and 
kerosene lights are used for heat 
and light at night. The brooders 
are very sanitary and cut feed 
wastage to nothing. The chicks 
eat and drink practically as much 
at night as during the day and 
their growth is much more rapid.

All o f the boys that have used 
them have reported a very low 
death rate among their fowls. 
The boys made their brooders in 
the laboratory at a very- small cost. 
Those making them were Marion 
Benham, Bernice Fitzgerald, Bob 
and Garrett Middlebrook, John 
Bowley, Richard Davidson, Ed 
Smith, Adolf Slovak, James Welch 
and Walker Todd.
