For County Chosen
ADpolntment of Mrs. Nell C. 

McAnally of C)«co as a crew 
leader for the 1959 Census of Ag­
riculture was announced todav 
hv Field Director James W. 
Stroud of the Census Bureau’s 
regional office at Dallas.

Mrs. McAnally will direct a 
force of census takers who will 
canvass all farms In Eastland 
and Callahan Counties. Before 
assuming her post, she will go to 
Grahom wh«>re she will receive 
five dnvs ot training by a mem­
ber nf the Census Bureau’s staff. 
Tonies to be covered include pro­
cedures for recruiting of census 
takers, census taker training, 
’ anvasslng methods, prepara­
tion and submission of reports, 
and the supervision of census 
♦akers to Insure a complete and 
areurate count.

Th° pe'w leader ls one of the 
’•ey people In the field opera­
tions of the Census of Agricul­
ture. It Is her responsibility to 
recruit and train the census 
takers and supervise their work; 
plan and allocate work assign­
ments: review work of the cen­
sus takers and take remedial ac­
tion where necessary, and to 
conduct difficult interviews.

After completing her training 
Mrs. McAnally will return to her 
district where she will spend 
several weeks recruiting census 
takers, and training them In 
preparation for the start of the 
field canvass on November 18.

For about 66 years the ranch 
has been under the management 
of the Snyder family. The father 
was never one to over-graze or 
otherwise abuse the range. This 
practice he also passed on to his 
children.

Started Conservation
In 1945 he became interested In 

conservation a n d  signed a n 
agreement with the Soil Conser­
vation Service. Since then the 
land has been under an active 
and continuing conservation pro­
gram.

In 1955 the land was divided comeback'

Try Sorghum Almum
The brothers said they kept 

reading and hearing about sorg­
hum almum, but they were never 
quite sold on It.

“We had a 55-acre field that 
had been planted In wheat last 
year. We didn’t hp.ve anything on 
It and we had a ranch hand that 
needed something to do. We fur­
nished the seed, he planted 55 
acres of sorghum almum and 
plowed over most o f It, once be­
fore he found a higher, paying 
Job,*’ explained C. B.

T h e  sorghum almum w a s  
planted the last of May and the 
first of June. It was dry and did­
n’t do too good until It started 
raining in July.

The grass started growing. .Its 
growth was satisfactory, the bro­
thers agreed, but they doubted If 
the cattle, which had been run­
ning In the field since two weeks 
after planting, were eating It.

Then they noticed that the 
range grass showed no signs of 
being grazed. Also, they noticed 
that the sorghum almum around 
a gate that led from the field to 
the nearest stock tank was get­
ting shorter and shorter. The 
cattle were grazing It.

Cross Fencing
The ranch has been cross 

fenced, about a section to each 
pasture, and water has or will be

ghum almum next spring," said

pens to wean. They picked out the 
top heifers and will use them for 
replacements.

Any day now you (and Uncle 
Sam) may need to figure out 
your "net worth".

The Internal Revenue Service 
may use the "net worth" method 
to check a taxpayer’s Income tax 
Tecords. It compares what he 
was worth, say, five years ago, 
with what he Is worth today. 
Then It looks to see If his In­
crease In net worth compares 
well with his reported Income 
during that time, after allow­
ing for his estimated expendi­
tures. By this method the gov­
ernment can detect tax defic­
iencies, fraud, or evasion, or as­
sess tax where the taxpayer has 
not kept records or has lost 
them.

At a trial for tax evasion, the 
government must first prove 
what a taxpayer was worth at 
the beginning of a period, and 
what he Is worth at the end of 
the period. The difference Is his 
Increase In net worth. The ques­
tion: Has his wealth Increased 
between the two periods by un­
reported taxable amounts?

For example: John Doe, a 
taxpayer, had little wealth when 
he started his career. He often

how this happened. So, to cut a 
long story short, he had to pay 
the tax, plus Interest, and civil 
and criminal penalties.

Richard Roe, another, was 
worth $50,000 In 1946, but In 1050 
the government claimed he was 
worth $200,000. Roe tried to show 
but couldn’t that he had much 
more money lr. 1946 than the 
government showed. For also, 
the government’s old tax returns 
showed that Richard had re­
ported a small Income In 1946, 
and had mortgaged his home 
and business. Besides, Roe spent 
freely much more than his re­
ported Income, and could not > 
show that ho received gifts or 
other non-taxable money. So 
the court found a large unre­
ported Income, nnd Richard was 
convicted for fraud.

Bv keeping proper records of 
all transactions over a period of 
years, a taxpayer can properly 
account for receipts and expend­
itures of Income so that he can 
forestall the revenue service 
from using the net worth met­
hod. ------ o------
