They
were here when Texas Lecame a
state in the union. They were here
when Texas became a state in the
Confederacy and they are here yet,

They have not been idle, either,
They have taken high rank in every
acuivity which has marked the de-
velopment of the commonwealth,
Iln law, medicine, theology, industry,

commerce, science, politics, agri.
culture——every vacation in fact—the
Texans of German lineage have

made their power and nfluence felt,
Not only that, man for man aod
woman for woman, they have done
us much for this state as any other

It is very true that many of them
have felt a deep sympathy for Ger-
many and the German people during
the present war, but no sensible
person can eritivise them for that,
That was expected.

They have contributed to relief
funds for the German widows and
orphans’ and they have expressed

But if they are to be criticised
for that, then other thousands of
native Americans of English stock
have done the same thing, Surely,
their disagreement with some of the
policies of the administration ought
not to be held against them, There
are few men in the country who
have agreed with the adwinistration
in all things,

The people of German origin
Texas are attending to their business-
They are tilling their fields, running
their ranches, banks, stores, shops,
newspapers, factories, hotels, pract-
icing law, giving medical attention
to their patients, preaching the
gospel, discharging the duties of
public offices they hold and attend.
ing to all their duties well,

They are going to vote according
to their convictions, as they have
always done, and they are going to
express their opinions on public
questions when they feel like it, as
they have a right to do.

They have no thought of acknow.
ledging allegiance to any flag except
the Stars and Stripes, however,

They love peace, but it war comes
they are going to do their part of the
fighting, as they did in 1836, 1846,
1861 and 1898, And whatever
country it may be that attacks,
these citizens are going to fight for

their own country, All of us know
that,
What is there to defend?
