|EVGENE DEBS HAS !
SINGLE-TRACK MiND |

Eugene Debs, the veteran Social-
ist leader, spoke to several thousand
cheering people at the Ashland Au-
ditorium, in Chicago, the other
night. The high pint of his ad-
dress wus that Sovietism was ‘‘the
only good that came out of the
World War, and a Universal Repub-
lic 18 just ae sure as tomorrow’s sun-
rise '

The sudience cheered that, but
1t did o because it is the customary
and proper thing for such audiences
to cheer such etatements. What
those people really gathered for
wus to see Debs and hesr him abuse
this Government and its works.

They are againet the (Government
because they believe that under it
they are not getting as much of the
waterial things of hfe as some of
their neighbors. They koow that
Debs is againat it becsuee he sym-
pathizes with them. They know he
will say things, such as his denunci-
ation of the war and his defisnce of
restraint, which will give them a
thrill, without neceasitating the bur.
den of logical thought.

8o Debe speaks to their ignorance
and passions, and they applaud.
They feel. They do not think. It
in the same with Debs, except that
he feelse more passionately and can
voice his emotions more forcefully
than they, That is what has made
him their leader, and maintains him
in that pceition. Hie abeence of
thought ie as complete as theirs.
Therefore their sympathy is perfect.

The Soviet is the nne good thing
that came out of the World War, he
saye We, oureelves, do not be-
heve that meany good thioge came
out of the World War, and unqus-
tionably many baa things came out
of it.  But certainly one.good thing
did come out of it for the United
States. That was the convincing
evidence that thie country poessesses
a national copscioveness which
makes it & unit in the face of sny
external danger, It wae the proof
that there is no sacnfice too great
for our people 10 make in defense of
their homes, their righte and *the
integrity of their country.

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BFFORE MOSES

WAS BORN

The Story 0f Creatlon Was
Told On Babylonian Bricks
Recently Found In Ruins

There bae been s good deal of
discussion among Texus charch peo-
ple and others of inte ue to ques-
tions of Bible sutbenticity, It is
linked up more or less closely with
what hes come to be known as the
issue of ‘‘fundamentulism " While
interpretative critics of the Bible are
contending with great positiveness
sod nota little heat ageinst each
other, archeologists continue to tarn
up bits of evidence from obe point
and snother, OQddly enoygh, some
of these later discovenes tend quite
a8 much to prove the position of so-
called orthodoxy ae they tend tq
prove anything.

Oune of those which has been re-
cently announced is the discovery
of the story of the creation of the
world on a Babylonian tablet which
was written perhsps s thousand
years before Moses wae born. And
yet the story sgrees in many impor.
tent details—strikingly agrees with
them, too—of the account as given
ic Genesie.

Perhaps the interesting point is
that the agreement is as to facts,
rather than ae to form. For exam.-
ple, the driving out of primitive
mun from the Garden for having
eaten of the Fruit of the Tree, is de-
scribed in the Bahylovian accoust.
Even earlier than this account—ase
far back as 4,500 B (., sccording
to the estimate of some—a Babylo-
oian seal was in uwee which portrayed
s man and woman near a tree, with
a <erpent at haod.

Whatever the interpretation which
the devout may place vpon the early
chaplers ot Genesis, Genesis iteelf
loses nothing in dignity from euch
discoveries as these On the comn-
trary, its position and that of the
Bible as & whole are made the more
sure by them, And by corollary it
would seem to follow that the pos-
sibilitfes of further discoveriee of
like nature ehoula be emough to
make the learoed speak softly when
tempted to become dogmanie and
the unlearned to pause before be-
coming alsrwed for the safety of
the oldest and greatest Book in the
world.—Dallas News.
