has been used in home construc­
tion.. Testa, however, show that 
the lightness and cohesivesess of 
cotton insulation make it a natural 
where settling vibration is a fac­
tor.

For this reason manufacturers 
are turning to cottos insulation in 
refrigerator cars and trucks and 
in household refrigerators. The 
product is now being tested for ‘ 
use in marine and airplane con- 
structios. I

Cotton insulation material is im 
pregnated with a fine resistant 
agent and houses insulated against 
cold, heat, and sound with cotton 
treated in this manner are ac­
tually more fire-proof than non- 
insulated structures.

These comments come from H.H. 
Williams, director of the Texas 
A. and M. College Extension Ser­
vice. He pointed, out that interest 
in the use of cotton as insulation 
had been stimulated by the U. S. 
Department of Agriculture's 
search for sew uses for cotton.

The Department recently an­
nounced that its Surplus Market­
ing Administration would provide 
payments of nine cents per pous<i 
to holders or approved applica­
tions who manufacture and sell 
insulation made of cotton, cotton 
card stripes, and cottos f 'mb(*r 
wastes. This payments takes the 
place of Industry’s “ introductory 
offer.”  The 1941-1942 payments 
are limiteil to the equivalent of 
27,600 bales of cotton.
