The amendment which was 
passed now authorizes the Court 
with tiie consent of the people by 
vote to levy the same amount of 
taxes a-i before with the addition­
al authorization of placing the 
levies in each fund as needed. In 

jother words, the Court is not au­
thorized to levy any more tax but 
it is authorized to place the mon­
ey forthcoming from such taxes 
in the funds where most needed.; 

| It is common knowledge in all 
counties that more money is need­
ed to construct and maintain 
county mads than is allotted by 
law to such purpose; further, the 
n^aximum levy authorized to pay! 
jurors brings in more money than j 
is actually needed to pay jurors, 
tiie same is true with other levies; 
some would bring in too much 
money for such purpose and oth-1 
ers would fail to bring in a suf­
ficient amount. Hence, under the 
re-allocation system, the Court 
is authorized not to levy more1 
tax, but to take the tax that is al­
ready authorized to lie levied and 
place the money received there­
from in the funds as it is needed.

plants may die. The best protec­
tion is to keep stock off pastures 
which are wilted or stunted by dry 
weather. Veterinarians have meth­
ods for saving stock that have 
eaten poison Johnson grass, but 
usually the acid is so violent that 
the cattle are dead before the doc­
tor car, administer treatment.

J. M. Jones, Chief of the Di­
vision o f Range and Ranch Man­
agement, Texas Agricultural Ex­
periment Station, is an authority 
lor the statement that, in general, 
during dry periods mature plants 
are less dangerous than young 
plants. Young sorghum suckers 
are about as poisonous as young 
first-growth plants, and young 
second-growth plants are often 
more dangerous than first-growth 
plants, Jones said. Plants grown 
on poor soil may contain less o f 
the potential acid than those grown 
on good soil, he said, but in either 
case, where wilt and stunted 
growth is prevalent, precautions 
should be taken.

Well-cured sorghum usually is 
safe to feed, but occasionally it 
contains enough potential prussic 
acid to cause stock deaths.

Even when plants contain con­
siderable quantities of potential 
prussic acid, they may not poison 
livestock. Anything that pre­
vents the development o f the lethal 
agent in the stomach o f the animal 
lessens or entirely removes the 
danger of poisoning, according to 
Jones. Alfalfa hay and linseed 
cake retard the production o f the 
poison and may prevent death. It 
has been observed that cattle on 
corn are less likely to be poisoned 
when grazing on stunted or wilt­
ed sorghum than are cattle not 
fed corn. It is therefore a wise 
precaution to give animals a 
starch feed, such as corn, milo, or 
feterita. before allowing them to 
graze in the vicinity o f plants 
capable o f developing prussic 
acid, Jones said. For further in­
formation, he recommended that 
the local county agricultural agent 
or veterinarian be consulted.

He 
said that farmers should begin 
making plans now to take advan­
tage of these prices.

Moore believes that pullets and 
hens that will make good layers 

I this fall and winter should be kept 
‘ off the market despite any price 
1 advantages that may seem to ex­
ist at this time for this type o f 

; sale.
There are a number of factors 

{that will likely combine to place 
eggs at a high price level. One 
of these is the present relatively 
shortage of eggs. This shortage 
isn’t likely to lessen any in the 
near future, but may. perhaps, 
intensify, Moore believes. Even 
though more baby chicks were 
started this year, such large num­
bers of hens and pullets have been 
sold for meat that the numbers 
of laying birds on farms this fall ! 
may be smaller than last year. In 
addition to this, some items o f J 
feed promise to be scarce which 
will decrease the farmer’s ability 
to attain the highest production 
from his flocks.

Prussic Acid Killing Stock j
Scattered reports coming to the 

Texas A. & M. College Extension j 
Service indicate the oceurance of 
a number of cases o f prussic acid 
poisoning in livestock in the 
drouth areas o f Texas.

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'H ow  W ill You Vote 
on Constitutional 
Amendments?

Senator George Moffett of < hil- 
ilcothf h: s released the follow­
ing article concerning four amend­
ments to the State Constitution 
to be voted on at the coining elec 
ion:

On the 25th of August Texas 
voters will have an opportunity to 
pass judgment upon four pro­
posed amendments to the State 
Constitution. In many countries, 
the people do not have an oppor­
tunity to make changes in the 
Constitution of the Government 
under which they live. It contrib­
utes something toward better 
Government when a great many 
people east their ballot upon pub­
lic questions, and it is hoped that 
a large number will do so on the 
fourth Saturday in this month.

The first of the four amend­
ments provides t lint citizen of 
Texas now in the armed services 
of our country, may vote without 
the payment of a poll tax. while 
still in the service and for eighteen 
months after being honorably dis­
charged. The amount of money 
involved is small, but the principle 
at stake is large. I happen to he 
the authoi of this particular 
aniendmecM and earnestly hope 
that it is adopted.

Amendment No. 2’ provioi: tor 
an increase in t! e -alary oi the 
Members of the Legislature from 
seven hundred do Hat per year to 
thirty-live hundred dollars per 
year.

Control of Venereal 
Diseases in Texas 
Highly Gratifying

Austin.— The State Health De­
partment's campaign to control 
venereal disease in Texas is show­
ing highly gratifying results in 
the number of cases found, and 
cured in the quarantine and rapid 
treatment centers.

This campaign, Dr. Geo. W. 
Cox. State Health Officer, declar­
ed has helped to keep venereal 
disease infections from spreading 
and has played a major part in 
aiding servicemen and civilian in­
dustrial workers to stay on the 
job. In fact, man days lost through

I such infections, in the armed forc­
es and in industry, have been 
brought to an all time low and 
Texas can list this gratifying re­
sult among its contributions to the 
nation's military and industrial 
achievements.

in a report this week. Dr. Cox 
disclosed that approximately 15,- 
000 infectious cases of gonorrhea 
and syphilis are being treated an­
nul Mv and dismissed as lion-in­
fectious in the six rapid treatment 
centers now in operation. Located 
at San Antonio. Corpus Christi. 
Mineral Wells, El Paso, Waco aid 
Overton, these hospitals have a 
combined capacity of 525 beds.

The staff o f trained investi­
gators who trace contacts and lo­
cate the sources of infection have 
been concentrating their efforts 
in military areas with excellent 
m uits. All contacts found to tie 
infectious and who refuse to take 
treatment from their family phy­
sician are placed in quarantine 
and treated until cured.

Anti-War Organization
The San Francisco conference 

did a great job in adopting a 
charter for the United Nation- or­
ganization, and the United States 
has also done a great job in 
promptly ratifying it. This action 
is an indication that public senti­
ment in the United States is very- 
strong in favor of international 
co-operation to prevent war.

The world up to now has been 
in a state o f partial chaos, in 
which there was no sufficient plan 
to prevent nations from preparing 
for war and attacking less pnwer- 

! ful neighbors. The peaceful na­
tions were so anxious to avoid 
war and its awful burdens, that 
they failed to take the strong 
measures that were necessary to 
keen any warlike country from 
starting a conflict.

The world appears to he thor- 
j oughly convinced now that wars 
are the worst calamity that af- 

j flicts the human race, and that 
' an organized effort is needed to 
i prevent them. Organization ac­
complishes progress, and progress 
I in the great eause of preventing 
j war can only be had through or­
ganization of all the nations that 
! wish for peace.
j It will he said that the United 
.Nations plan has this weakness.

that if one of the five major pow­
ers starts a war, it may he almost 
impossible for the r< st o f these 
powers to prevent it. or they may 
not feel inclined to make tin 
sacrifices necessary to stop it.

The five major powers, the 
United Stale;», Britain. Russia. 
France and China, all want peace, 
and need it for their development. 
The chance that any one o f them 
will start any new conflict doe- 
not seem at all serious. At least 
the United States will never do 
so. So we can look forward to 
the new United Nations organiza­
tion with hope that it is going to 
bring on a better day. and give 
the world the peace and quiet foi 
which it longs.

People get goods that are 
not what they ordered, because 
some worker made a mistake. Fac­
tory work sometimes has to stop 
because its materials were not 
properly prepared.

Why do such errors occur? It 
often happens because people 
were not keeping their minds on 
what they were doing. Their 
thoughts were wandering far 
away, they went through the mo­
tions of labor in a mechanical 
way, and did not particularly think 
o f the results they were getting. 
People can’t he expected to think 
every minute about what their 
hands are doing, hut if they try 
to keep their minds on their work, 
fewer mistakes will he made.

“ The plant at Rusk, particular­
ly. produces charcoal pig iron of 
the highest fuality which sells for 
nearly twice as much per tor. as 
does iron produced with coke. The 
process utilizes the charcoal re­
sult”  g from the chemical opera­
tion o f extracting tremendous vol­
umes of chemicals front inferior 
timber, being alcohol and acetic 
acid, thus admitting o f the (level- J 
,-pnu-nt o f the high grade ore beds 
in Ea.-t Texas at small expense for 
fuel which is a by-product of the 
chemical operation.

Ever since work was begun on 
this plant, the builders, who are 
strictly independents, have met 
with delay - on priorities and oth­
er delaying tactics until this plant 
is now over seven months overdue 
of its contemplated completion, 
date.
